students left the nations” cam-
puses for holidays at home, the
Secretaries of War and Navy-
with approval of Manpower Com-
missioner Paul V. McNutt- an-
nounced the long-awaited college
training program for service men
and servicemen-to-be.

Loose ends of the dual program
>tJl need to be tied together, tor
example just how men are to be|
chosen for the college work isnt
yet clear.

Which colleges will be selected
for training centers is another un-
answered question, although sec-

retary of Navy Knox has said
“We will give special considera-
tion to those (colleges) with

meager financial resources whose
existence is threatened by the
war.”

Main provisions of the plans, as
they affect Doth Army and Navy,
are these: Army men 21 years
and under, and Navy men 22 and
undﬁr, may apply for the college
work.

Nothing in the new plans will
affect existing contracts of Army
or Navy with colleges.

Men selected for college train-
ing will wear uniforms, be on ac-
tive duty and receive service pay.
Soldiers will go to school as pri-
vates, seventh grade; sailors as
apprentice seamen.

Civilian professors will do most
of the teaching.

Main provisions of the Army
plan, known as the “Army Spec-
ialized Training Program:”

Men chosen for college train-
ing will be drawn from enlisted
men who are taking, or have fin-
ished. basic training. Exceptions
are medical, dentistry and veter-
inary students in the enlisted re-
serves who will continue their
studies under the new progranm in
an active duty status.

Medical, dental and veterinary
students not in the reserves may
finish another semester of college.
After that, they apparently will be
subject to selective service and
will have to qualify for training
under the new program in order
to continue their education.

Pre-medical and pre-dental stu-
ldents and junior and senior en-
gineers, whether or not they are
in the reserves, also may finish
another semester in college.

All other students in the re-
serves may expect to be put on ac-
tive duty soon. All other stu-
dents not in the reserves are sub-
ject to the draft- now.

The Navy’ side of the new pro-
gram is known as the “Navy Col-
lege Training Program.”

Normally, students in this pro-
gram will be picked during their
senior year in high school.

_At a "date to be announced.” all
Y-1. V-5 reservists in college will
be placed on active duty as ap-
prentice seamen, and Y-1% and
Y-7% then may continue their

studies under the new plan at
least through their 1iunior vyear.
Those uho qualify as medical,

dental, engineering and theologi-
cal students may complete their
professional studies.

Y-5% may complete the vyear
“current at the time of their en-
listment or transfer t0 V-5.”

Students now holding proba-
tionary commissions may resign
“at a date to be announced.” enter
the new college program, and be
commissioned again later.

MANPOWER PLAN

Now that general outlines are
drawn for the Army-Navy college
program, the War Manpower
Commission is workine on a sim-
ilar plan which would provide col-
lege training for prospective civil-
ian war workers, including both
imen and women.

This plan should take up some
of the slack in college enrollment,
which has dropped about 14 per-
Icent in the last year. That’s as-
suming the government finances
such education. Extent of financ-
ing depends upon how much mon-
ey congress will appropriate,

Principal courses of study prob-
ably would be medicine, chemis-
try and engineering, although Mc-
Nutt has said liberal arts will not
be overlooked'

cently added a navy pre-flight
school,
