Steve Nisbet Places First in

One and Two Mile Races
Showing a surprising amount of 

power for the fact no practice had 
been possible prior to the meet, 
the A l m a  college Scots came 
through with second place in the 
M I A A  indoor track meeting last 
Thursday, trailing Albion 7 1 V6 
to .‘{9%. T h e  Britons were led by 
the fast stepping Bruce Stevens 
w h o  collected 1 6 %  points for his 
team in winning the low hurdles, 
the 75 yard dash, the 220 yard 
dash and anchored Albions’ relay 
team to collect this large individ­
ual total.

The Scots c a m e  through with 
four first places and one tie for 
first with a surprise winner by 
Steve Nisbet, a junior from Fre­
mont w h o  had never competed in 
collegiate track circles. H e  had 
an auspicious start, winning the 
mile run in the good time of 
4:55.5 and coming through again 
in the two mile grind with an 
11:33.8 performance.

In this race his teammate, M u r ­
ray Hanna, w a s  well out in fornt, 
but mistook the signal from the 
starter on the next to the last lap, 
thought it w a s  the final one and 
on completion of it stopped run­
ning. B y  the time he could be 
m a d e  to understand there still was 
one more to go, some of the run­
ners were out in front and the best 
he could do was third place, 
though Nisbet finished in front.

Fra nk  Navarre cam e  through 
with first place in the shot put 
with a 37 feet 8 inch toss while 
Joe Emling also finished in front 
in the half mile, capturing the 
run in 2:12. T o  Big Dale Wares

Jack M  undell chased Charlie 
Wilson of Albion to a n e w  440 
yard record for the M I A A ,  one of 
four set during the meet, Wilson 
finishing only a short distance 
ahead of the Alma sophomore in 
the time of 52.8. Stevens set rec­
ords in two of the events he won, 
while Art Reed of Kalamazoo bet­
tered his broad jump m a r k  for the 
fourth n e w  record of the meet.

Third place in the meet went to 
Hillsdale, one of the teams favor­
ed for first place, but loss of four 
key m en to the army just prior to 
the meet reduced the chances. The 
Dales finished with 20 points and 
Kalamazoo had 12%  for fourth 
place.
