Yesterday it was announced 
that the obstacle course was c o m ­
pleted but that a few finishing 
touches had to be put on by Jack 
Tait. student supervisor of its con­
struction. before it could be actu­
ally used. It was in January of 
1043 that Alm a  College received 
the letter from the Navy depart­
ment which notified the College 
that all its Naval reservi-ts would 
be required to put in at least four 
hours of physical fitness training 
every week. The c o m m a n d o  class 
began immediately under the lead­
ership of Jack Tait and the  ̂lid- 
ance of Coach Macdonald.

Constructing an obstacle course 
w a s  decided upon in order to give 
outdoor workouts for the c o m ­
mandos and prepare for the c o m ­
ing of Navy m e n  July 1 at the 
s a m e  time. The Jungle w as chosen 
for the setting and the course has 
been patterned after regulations 
prescribed by the N av y  depart­
ment.

Axes, saws, and the shouts of 
“ I imber" were heard throughout 
the entire month of April. H o w ­
ever. commandos did a bit more 
besides chopping trees. Digging 
and the placing of artificial obsta­
cles played just as important a 
part in the setup.

The starting point of the course 
will be the press box over the 
bleachers on the west siue of 
Bahlke Field. A  run up the 
bleachers, a jump to the ground, 
and a climb over the fence will be 
the starting fetes. Hopping- 
racks. hand-over-hand bars fifteen 
feet above the ground, scrambling 
between posts and trees, hurdles, 
and sprinting areas will finally he 
topped off by an attempt to broad 
j u m p  a fifteen-foot pond after a 
running leadoff from a platform. 
The sad part of most of these 
events is that should one fail to 
cover them successfully, there are 
v i  sibilities of physical injuries.

H e  told h o w  the brave 8.000 
Americans and Australian soldiers 
had completely anniliated the 15,-

out taking one Jan prisoner.

All of the fighting w a s  done in 
the jungle s w a m p  where it was 
impossible to meet the e n e m y  in 
any w a y  but hand to hand combat. 
H e  told of the first Jap he had ever 
seen. While he w a s  crawling 
through the tall grass, he decided 
to stick his head up to see where he 
was. There directly in front of 
him w a s  a Jap marine. After 
swallowing a couple of times, he 
shot him in the chest.

Life was a bit 
rustic at the other place, to put it 
mildly, and w e  are all overjoyed in 
our new surroundings. Moving 
day was last Wednesday and I a m  
still washing sand out of m y  hair 
and ears. W e  are living like kings 
now, with mattresses on the beds, 
dressers, private baths, Venetian 
blinds and everything but a bell 
hop.

Of  course, they still keep us 
training. It’s up and at ’e m  at 
5:30, so I’m  usually sleeping 
soundly by 9 o’clock at lights out. 
This is a great life though. W e  
have been learning about air­
planes, gas attacks, and guns (1 
haven’t shot one yet tho). I can 
get m y  gas mask out of the case 
and on m y  sunburned face in six 
seconds now, and I can even keep 
in step w he n  w e  march along. W h e n  
m y  basic training is over down 
here, I a m  going to be sent to an 
air corps administration school 
someplace where I will be exposed 
to more learning. The fine weath­
er and lack of mental exertion 
makes this a swell place to be, so 
I’m  in no hurry to leave.

I have been getting along O. K. 
with m y  room mates to date. I 
sleep above Mike Budge, and Boh 
Ruehl and Harold Hartt are shar­
ing the other bunk. W e  are darn 
lucky to be together yet, don’t you 
think ?

I had m y  very first pass last 
night and took in a show and a 
banana split. It sure seemed good 
to walk around town without being 
in formation.

To-night I go on fire watch (just 
walking around the halls) from 1 ; 
A. M. to 3 A. M. At 3 A. M. I im- j 
mediately report to the kitchen 
for K. P. duty which will probably 
last until 7 or 8 M o n d a y  night at 
least. All this “glory” being 
handed m e  isn’t due to misbehav­
ior— I just drew an exceptional 
schedule. O, well, I w o n ’t have to 
wrestle with that rifle tomorrow 
anyway.

I’m  looking forward to the time 
w h e n  I can take a dip in that Gulf 
of Mexico. It looks so inviting 
every day, but the Sarg says “not 
yet boys.” A s  for those Georgia 
peaches, I merely observed them 
from the Pullman window at the 
rate of 50 miles an hour, except 
w h e n  w e  stopped in towns.
