College To Get
Class Butlding

A temporary frame structure
which will hold -ix classrooms and
toilet facilities will be erected at
Alma college in time for the fall
term.

Materials have been obtained
from the Romulus Air Rase* near
Detroit in a Wai Assets Adminis-
tiation sale. The buildings, for-
merly hospital wards, \sill be ship
ped here and nsembled into one
.large building to meet the -pei ifl-
oation of the college.

it will be located north of the
chemistry building and adjacent to
the heating plant, which will heat
the new building.

Final drawings on tin plan
were completed Feb. 7 and tn*
contract will be let soon. It is ex

fiected that work can begin nhou.
March 1 on the moving and crec
tion of the building.

The structure will have 6,000
square feet of floor space which
will permit five rooms 37x25 feet
and another 22xIK. riassrooms for
home economics, physics and ott-
er subjects will be held there.

The housing project of prefabri-
cated buildings at the college is
completed and the family units
occupied. It holds eighe families
in addition to the 12 families
housed in trailers already on the
campus. Dormitory space for 32
men has already been occupied.

In spite of the:e addition- a
shortage of rooms foi students in
the second semester L apparent
since as many as 60 more students
will be enrolled then. [I%er.-ons in
Mina having monis to rent have
been urged by college officials to
call the registrars office to it
their addresses.

congress on the Communist ticket last fall.

Now. (iovernor Sipler has demanded an investipation that
will cover not only state operated institutions, but also pri-
vately supported collepes and junior collepes under local sup-
port. They will also cover the hiph schools.

These subversive orpanizations use many means to pain
publicit\ for themselves and their doctrines. Each day, there
comes across the desk of the ALMANI AN editor, the propa
panda of numerous fly-by nipht orpanizations. Many are defi-
nitely of the anti American intent, deep in communistic
philosophies. The propapanda. neatly mimeopraphed
on form paper, is sent to all educational institutions in the
hopes that some unsuspectinp person will publish it. thinkinp
it has news value.

Thus, an eternal vipil must be kept at the news desk. One
on-eojor item published would brinp the Editor, and tin*
school, a black eye.

Phi Phi Alpha wta fouruM o
Nov. T Ifc"H with Professor 1 W.
Kwinir a- advisor. At the time it
was called the Adelphi Literary
Society, in which both aeademy
and college students were eligible
foi membership. In 1901 the name
wo- changed to Phi Phi Alpha Lit-
erary Society. In 1906 Phi Phi Al-
pha membership was liin ited
strictly to college men. In the
spring of 1926 the name Phi Phi
Alpha fraternity was adopted.

The fraternity has resided in
two different houses, the fii"t be-
ing West Superioi  Street just
west of the railroad tracks on the
south side of the road, and the .sec-
ond I%*biding is now housing the
City Library. These houses wore
too small and proved to be inade-
quate for the fraternity which
constantly grew in size.

During the latter part of 101’5 a
body of Detroit Alumni met and
decided to purchase a new house.
They appointed a committee con-

sisting of Adelheit Lindley; “11".
K. Blake MacDonald. “09”; J.
Thomas Dasef, “J.°t; Dale Daw-
son, “30”; Arthur Crawford, “32”;
and Charles Leadbetter, “33”, to
cooperate with active members
and alumni from all areas in for-

warding plans for organizing the
alumni and for buying a perma-
nent fraternity house. Early in
1936 the present house at 313
Philadelphia was purchased by the
fraternity, and the hoys moved
theii belongings to the big white
house to the southwest of Wright
Hall. William Hood was chairman
of the Housing Committee at this
time and was responsible for or-
ganizing the alumni and for o>

i taining the house.
