Typing Costs O K ’d
The cost of typing a required 

degree thesis is an acceptable part 
of the cost of education or train­
ing under the G. I. Bill, according 
to VA. However, the cost of print­
ing. microfilming or otherwise re­
producing copies of a thesis can­
not be authorized. In the case of 
a disabled veteran enrolled under I 
Public L a w  16, the cost of repro­
ducing a required degree thesi. 
m a y  be authorized if the work is 
an essential part of the course of 
training required to restore e m ­
ployability of the veteran.

Students veterans wearing arti­
ficial limbs should obtain a Pro­
sthetic Service Card from the Vet­
erans Administration. This card 
enables the veteran to get i m m e ­
diate repair service at government 
expense up to $35 without prior 
approval from VA.
