New Navy

In the fifth increment of the
Navy V-12 Program, eighty-four
men reported to the Alma College
unit November 1, 1944, Because of
a new Navy policy, the majority of
these men came from ships or
shore stations rather than directly
from high schools as was the case
during previous terms.

The fleet .men arrived here from
Pre-Midshipsmen’ School, Asbury
Park, New Jersey, where they had
undergone a two months refresher
course. Included in the curriculum
at Asbury Park were physics,
mathematics, English, “School of
the  Platoon” instructions and
physical training. Ten trainees
came here from the Naval Training
Center, Sampson, New Tork and
six men reported directly from ci-
vilian life.

By selecting Officer Candidates
from the enlisted personnel of the
Navy and Marine Corps the burden
of indoctrinating and outfitting
new trainees has been greatly re-
duced. Although the fifth incre-
ment to the program has been the
smallest, less than 1,000 from the
entire U. S. Fleet, the Navy De-
partment announced, “V-12 will
continue as long as the Navy needs
well trained officers.”

Ratings of the new trainees var-
ied from AS to BMIc and ships
represented varied from Sub-Chas-
ers to Aircraft Carriers. Becom-
ing acclimated to their new envi-
ronment was made easier by a par-
ty sponsored by the Elks club to
welcome Almas Officer Candi-
dates.

At present there are 130 colleges
in the United States molding the
Navys future officers. Even on
such a mass productive scale as
this, the qualifications for a com-
mission in the Navy are very high.

Workmen were putting the finish-
ing touches on a Netherlands sub-
marine. A skeleton crew was
working on her and, since it was
raining, they had brought along
their umbrellas. Suddenly word
came that the German occupation
of Rotterdam was imminent and
the commander received orders to
sail at once for a safer port. The
15 crewman who were aboard had
no sea clothes at all- only dun-
garees—- and umbrellas.

After slipping through the
minefields that infested the outlet
to thel North Sea, the craft was
sighted by Nazi bombers and at-
tacked.

“There was nothing to do but
dive,” the commander recounted,
“so dive we did, although the
ship had never dived before.” Mo -
tors shut off, the submarine reach-
ed bottum and rested there for
several hours. After a while, the
commander decided to visit the
crew’ quarters.

Imagine his amazement when
he found the men sitting on their
bunks and- in a submarine at sea-

strength of the Navy Nurse Corps
at the desired level. With a pres-
ent strength of 8,700 women in the

Corps, at least 2,000 recruits are
being sought before the end of
1944, in order to keep pace with
the nursing requirements of the
still-expanding Navy, while tak-
ing into account separations from
the Corps.

The Nurse Corps, whose mem-
bers serve on hospital ships and
at base hospitals in combat zones
as well as at shore intallations in
this country, is scheduled to pro-
vide three nurses for every 1,000
men and women in the naval serv-
ices. This means that the net
strength of the Nurse Corps
should he approximately 11,500 by
next June. The Navy is calling for
volunteers from among 26,000
registered nurses certified by the
War Manpower Commission on
Sept. 1, 1944, as available for mili-
tary service. Interested applicants
should address inquiries to the
Surgeon General, Bureau of Medi-
cine and Surgery, Navy Depart-
ment, Washington 25, D. C.
