She went to school at the 
Lycee in Chartres, which is the 
equivalent of an American high 
school. After the Lycee she went 
to Paris to the Sorbonne, one of 
the oldest and finest universities 
in the world. At the Sorbonne she 
majored in Latin and Greek; she 
has received her master’s degree 
and is n o w  writing her doctor’s 
thesis on Plato. She plans to study 
English, history, psychology, and 
speech at Alma.

Suzanne’s father, George Gory, 
w a s  Directeur des Services Agri­
cole in Chartres, and he n o w  holds 
the s am e  position at Perigueux. 
H e  heads government agricultur­
al services for the department, the 
French political division similar to 
the American state. The family 
moved from Chartres to Perigueux

It is very obvious that the 
coaches doing their u t m o s t  to 
throttle the cage giants are those 
w h o  have no tall representatives 
on their o w n  teams. S o m e  have 
suggested that the basket be m o v ­
ed higher. Other suggestions as to 
what the tall m e n  can and cannot 
do have been made.

These suggestions are foolish 
indeed! A n  addition of rules which 
would affect star performers like 
six-foot, nine-inch George Mikan, 
of Depaul, and seven-foot Bob 
Kurland, of Oklahoma A. & M., 
would be unfair to the players and 
unsportsmanlike of the coaches.

If the proposed changes 
ever became effective, Mikan and 
Kurland could just as well remain 
on the sidelines for all the good 
they would do their respective 
teams.

Mikan and Kurland are just like 
any other basketball player. They, 
as all other giants of the game, 
are doing their best. Because they 
possess extraordinary a b i l i t y  
and give headaches to the opposi­
tion, certain coaches and critics 
think their talents should be lim­
ited.

While tall basketball players are 
blessed with m a n y  advantages, 
they also have disadvantages. A  
foul committed by a tall m a n  is 
more noticeable than a foul c o m ­
mitted by a shorter player. The 
tall m a n  also absorbs the worst 
physical beating of any m a n  on 
the floor. H e  is constantly and 
thoroughly mauled by o p p o s i ng 
players w h o  cannot take the ball 
a w a y  from him. A n d  last but not 
least, the old saying, “the bigger 
they c om e  the harder they fall.’’

Limiting the skills of tall m e n  
in basketball is like removing the 
stolen base from basball because 
‘Snuffy’ Stirnweiss, George Case, 
and George Myatt are gifted with 
greater speed than other payers. 
It is like prohibiting the forward 
pass in football because Sid 
Luckman, S a m m y  Baugh, and 
Boh Waterfield can throw the pig­
skin better than other passers.

Therefore, w h y  not let the tall 
m e n  he?
