At Convocation

Wednesday morning, February 
27, during Chapel hour, the stu­
dents of Alma College were wel­
c o m e d  in the opening convocation. 
Dr. Benjamin J. Bush of Detroit 
addressed the student body and 
faculty on Our Debt to Europe.

Dr. Bush, formerly of the Wes t ­
minister Presbyterian Church of 
Detroit, recently returned from 
wor k  in Eurpoe in connection 
with the church. H e  accepted a 
position from the World Council of 
Churches as a representative of 
the Presbyterian Church in Eur­
ope. His headquarters were locat­
ed in Geneva, Switzerland, and his 
wor k  w a s  to study the Protestant 
life in devastated countries to en­
able us to learn h o w  to help these 
people. Presbyterian churches in 
the United States are n o w  trying 
to raise $27,000,000 for this cause.

Dr. Axtell, w h o  is accompany­
ing Dr. Bush on his tour in a plea 
for Europe, the Garden of Eden of 
the world, gave the invocation for 
the morning service, following the 
academic procession of the facul­
ty, and a solo sung by Glenn 
Sempsrott.
