A  recent announcemnt from the President’s Office states that with the enrollment at A l m a  College al­ready reaching the saturation 
point, certain additions will have to be ma d e  to the faculty of Al­
m a  College for the coming year. 
Complete announcement follows:

The Department of Biology is to add an instructor equipped to teach certain necessary courses.
The Department of Education, which has been ably handled by 

Professor Swigart and Mr. Peter­son, will have a full professor in charge, w h o  will teach the courses in Education and supervise the 
practice teaching.

In the Department of English, two instructors will be added to care for the fields of Rhetoric and English Literature.
As professor Lawrence W .  Phillips is leaving the c ampus af­

ter several years of efficient serv­
ice to assume a position in the University of Florida, the A d m i n ­
istration has asked Dr. H oward Potter, w h o  received his Ph.D 
from Harvard and w h o  w a s  an instructor there and at Swarth- niore College, to assume the duties of an assistant professor in C h e m ­istry in A l m a  College. H e  will 
need an associate to care for the division of physical chemistry.

W e  regret that Coach Floyd E. Lear is leaving the college. A n ­nouncement will be m a d e  soon of the appointment of a coach and i 
director of physical education w h o  will assume his position on July 1.After a year of helpful service 
as head of the Department of Re­ligion. Professor Elmer E. Baker is returning to Chicago to con­tinue his studies. With the pro­motion of the Christian Service 
Center at A l m a  College, a Dean of Religion will soon be appoint­ed to teach the courses in Religion 
and to develop the joint interests of the College and the Presbyter­ian Church of Michigan.

With the appointment of a so­cial director and i n s t r u c t or in physical education for women, the college faculty family will be c o m ­plete.
It will be necessary to dose the enrollment for the fall semester 

w h e n  the number reaches 400.
