Government-paid tuition to an
educational institution does not
place a veteran in a “special priv-

ilege status, nor does it consti-
1Lite a ticket on the so-called
“ffravy train”, VA officials said.

1lhe government pays up to $500 a
year m tuition to enable a veter-
nn to continue his education. In
addition, a veteran receives sub-
sistence allowance of $65 monthly
Iwithout dependents or $00 with

j dependents.

Student veterans must abide by
all the rules and regulations of the
institutions where they are enroll-

1CJ. They must maintain satisfac-

tory academic marks. Willful mis-
conduct or unsatisfactory pro-
gress are grounds for withdrawal
of subsistence and tuition pav-
"ments.

In the past, cases of willful mis-
conduct or unsatisfactory pro-
gress have been negligible, VA
said, and for the most part stu-
dent veterans have attained aca-
demic marks equal to or above the
non-veteran students.

Veterans cannot change courses
of instruction without prior ap-
proval of VA. Student veterans
who may encounter difficulty in
academic work should avail them-
selves of the advisement and guid-
ance service provided by VA.
