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Student-Faculty
Govern College

For the information of the
student body a short statement is
necessary concerning our Com-
munity government. The organiza-
tion centers in the Co-operative
Council which consists of seven
members: the President of the
College, three members of the
faculty chosen by the faculty, the
President of the Student Council,
and two students selected by the
Student Council, only one of whonm
needs to be a member of the Stu-
dent Council.

The President of Alma College
is the chairman of the Co-opera-
tive Council, with the Vice Chair-
man the President of the Student
Council. The secretary is selected
by the o-operative Council from
its own members.

The Council has power to legis-
late on matters concerning the
welfare of the whole college com-
munity, to recommend legislation
to the faculty or to the Student
Council on matters which strictly
concern only the one group or the
other, to veto any action taken by
any board or organization of the
cooperating community, to rule
unconstitutional any provision in
the constitution or by-laws of
either cooperating group if such
provision is inconsistent with the
constitution of the cooperative
organization, to administer the
funds of the organization by dis-
tribution among the committees,
and to designate committees of
the Cooperative College Commu-
nity composed of an equal number
of faculty members and students,
with the President of the College
as an ex-oflieio member of each
committee.

The committees appointed by
the Cooperative Council number
seven. Each committee consists
of three faculty members selected
by the Faculty and three student
members selected by the Student
Council. The officers of each com-
mittee are a faculti/ chairman se-
lected by the faculty, a student
vice chairman selected by the
Student Council, and a secretary
selected by the committee.
