Speech students are beginning to plan and w o r k  for the A n n a  Elizabeth Bradley Oratorical C o n ­test to be held in January. This 
is a local contest sponsored for the first time by Dr. Preston W .  Bradley, former graduate of Al­
ma. Dr. Preston has endowed an­nually $100.00 in prize m o n e y  to 
be divided in the f o l l o w i n g  manner: Men: First, $25; second, $15; and third, $10. W o m e n ’s prizes will be the same.

Rules governing the c o n t e s t  have been set up: (1) Orations 
shall be original and not more than 1800 words. (2) Q u o t e d  words are limited to 1 0 %  of the 
total words. (3) Manuscripts must be typed on 8 %  by 11 sheets. (4)

Discussion Tournament

A l m a  and 10 other schools par­ticipated in the annual Discussion 
louniament of the Michigan In­tercollegiate Speech league at Al­
bion College Saturday. Thirty groups discussed the question “To W h a t  Extent Should Labor Share in M a n a g e m e n t  of Industry,” with 155 students present.

Activities began with the first round of discussions from 1:30 to 3:30 in the afternoon in separate rooms in various buildings on 
campus. Five or six representa­tives all from different schools and 
a faculty critic from one of the colleges represented m a d e  up the groups. Individuals were graded 
for characteristics of good discus­sion by their critic. The second round ran from 3:30 to 5:00 p.m. in the s a m e  manner as the first round.

A t  6:00 p.m. all those w h o  had 
participated in the discussion were invited to a dinner at the First Methodist church. At 7:00 a s y m ­
posium-forum began in the church auditorium. Dr. John W .  Riegel, University of Michigan presented the public’s ideas on this ques­tion; Mr. John L. Lovett defended the m a n a g e r ’s thoughts on the 
subject; Professor Tucker Smith, Olivet College spoke for Labor; and as an added feature Mr. N o r ­m a n  Burfit, of the British Consul-

The Rev. Henry Roth, father of Dr. J. V. Roth, Dean of R e ­
ligion here, died on Saturday 
night. November 16, at Grand Rapids, Michigan. The fun­eral w a s  held last T u e s d a y  
afternoon. Dr. Roth was at his 
father’s bedside w h e n  he died, having been with him con­stantly for two and a half days before he passed away.

The deceased was 80 years of age, the last of a pioneer f a m ­
ily of fifteen whose father had come from France. H e  had lived 
throughout his life in the c o m ­munity of Grabill, Indiana, a small town near Fort W a y n e  where he had served as a m i n ­ister for m a n y  years. In the 
earlier years of his ministry he conducted services in numerous 
communities around his home, the meetings often being con­ducted in schoolhouses where no churches had yet been or­ganized. For about 15 years he w a s  pastor of the community church in Grabill.

At his request, his favorite study Bible was open on his 
casket at the twenty-third Psalm during the time of the funeral, and the service cen­tered on that Psalm.

Mr. Roth was a m a n  of 
widely varied interests w h o  al­wa y s  showed an enthusiastic interest in all worthy pursuits. In his retired years he became rather widely known for his 
skill in the culture of flowers, and m a n y  people came to see his gardens.

At Dr. Roth's Old Testament 
classes last Thursday, he paid high tribute to his father, and remarked that the religious 
heritage he had received from his parents w a s  worth more than a controlling interest in General Motors.

Dr. Roth’s mother, w h o  is 80 years of age, survives. D e c e m ­ber 18 would have been the 58th wedding anniversary for tHs pioneer couple.
