VETERANS NEWS
The $175-$200 Income ceiling for 

veteran- taking education or 
training under the G. !• Bill affed j 
onlv subsistence allowances and 
does not limit actual wages or sal­
aries which the veterans may re­
ceive. Although the law provides 
that no subsistence shall be paid 
by the Veterans Administration 
belond the point where wages and 
subsistence together total SHo 
monthly for veterans without de­
pendents. or $200 for trainees with 
dependents, there is no limit on 
the wages or salaries which may 
be paid veterans in education or 
training. In cases where wages 
and subsistence combined exceed 
th:! limitations, the subsistence 
payments are reduced according­
ly to keep within the ceilings. If 
wages exceed the limitations to 

, the extent that no subsistence can 
be paid, veterans still may con­
tinue their education or training 
under the G. I. Bill, although 
their enrollment will be charged 
against their period of eligibility. 
Even though they may receive no 
subsistence, if they elect to use 
their period of eligibility', they are 
entitled to certain tools and hooks 
necessary to their training and will 
have the benefit of V .\ supervis­
ion of their training.

Student veterans who have vis­
ual impairments may avail them- 
selvts of reader service when 
deemed necessary to the successful 
pursuit of their education. Every 
veteran in school training under 
the Vocational Rehabilitation Act. 
whose vision is so impaired as to 
make it impossible or inadvisable 
for him to use his eyes for reading, 
will be furnished reader service by 
the Veterans Administration. Eli­
gible veterans include those whose 
best corrected vision is 20 200 or 
less in both eyes. VA regional of 
fices are authorized to procure 
needed reader service for eligible 
students veterans through w rit­
ten contracts with schools or with 
private individuals or agencies 
which provide reader services. 
Veterans requiring this service 
may contact their training offi­
cers for further information.
