HAM. ex-council president, “__
the increased student interest in 
the student government of Alma 
College makes it only fitting and 
proper that the Student Council 
should, at this time, revise its 
Constitution so that its present 
position will be clear.”
“It seems to me,” Graham as­

serted today, “that this new Con­
stitution gives a clear-cut picture 
of the powers and duties of your 
government. The key-note of any 
governmental body is, however, 
not the body itself but the people 
it represents. Your interest

G R A H A M  was the council offi­

cer most instrumental in drafting 
and in recommending the revised 
paper to the Student Council. A 
copy of the old constitution, print­
ed in a 1936 edition of the AL- 
MANIAN, was used as a model.
Members of the Student Coun­

cil state that the new Constitution 
embodies many Articles of vital 
interest to every sudent interested 
in efficient, fair, representative 
government. They acknowledge 
that, outside of their own interest 
in furthering and supporting the 
desires of the student body, impe­
tus was given to the revision by 
the request of the Cooperative 
Council that they submit a consti­
tution for approval. It is the result 
of the efforts, recommendations, 
and aid furnished by the student 
investigating committee. NANCY 
HARDEN, new Council President, 
urges that all students read the 
complete draft of the Constitution 
printed elsewhere in this issue of 
the ALMANIAN.

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The Constitution 
and By-Laws

of the
Student Council 
of Alma College

Continued from page one.
Section 3. The president of the 
Student Council shall be a senior. 
Section 4. After the class elec­
tions in May all newly elected 
Student Council members for the 
next year shall attend the next 
regular Student Council meeting. 
At this meeting they shall ac­
quaint themselves with the work­
ings of the Student Council and 
elect their officers for the follow­
ing year. They shall also appoint 
the Student Marshall from the 
male members of the Senior or 
Junior Class.
Section 5. All officers will as­
sume their duties with the open­
ing of the school year.

ARTICLE IV
Committees and Representatives
Section 1. The Student Council 
shall send three representatives to 
the Cooperative Council. One of 
these representatives shall be the 
president of the Student Council. 
Only one of the other two repre­
sentatives need be a member of

The faculty body selects 
three of its members lor each 
committee one of whom is desig­
nated chairman of the committee, j 
The Student Council shall at its 
first meeting in the fall select 
tiiree members of the student 
body for each of the seven com­
mittees. one of whom shall be de­
signated as Vice-Chairman.

ARTICLE V
Meetings

Section 1. There shall be regu­
lar weekly meetings of the Coun­
cil. The first meeting of the school 
year will be called by the presi­
dent sometime during the tirst 
week of school. At that meeting a 
regular meeting time shall be de­
cided on.
Section 2. Meetings ot the coun­
cil shall be public, however by a 
two-thirds vole of the members 
present at any meeting the coun­
cil may go into executive session.

ARTICLE VI
Amendments

This constitution may be 
amended by a three-fourths vote 
of the total membership of the 
Council, provided that notice has 
been given at the regular meeting 
preceding the meeting at which 
the amendment is to be voted 
upon.
