FROM THE DEANS ANGLE

You are living in a day of unprecedented transition in
which the predominant characteristic is tension. You are en-
countering stresses at the national level, the academic level,
and the personal level. Just as the insecurity of the depres-
sion years overshadowed our student days, your days are be-
ing clouded by international tensions. In times of tension,
there is a tendency to lose perspective. It is difficult to see
the relationship between French parodies and Korean battle
news, or honesty in examinations and American patriotism,
or an academic grade point and the selective service classifi-
cations. It is easy to lost sight of your goal because of per-
sistent tensions that lead the unwary into confusion.

One of the most important perspectives to keep in mind
is this: life can only be meaningful when the present conflict
and your possible term of military service are considered as
an interlude after which you will return to your chosen voca-
tion. By your choice of college training, you have cast your
lot with the minority upon whom will fall the responsibility
for leadership in world affairs. You can’t afford to get lost.

It is quite probable that tensions will continue for some
time- perhaps your whole life span. You may be required to
learn and work while surrounded by uncertainty and threats.
You can lament this situation or seize upon it as an oppor-
tunity to mature. The character and stature which we need
so desperately in the national affairs is gained or lost in times
of crisis. We grow most rapidly when our efforts are fully
extended. There is both peril and great opportunity in days of
tensions such as these.

With only a few more weeks of Semester 130 remaining,
don’t forget what you are “here after”. The one thing you
can do best while you are here is to acquire academic stature.
Personality development and social duties are very impor-
tant, but they in themselves are not sufficient reason to set
apart four years of your life as college days. You have been
given the privilege of attending college. It can open doors to
vocational opportunity, enriched living, and civic leadership.
Don’t sell yourself short. Produce your best under tension
for in the words of the late Senator Arthur Vandenb”rg’s fa-
vorite motto, “They too shall pass.” You owe it to your nation
and yourself to develop your abilities to the fullest extent.
This can best be achieved by maintaining your perspective
and continuing your training.

NSA Endorses Tests

Madison, Wisconsin, April 24 -
College students were urged toap-
ply immediately for the apitude
test which will serve as a means
of determining draft deferments
for students. The plea came in a
statement today by Elmer P.
Brock, vice-president of the U. S.
National Student Association, an
organization which represents
over 800.000 American college stu-
dents.

Brock said he felt many stu-
dents were under the impression
the tests have been cancelled or
have made meaningless by a Con-
gressional amendment to the draft
bill stating that local draft boards
are not bound by the results of
the tests in granting deferments.

“It was understood beforehand
that the utimate decision as to
whether a student should or
should not be drafted rests with
his local draft board,” Brock said.
The amendment does not in any
way modify the original plans for
the apitude tests, he said.

Brock, 4-year veteran of World
War 1, said it is important that
students cooperate in the defer-
ment plan because of the need to
maintain a continued flow of col-
lege-trained personnel in any long
range global struggle.

He said that according to infor-
mation received at the National
Student Association headquarters,
no student taking the test will be
drafted until his test score and
scholastic rating has been deter-
mined.

Students should keep 1in mind
the plan does not exempt thenm
from ultimate military service but
provides them with the opportu-
nity of pursuing their education
during the next academic year,
Brock pointed out. The student
has everything to gain and noth-
ing to lose” by taking the test, he
emphasized

Under ah order issued by Presi-
dent Truman students who score
70 or higher or who are in the up-
per ranks scholastically may re-
ceive an occupational deferment
in order to continue their educa-
tion. The test will be given at
testing centers throughout the na-
tion May 26, June 16. and June 30.

“While no provisions have been
made by Congress for the defer-
ment and education of qualified
students who can not afford to at-
tend college, such a plan must,
necessarily, be worked out in the
future,” Brock said. “At the pres-
ent time, the primary objective of
the aptitude test is to insure that
top students now in college will
be able to continue their educa-
tion.

"NoAcceleration

Bronxville, N. Y.- “The ac-
celeration of college programs
in colleges of liberal arts is neith-
er necessary nor desirable in the
present situation.” according to a
statement by President Harold
Taylor and the faculty of Sarah
Lawrence College.

By a unanimous vote of the fac-
ulty, a resolution sent to the
American Council on Education
expressed the view that. The
role of the liberal arts college is
to increase the breadth and depth
of understanding and knowledge
on the part of American citizens.
For the colleges to act, in the ab-
sence of total mobilization, as if the
United States were about to be-
come 1involved in a world war, is
to imply that the role of the col-
leges is not to help prevent war
and maintain peace but to foster
a military attitude on the part of
our social institutions."

The resolution stated that in the
case of institutions which are con-
cerned with technical education,
or in professional schools where
the preparation of trained person-
nel for specific jobs can be accel-
erated. there is some justification
for acceleration, since there are
manpower shortages in certain
areas. There is also some justifica-
tion for accelerating on the part
of those colleges and universities
who wish to make college educa-
tion available all year round to
those men who will be drafted and
would otherwise be unable to en-
ter a regular college program.

"Our experience at Sarah La\y-
rence College with acceleration in
the last war,” the resolution con-
cluded, "has shown us that an ac-
celerated program in liberal arts
colleges 1is educationally unsatis-
factory. Plans can be made for
individual students who wish to
complete their college education
in a shorter time, but this does
not entail the complete shift of
the curriculum of women’ col-
leges to a faster schedule.

"Therefore we wish to report
that in our view the present situ-
ation does not call for the acceler-
ation of college programs in the
liberal arts, and that Sarah Law-
rence will continue to plan for
the individual needs of its stu-
dents. not in the speed of edu-
cation but in terms of its quality
and function.”
