Five A l m a  College speech stu­
dents will participate in the tenth 
annual T a u  K a p p a  Alpha Michi- 
gan-Indiana Regional Congress to 
be held at Purdue University on 
N o v e m b e r  8 and 9.

T h e  two questions for discussion 
at the meeting will be “Should the 
Federal G ov ernment Adopt a Per­
manent P ro gr am  of W a g e  and 
Price Control?” and “H o w  C a n  W e  
as a Nation Improve our Ethical 
and Moral Conduct in Govern­
ment?”

jor General Lewis B. Hershey. 
Director of Selective Service, re­
ported today, and he also remind­
ed college students that the dead­
line for submitting applications 
for the Dec em be r  13, 1951 test 
is approaching. H e  said a further 
breakdown of the results of the 
former tests would be available 
within a short time.

T h e  n e w  series of tests will be 
given Thursday, D e c e m b e r  13,
1951. and Thursday, April 24,
1952, by  the Educational Testing 
Service of Princeton, N e w  Jersey, 
at m o r e  than 1,000 different cen­
ters throughout the United States 
and its territories. T h e  blanks 
m a y  be obtained by the registrant 
at any local board office.

General Hershey stressed the 
importance of all eligible students 
taking the test, and indicated that 
those w h o  do not have test score 
results in their cover sheets m a y  
have a “very difficult time in­
deed” in convincing their local 
boards that they should be defer­
red as students.

Applications for the April 24, 
1952 test must be postmarked not 
later than midnight, M a r c h  10, 
1952.

Elegibility
T o  be eligible to apply for the 

test, General Hershey pointed out, 
a student must:

(1) Intend to request deferment 
as a student; (2) be satisfactorily 
pursuing a full-time college 
course; <3> must not previously 
have taken a Selective Service 
College Qualification Test.

Students who se  academic year 
will end in January 1952. G e n e r ­
al Hershey said, are urged to ap­
ply for the D ec em be r  13, 1951 test, 
so they will have scores in their 
files w h e n  the local boards re­
consider their cases in January.

T h e  Congress, in the 1951 
A m e n d m e n t s  to the Universal 
Military Training. ..and -Service- 
Act, declared that adequate pro­
vision for national security re­
quires m a x i m u m  effort in the 
fields of scientific research and 
development and the fullest pos­
sible utilisation of the Nation’s in­
tellectual resources; it authorized 
the President to provide for the 
deferment of any or all categories 
of persons whose activity in study 
is found to be necessary to the 
maintenance of the national 
health, safety or interest.

DOES~ALMA NEED 
A BOOKSTORE?
Although the agitation of the 

students in reference to a college 
o wned bookstore is subsiding —  
it is a question that arises an­
nually. This question should be 
settled once and for all. A l m a  
College doesn’t need a bookstore, 
it has no  roo m  for a bookstore, 
and it can’t afford a bookstore.

To take a look at the facts— a 
college o w n e d  bookstore would 
only be advantageous if it would 
save the students m o n e y  for 
their books. T h e  publisher’s re- 
ta£  P ^c e  allows tthe retailer a 
JO/o gross profit on all books sold. 
This gross must cover: costs of 
h?.!?.d!ing* seeing, carrier charges, utilities and salaries. This gross 
must also cover the loss of profit 
on unsold books that go out of 
Print- National averages sho w  
that bookstores are only able to 
net a 3.2% of book sales. C o m ­
paring this savings to student ex­
penses —  a student could save 
from $ 1.11 to $1.46 in a year’s 
purchase of text books.

A l m a  could not afford a book­
store. With an average of 425 
students purchasing $42.10 worth 
of books per year —  the annual 
return w ou ld  not be enough to 
pay a qualified man, to sell books.

A  qualified m a n  is necessary to 
manage a store of this type, since 
students would not be capable of 
properly managing such a busi­
ness without capable leadership. 
T h e  salary of such a m a n  would 
in the end— increase the cost of 
books. The store might break 
even if it sold sundries such as: 
novelities, athletic goods, and sou­venirs.

Secondly every available space 
at the college is n o w  being occu­
pied.

In the third place, one of the 
main arguements for a book store 
is that books could be available 
at the beginning of the semester. 
The fact that books are not in 
stock w h e n  needed is a fault that 
lies with individual professors 
w h o  do not order their books u n ­
til a w ee k  before school starts.

In view of these facts the ex ­
isting bookstore seems to be do ­
ing a better job than it is given 
credit for doing. It would no 
doubt be best to let well enough alone.
