T h e  A l m a  College Scots cele­
brated their annual Maroon and 
C r e a m  D a y  in like fashion as they 
opened their 1951 football sched­
ule with a 25-0 victory over Sel­
fridge Air Force Base.

The 
Sel fridge boy was knocked out 
and carried from the field. O n  the 
next play W e v e r  hit Doyle M c I n ­
tosh for a seventeen yard gain 
and a first down. Here the Scots 
were slightly stalled by a five yard 
penalty and an incomplete pass. 
W e v e r  and M e n d y  V a u g h n  teamed 
to correct things, however, as 
Hess passed to V a u g h n  w h o  gal­
loped to the nine yard line. A noth­
er penalty pushed A l m a  back to 
the Air Base fourteen yard line. 
V a u g h n  picked things up  though, 
and raced neatly to the one-yard- 
line. Wev er  pounded through for 
the six points.

S a m  Stafford converted, but the 
play was called back and A l m a  
was penalized fifteen yards for 
offensive holding. This time, with I

D e n n y  Stolz 
cut around his left side for a six 
yard gain, and then Pat S h a w  
ripped to the twenty-eight yard 
line. S h a w  hit for two and then 
barreled around the flyer’s right 
side for the twenty-two yard line. 
Larry Park scored as he hit around 
his o w n  right end. S a m  Stafford 
missed the conversion.

A l m a ’s last T D  w a s  led by two 
passes by Stolz and s o m e  pretty 
running by G e n e  Frazer of Lans­
ing, Mich. T h e  touchdown was 
scored by Stolz from the two-yard 
line.

A l m a  piled up sixteen first 
downs compared to the Flyer’s 
four. Led by the powderful run­
ning D u b  Martin, they rolled for 
290 yards rushing plus 75 yards 
through the air via the arms of 
Hess Wever, D e n n y  Stolz, and 
Bobby Moore. In total yardage the 
Scots stacked 332 yards against an 
insignificant 94 for the airmen.
