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Letter to Editor:
There will be a time in almost 

every A l m a  College student’s life 
w h e n  he will stand on tthe steps 
of our chapel and bid it good bye. 
This old tradition has been fol­
lowed for m a n y  years, and those 
w h o  stood with bared heads last 
spring, as the senior farewell was 
m a d e  to the chapel, will r e m e m ­
ber the contribution that chapel 
has m a d e  in their lives. N o  doubt 
for the first time in their college 
life, som e  students realized the 
significance of compulsory chapel. 
N o w  I k n o w  that the word “c o m ­
pulsory” has an anti-democratic 
flavor. But I also k n o w  from ex­
perience that compulsion is a 
good disciplinarian, which is very 
necessary to the maintenance of 
democracy. Y o u  will no doubt 
agree in principle at least with 
me, but then you counter with the 
argument that religion is a matter 
of free will. I will agree with 
you in part, and then m a k e  this 
reservation: It is also necessary to 
teach religon, so as to propagate 
it. That is in essence the job 
of every Protestant minister w h o  
accepts the c o m m a n d  of Christ to 
go into all the world and preach 
the gospel. Therefore knowing 
that A l m a  is a Presbyterian col­
lege, founded u po n  the principles 
and c o m m a n d s  of Christ, it has 
the privileged obligation to ask 
students attending the college to 
attend chapel.

If you are one of those w h o  be­
lieve that religion should not be 
taught, then let m e  direct your 
attention to this true incident in 
the life of the English poet Coler­
idge.

Coleridge w a s  once talking with 
a m a n  w h o  told h i m  that he did

not believe in giving children any 
religious instruction whatsoever. 
His theory w a s  that the child’s 
m in d  should not be prejudiced in 
any direction, but w h e n  he cam e  
to years of -discretion he should 
be permitted to choose his relig­
ious opinions for himself. Coler­
idge said nothing; but after a 
while he asked his visitor if he 
would like to see his garden. The 
m a n  said he would, and Coleridge 
took h i m  out into the garden, 
where only weeds were growing. 
T h e  m a n  looked at Coleridge in 
surprise, and said, “W h y  this is 
not a garden! There is nothing 
but weeds here!”

‘‘Well, you see,” answered Col­
eridge, “I did not wish to infringe 
upon the liberty of the garden in 
any way. I w a s  just giving the 
garden a chance to express itself 
and to choose its o w n  produc­
tion.”

A l m a  College, under the over­
sight of the S ynod of Michigan, 
has taken the prerogative to say 
that students will attend chapel. 
Y o u  in turn have exercised your 
prerogative in coming to Alma. 
It wou ld  s ee m  to m e  that you 
choose, might I say, compulsory 
chapel knowingly. Therefore, ac­
cept it fully as your choice, re­
m em be ri ng  always that “N o  m a n  
entering a house ignores the one 
w h o  dwells therein.” O u r  chapel 
is the House of God, and H e  is 
dwelling therein.

Does A l m a  
College Need 
a Book Store!

There has been m u c h  contro­
versy as to whether A l m a  College 
should have their o w n  book store. 
There are m a n y  reasons w h y  such 
a store could and w ould w o r k  out 
very well and other reasons w h y  
such a project w o u l d  fail.

This w e e k  the Almanian would 
like to give som e  of the reasons 
w h y  the college should have a 
book store and next week there 
will be an article against such a 
store.

In the first place, books would 
be cheaper. A  town book store has 
to m a k e  profit for overhead. The 
college, that already has the 
buildings and storage space would 
need little overhead.

Second hand books could be 
bought and sold for less profit, 
thereby not only giving the stu­
dent more for a used book, but 
also being able to procure books 
second hand at a cheaper rate.

Books could be ordered ahead, 
a n d  could be ready for purchase 
w h e n  the semester begins. This 
would eliminate waiting for books 
and the extra study (to catch up 
with the class) after the book fin­
ally arrives.

In the book store, other sundries 
could be carried, or placed on or­
der. There would be less having to 
run up  town to get pencils, pens, 
notebook paper and other such ar­
ticles.

This bookstore could be run b y  
the students with faculty super­
vision and not only provide m o r e

W it h  two victories in two M I A A  contests, A l m a  has delinitely 

m a d e  themselves the tea m  to beat in the M I A A  for the 1951 c h a m ­
pionship. W e  k n o w  this: D u b  Martin is the best running back on the 
squad, and possibly in the conference. Next to Kalamazoo’s Dillman, 
Hess W e v e r  is the best quarterback in the M I A A .  Bruising B o b  Acton 
is the best linebacker anywhere and B o b  Naru a n d  M e n d y  Vau gh n  
are the finest pair of halfbacks to ever enter any coach’s dream. This 
is proud talk, mighty high and powerful for so early in the season. But 
w h y  not? Last Saturday our boys did such a thorough job of wallop­
ing Adrian College (70-0» that it broke a school record that has stood 
since 1913. W e  have a great team here, a potential champion. Last 
Saturday the untried freshmen and sophomores looked very good, giv­
ing the Scots hope for a strong team for m a n y  years to come. Best of 
all was little Larry Park, a freshman from Dearborn, Michigan, w h o  
gained 81 yards for the top rushing m a r k  of the game. Thayre Tal- 
cott busted loose for 45 yards in six tries, or an average of 7.5 yards 
a try. Also looking very good on his first appearance w as Byron Bor­
ing a freshman from East Jordan, w h o  completed two out of 4 
passes a n d  ran for 38 yards with a 12.7 yard average. Others w h o  
promise a bright future for A l m a  are G e n e  Frazer, w h o  scored the 
first T D ,  Harold Brock, D e n n y  Stolz, Vern Gardai, Doyle McIntosh, 
Bill Voska, Jack Carleton, K e n  Pattinson, and Jack N o w k a ,  plus m a n y  
others that I haven’t mentioned.

A l m a  is unscored on at Bahlke Field this year. Possibly that feat 
m a y  remain intact after H o p e  College visits us Saturday. At least w e  
all hope so. In these two h o m e  games the boys have rolled up 3G first 
downs 733 yards rushing, 200 yards passing, for a grand total of 
933 yards The only negligible factor is the thirteen fumbles, an u n ­
lucky n u m b e r  for superstitious folk, and of that thirteen five have 
gone to the opposition while the remaining eight have lost A l m a  
36 yards, valuable yardage that might cost a victory in a close game.

Lloyd Eaton has groomed a grid machine here at A l m a  that can pos­
sibly stand quite high on the list of A l m a  greats. And ,  as previously 
said, a potential champion. Possibly, a champion of champions.

Capt. B o b  Acton
that swept through the season 
undefeated under Coach Steve 
Sebo. In his first years at Alma, 
Bob alternated between tackle 
and line-backer.

W hen* Coach Lloyd Eaton came 
on the scene in 1949, he immedi­
ately set B ob in as defensive line­
backer and Acton has held d o w n  
that position since then. Last 
season, Bob w a s  voted a position 
on the all-MIAA defensive unit 
at the conclusion of league play.

October 13, 1951 . . . T h e y  say 
lightning never strikes twice, but 
it struck eleven times at Bahlke 
Field today. The Scots really 
whooped it up as they overran 
Adrian a n d  notched up a n e w  
school scoring record. A  good sized 
crowd witnessed the 70 to 0 rout 
of our “fine feathered friends”. 
A l m a  massed 556 total yards while 
the defense held Adrian to a slim 
total of 58 yards. O n  top of that 
the Scots chalked u p  twenty first 
d o w n s  and held the opposing team 
to four. T h e  gam e  w a s  played in 
beautiful weather with the sun 
shining throughout the day.

It didn’t take them long to score 
the first one. M a n d y  V a u g h n  re­
turned the opening kickoff forty 
yards to the Adrian 424 yard-line,

and nine plays later Gene Frazer 
flew over from the 2 yard line. 
G e n e  personally covered 24 of that 
42 yards himself on five line 
thrusts. T h e  Scots scored twice 
more before the quarter ended, 
with most of the w o r k  being done 
by D u b  Martin. “T h e  D u b b e r ” 
took a pitchout f r o m  quarterback 
Hess W e v e r  and zoomed around 
his right end on a 59 yard sprint 
to score the Scots second counter 
with only seven minutes of the 
g a m e  gone by. N u m b e r  three c a m e  
immediately afterward w h e n  A l ­
m a  recovered Adrian’s fumble of 
the kickoff and quickly j a m m e d  
32 yards in seven plays to lead, 
18-0, with five minutes still re­
maining in the first quarter. All 
three extra point attempts were 
unsuccessful, with S a m m y  Staf­
ford, Thayre Talcott, and Rich 
Garrett all missing. Stafford’s kick 
fell short as a result of a penalty 
against Alma. T h e  Scots received 
the ball once m o r e  before the 
quarter ended, but after reaching 
Adrian territory, they stalled, and 
D u b  Martin booted deep to the 
Adrian ten yard-line. That punt, 
incidentally, w a s  A l m a ’s only kick 
of the game.

T h e  second quarter found the 
Scots boosting their lead to a 37-0 
count. B o b  Naru, Doyle McIntosh, 
and Larry Park did the scoring 
while Jack N o w k a  became the 
first Scot to kick a n  extra point 
since the opening g a m e  with Sel­
fridge Field. Nar u  e nded a 44 yard 
drive w h e n  he plunged into the 
end zone from one yard out. Pat 
Shaw, along with Naru, were the 
big guns in this drive with the two 
of the m  accounting for all but 
eight of the 44 yards. After an 
eight minute see-saw struggle in­
side Adrian’s thirty-five yard- 
line, A l m a  broke the ice for the 
fifth time w h e n  B o b b y  M o h r e  fired 
a pass to Doyle Macintosh from 
Hazel Park. A l m a  n o w  led, 31-0. 
Then, with only five seconds re­
maining in the half, little Larry 
Park thrilled the entire Bahlke 
Field w h e n  he dodged and w e a v ­
ed his w a y  for 50 yards and a n ­
other A l m a  touchdown. At the 
half, the score stood. 37 to 0.

It had seemed like a complete 
g a m e  had passed by, but there 
still w a s  another half remaining,

but those untested players proved 
themselves as they racked up 33 
points on five T D ’s and three con­
versions. It took A l m a  a while to 
score in the third period, although 
Larry Park had another razzle- 
dazzle touchdown run called back. 
However, touchdown n u m b e r  sev­
en, w h e n  it came, c am e  quick as 
D u b  Martin appeared back in the 
picture with a beautiful 46 yard 
punt return. D u b  shook off three 
tacklers around the 40 yard-line 
and then proceeded untouched foi 

touchdown. N o w k a ’s conversion 
attempt was blocked. T h e  next 
time A l m a  got the ball they scored 
in two plays, covering 53 yards. 
W e v e r  threw his only pass of the 
day complete to Doyle Macintosh 
for the first d o w n  on the Adrian 
18. K e n  C o n w a y  then r a m m e d  the 
remaining 18 yards to give A l m a  a 
narrow 50 to 0 lead over Adrian. 
That ended the scoring in the third 
quarter.

T h e  fourth quarter opened and 
A l m a  started off with a bang, re­
ceiving 20 yards in penalties be­
fore running off a play. Byron 
Boring then got things going with 
a pass play that ran Boring-to- 
Bramble and covered 26 yards, 
giving the Scots a first d o w n  on 
the Adrian 13 yard-line. Jack 
Carleton paved the w a y  with three 
line cracks to m o v e  the ball to the 
goal line. Carleton w a s  then 
stopped on the one-inch line with 
fourth d o w n  coming up. Boring, 
however, shot one into the flat 
and Larry Park grabbed it for the 
score. A l m a  56, Adrian 0.

T h e  final two touchdowns re­
sulted from a long punt return and 
a 40 yard sustained drive that 
ended with Thayre Talcott going 
over from the six. After the final 
touchdown Park fumbled the pass 
from center on the conversion at­
tempt. So, Larry remedied things 
by picking up the ball and run­
ning around end for the point.

Leading ground gainer of the 
day w a s  Park with 81 yards in 
seven carries. D u b  Martin, h o w e v ­
er, had 76 yards in three carries 
from the line of scrimmage. Lots 
of credit for this victory goes to 
the defensive team, w h o  perform­
ed very well as they were led by 
Captain B o b  Acton. T h e  scoring 
record that stood before this 
g a m e  w a s  the 66 points massed 
against another Adrian team in 
1913. M a y b e  next w e e k  the Scots 
can break the record created to­
day.

But, back on the bright side, 
things are beginning to shape up  
and if the fumbles are held to a 
m in im um ,  the Scots ought to hold 
H o p e  College and emerge from the 
g a m e  victor, with a proud per­
formance before a h om ecoming

audience. I’m  picking A l m a  by a 
20 to 7 score. I hope they can bet­
ter that.

T h e  A l m a  College Scot’s haven’t 
lost a homecoming gridiron battle 
since 1947. Strangely enough, the 
team that beat the A l m a  eleven 
that year was Hope, our opponent 
this year. The Scot’s since then 
stand with victories over the K a ­
zoo Hornets 26-0 in '448, a 14-6 
triumph over Albion in '49, and a 
19-7 upset over Hillsdale last year.

It is indeed titling that Satur­
day w h e n  w e  honor the fighting 
Scotsman, Dr. R o y  Hamilton, that 
w e  will play our keenest a n d  clos­
est rival. This year’s contest Sat­
urday is the thirteenth g a m e  of 
the series that dates back to 1936 
The Scot’s hold a one g a m e  edge. 
H op e  has w o n  4, A l m a  5, and 3 
affairs have ended with knotted 
counts. Last year’s game w a s  one 
of these with a 7-all score.

So far this year the D u t c h m e n  
have done well in non-conference 
competition and in conference ac­
tion lost a thriller to Albion on a 
fieldgoal, 3-1. Last w e e k  they 
edged the Hornet’s 35-33, on  two 
points after the touchdown in an 
exciting battle.

H e a d  coach A1 Vandertiish has 
lost through graduation, G en e  
Combell, captain and center of the 
H o p e  lien last year, E d  Leverette, 
halfback, and D o n  V a n  Ingen 
halfback. T o m  V a n  Wingen, for­
mer star athlete of Creston Hig h  in 
G r a n d  Rapids, n a m e d  top back in 
the M I A A  at fullback last season, 
has also graduated. A n d  R o n  Ap- 
pledorn, all-MIAA halfback last 
year a n d  one of the leading ground 
gainers in the conference, did not 
return to H ope this fall. All of the 
D u t c h m a n ’s star backfield have 
been sorely missed.

But, Coach Vanderbush has a 
big, rough and ready line of e x ­
perience and depth. H e  has 14 
lettermen of last season on his ’51 
squad of which eleven are linemen 
and the other three are in the 
backfield.

Alma, gunning for Hop e  since 
handing a 12 to 7 defeat to the m  
two w e e k s  ago, is pretty well 
ready. Adrian served as an excel­
lent tune-up g a m e  last week, as 
the Scots hung up a school record 
in scoring with a 70-0 score. Coach 
Lloyd Eaton’s boys are an eager 
bunch, ready to go, a nd the watch 
words on the cam pu s  are “W h i p  
H o p e ”.

Every girl must sign in immedi­
ately' upon return. This, as well as 
signing out, should be done by the 
girl herself and no one else.

Overnight permissions must be 
recorded in the back of the sign- 
out book.

This book is a permanent rec­
ord, therefore it should be accur­
ately and neatly kept.

Out-of-town Trips: A n y  girl
leaving town, no matter h o w  short 
the trip, must sign out in the sign- 
out book, regardless of the hour 
of leaving, and must return within 
her o w n  permission hours.

Overnig Permissions: All over­
night permissions must be secured 
from the office of the Dean of 
W o m e n .

If the overnight visit is to be 
other than home, permission is se­
cured in the D e a n ’s office with 
respect to each girl’s permission 
note from her parents.

Overnight guests: Overnight
guests shall conform to the regula­
tions a n d  customs of the Dormi­
tory. T h e  hostess will be respon­
sible for the observance of rules 
on the part of her guest.

If college linens or guest rooms 
are used, a small guest fee must 
be charged. Linens m a y  be secured 
from Mrs. Powell.

All guests must be reported 1 
day in advance to the H e a d  Resi­
dent.

Telephones: All local telephone 
calls m u s t  be m a d e  a n d  received 
before closing hours.

Local telephone calls must be 
limited to five minutes.
