Alma Colleges 59th Home-
coming will pay tribute t Dr.
Lecn Tyler of Niles, Michigan, a
m mber of the college board of
trustees and a former head of the
Education Dpartment here.

Dr. Tyler took command of the
colleges  Education Department
in 1928 when he came here from
Muskegon Heights. He had been
Superintendnt of Schools in that
city, Three Rivers and Traverse
City.

A graduate of Earlham College
and the holder of Master of Arts
and Bachelor of Laws degree from
Michigan, he received the honor-
ary degree of Doctor of Laws
from Alma College in 1947. Dr.
Tyler is one of the most colorful
personalities in the history of the
oollege. His good humor and ready
wit make him a popular teacher
and public speaker in much de-
mand. Upon retiring from his du-
ties at Alma in 1937, Dr. and Mrs.
Tyler have spent their summers in
Niles and have gone south toFort
Lauderdale, Florida for the win-
ter months. He was appointed to
the college board of trustees in
1946

Mr. and Mrs. Tyler recently
pledged a gift of $150,000 t© this
college 1o be used for the construc-
tion of a building called the Jerry
Tyler Commons. This edifice is
lo be a memorial to Jerry, Mary
and Michael Tyler, their son and
his family, all of whom lost their
Ihes in the Hotel LaSalle fire in
June of 1946.

The position held by the Com-
mons will be directly west of the
Chapel in the approximate area of
the tenmnis courts.
