= Former Well Known
Alma Coach Passes

Death Came Monday t© Royal
R. Campbell at Highland Park
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A former Alma college star ath-
lete and later coach at the local
institution, Royal R. Campbell,
died early Monday morning at
the Highland Park General Hos-
pital following an illness of some
six years. His death followed by
about three hours that of his
mother-in-law, Mrs. Jean Ward,
who made her home with the
Campbell family in Detroit, at
3291 Gladstone avenue.

Coach Campbell had been ill
for some time but was stricken
with a serious attack early Christ-
mas morning and was rushed to
the Highland Park hospital where
death came at about 3:00 a. m.
Monday. A double funeral for
Mrs. Ward and Mr. Campbell, is|
to be held this morning at 10:00
a. m. in Harper-Mulligan funeral

home in Highland Park. Inter-
ment will follow for Mrs. Ward
at St. Clair and for Mr. Camp-

bell in Detroit.

Coach Campbell guided the ath-
letic fortunes of Alma college for
some 15 years from 1921 to 1936
during which time considerable
fame and prestige came to the lo-
cal institution. He also attended
the Alma school in 1908 and 1909
to start on the football team. His
coaching also included a brief
tenure at Owosso High School, Un-
versity of Detroit and Knox Col-
lege in Illinois before his return
to Alma college for coaching and
athletic directorship.

During his 15 years at Alma
the Scots were guided to six foot-
ball championships, the 1935 team
being undefeated. Four basket-
ball titles also came to Alma dur-
ing that interval while four base-
ball crowns were won by the
Scots over the same period for
one of the best sports eras of the
local institution.

His wife, who survives in De-
troit, also graduated from Alma
college as did his two children.
Katherin “Sis” Campbell in 1933
and Ward “Bud” Campbell in
1935.  Well known in athletic
circles for many years around
Michigan, he was employed at
Ford Motor company for a brief
period after leaving Alma college
in 1936 and was taken seriously
ill while with that company.

Particular honor was paid him
by Alma College in 1949 when
the annual Homecoming Day ob-
servance was made in his honor.
It was from his Scotch descent
that the name of “Scots” finally

Ray Mayer has won $2,000 for
writing an essay on “Why I Want
to Go to College.” This money,
which was awarded by a refining
company in Muskegon, entitled
Ray to enter any college in the
country. Below is the context
of his essay:

Going to college takes four-
years of time, four thousand dol-
lars, and about four million
“oomphs” of effort. No young per-
son should spend that much time,
money, and effort unless he has
pretty good reasons for doing so.

Recently, 1 have been doing
considerable thinking as to why 1
want to go to college. Heres why
I do:

I want to go to college to get
the training which will better fit
me to take my place in the world.
We live in a complex, changing
society which is faced with huge
problems. Only by study and
work can these problems be
solved. Going to college gives one
the groundwork and training nec-
essary for solving them. | want to
be qualified to contribute my share
in shaping a better world, with
peace and a high standard of liv-
ing for all.

Narrowing to the country in
which 1 live, | find plenty of rea-
sons for going to college. The
United States is perhaps the great-
est manufacturing country in the
world. Many and varied jobs are
offered by industry to those who
can qualify. | have decided to pre-
pare myself for a job in engineer-
ing. Work of this kind appeals to
me very much and in high school
I have proved myself capable of
doing good work in the prepara-
tory courses. With college training
I have the opportunity to fulfill
my ambition and at the same time
be of use to society.

Being interested in engineering,
lam also interested in science.
Science is continually developing
new products that raise the stand-
aid of living for all people. College
training would help me add my bit
to accomplishing the gigantic task
of developing and producing the
products needed in this modern
world. Living under the American
system of free enterprise, the hori-
zon of my accomplishment would
be limited only by my own capa-
city for work and initiative.

Another reason for wanting to
go to college is that there 1 will
come 1into contact with some of
the finer things of life. Literature
of the past and present will be
opened to me, with instructors to
ald in interpreting it New ideas
will be let loose in the classroom
and 1 will seize hold of some co#*
them. Contact with art and music
will increase my appreciation for
such things.

In college 1 will have a chance
to make firm and lasting friend-
ships. Associating with other stu-
dents will broaden me and help
make me to be tolerant of the
ideas of others.

Finally, being eighteen and
having registered for service in
Uncle Sam* army, | want to be
prepared to be of greatest service
to my country when-it needs me.
Specially trained men are needed
in the army and the training |
would receive in college would fit
me for better serving my country.

is nothing short of amazing. With Ridler as coach, Tech will be ready
and watching for chances to chop and whittle Alma’ upset possibilities.

We can appropriately reach the conclusion, then, that the Blue-
devils rate a terrific edge over the Scots February 7. However, we
have a couple of points to fall back upon. We will carry into the game
that most beloved title of underdog. Also we have the advanage that
through the years Alma has whipped Lawrence Tech, in the only
game ever staged previously between the two schools.

As already mentioned, Coach Lawrence’ attempt at the big time
in basketball circles will be rough, but not impossible. If I remember
correctly, the Scots weren’t exactly favored to stop Albion in foothall
last fall, but they not only stopped them, they scalped them (40 to 0.
remember?).
