It w a s  with great satisfaction that I announced 

following the meeting of our Board of Trustees 
that A l m a  College will maintain its program of 
spring sports in full. B y  this time you students 
must have recognized that no one on this campus 
is m o r e  enthusiastic about extra-curricular activi­
ties than is your president. That goes for even co­
education; I found m y  o w n  wife on a Presbyterian 
college campus.

O n  the other hand. I feel our students should 
realize and appreciate h o w  A l m a  College is m o v ­
ing ahead in these trying days without curtailment. 
Despite enrollment losses, w e  are being able to 
maintain our program in full for you simply b e ­
cause consecrated Christian m e n  and w o m e n  b e ­
lieve in what w e  are trying to do at A l m a  College. 
This decision to maintain spring sports is illustra­
tive. Spring sports this year are being financed out 
of a hat that our Trustees passed at the lunch hour 
of our recent Board meeting. W h e n  I mad e  that 
announcement in Chapel, a student said to me. 
•'Our Trustees must be wealthy men.” Such is not 
the case. But they are m e n  w h o  believe in Christian 
youth. T h e y  are m e n  w h o  are eager to invest what 
they have in the future of a Christian America. 
For instance, the t w o  m e n  w h o  started that hat 
around are ministers of Detroit Presbyterian 
churches. A n d  each m a n  tossed $50 out of his o w n  
pocket into that hat! But w h o e v e r  charged a m i n ­
ister with being wealthy? O r  w h a t  fair-minded m a n  
ever suggested that a meager minister’s salary was 
too high? These are the m e n  w h o  have said d o w n  
through the years. “Wealth I d o  not have, but what 
I do have I eagerly give to y o u ”. A l m a  College is 
being developed on the Christian philosophy of 
sharing.

I w a n t  A l m a  k n o w n  up a n d  d o w n  this State 
for fighting but clean varsity teams. I have watched 
our teams this m y  first year at A l m a  with great 
satisfaction. W e  play to win. A n d  no one has 
mor e  disgust than I do with any philosophy of 
sports that places the emphasis on character de­
velopment by defeat. But w e  play every game 
clean. So let’s keep on enhancing a great A lm a  
tradition: N o  M I A A  championship is ever awarded 
until A l m a  is crowned or eliminated. But the Scots 
k n o w  no other g a m e  than the toughest, cleanest 
g a m e  that is played. This faith of our Board of 
Trustees in us ought to be a great boost to that 
kind of Christian sportsmanship!

Where, Oh Where Has That 
Little Spirit Gone?

During the waning w e e k s  of the last 
football season, s o m e  of the more spirit- 
minded individuals on c a m p u s  really pepped 
it up. T h e  result w a s  that the whole school 
w a s  in a half-frenzy in support of the team. 
That football team consisted of m a n y  men.

N o w  w e  are in the w a n i n g  days of the 
basketball season and what do w e  see? First 
of all the basketball team consists of a few 
men. But that difference in size should not 
m e a n  that the latter sport is to be slighted. 
Secondly, w e  see that the basketball team 
has a poorer record than the football team 
had. Perhaps to s o m e  this m i g h t  m e a n  that 
w e  should not give our wholehearted support 
to a losing team. B u t  to others it should 
m e a n  that w e  should give just that m u c h  
more support to the team. It should m e a n  
that these s a m e  spirit-pushing individuals, 
or others w h o  might take their place, should 
(to put it bluntly) get on the ball and pep up 
the whole student body. Perhaps the two 
sports call for different actions —  but w e  
don’t think so. Basketball can win as m u c h  
recognition for a school and can do as m u c h  
for the m e n  playing it as football.

Albion, Mich. —  Feb. 13

It was a long ride h o m e  from 
Albion for the A l m a  Scot’s basket­
ball team as their title chances 
wer e  hopelessly smashed following 
a thrilling 77-70 battle with the 
Briton quintet. T h e  contest was 
extremely close with neither team 
running up a c o m m a n d i n g  lead at 
any time during the game. The 
score at half-time sho we d  Albion 
out front with a slim 43-40 lead. 
T h e  score changed hands constant­
ly in the last half, with the end of 
the "dogged” battle in sight. Hess 
W e v e r  banged in a basket with 
approximately two minutes to go, 
giving A l m a  a 70-75 lead which, 
m o m e n t s  later, was turned into a 
77-70 one point lead for Albion on 
D o n  Littles’ clinching basket. Al­
m a  was not able to surpass this 
one point lead in the final seconds 
and were thus edged out in an­
other one point thriller. Also hin­
dering the Scot’s cause w a s  the loss 
of both Bill Healey and diminutive 
B ob by  M o h r e  on fouls. High scor­
ers for A l m a  were Bill Healey net­
ting 21 points, with B ob Pueschner 
and Mick Hamilton hitting the 
hoops for 18 apiece following close 
behind.

Y o u
cided to assemble in Cincinnati in a 
year which finds sports under 
heavy fire from all sectors, but it 
seems ironic.
Three Little W o r d s

Collegiate athletics, at the pres­
ent rather distasteful to the p u b ­
lic mind whenever the word re­
cruit is mentioned, is in the w a k e  
of a rather unpleasant upheaval 
that threatens the every existence 
of competitive sports, or at least 
leaves distasteful thoughts. Last 
month, a group of college presi­
dents submitted a n e w  athletic 
code to the N C A A  membership. 
This code calls for the following: 
(1) Elimination of athletic scholar­
ships. (2) Elimination of spring 
football practice. (3) Elimination 
of postseason contests such as bowl 
games. (4) Elimination of freshman 
from varsity teams.

These rules were d r a w n  up by a 
group of sincere gentlemen who, 
I suppose, were honestly trying to 
put college sports w h e r e  they be­
long. However, in m y  book they 
missed the boat. W e  all admit that 
the problem lies in two little

can’t cure a sick dog b v  cutting 
off his leg.

N u m b e r  four on the committee’s 
list, elimination of freshman from 
varsity teams, would only aid and 
abet the so-called evils of colle­
giate athletics. First, it would elim­
inate athletic participation of the 
small school, like Alma. Secondly, 
it would push athletic subsidiza­
tion into further extremities. A n d  
thirdly, it would remove the choice 
of competitive sports from the stu­
dent and thus turn his m in d  a w a y  
from the spirit and progress insti­
tution, which is to be his h o m e  for 
four years.
W h a t  Should B e  Done?

Lyall Smith, sports editor of the 
Detroit Free Press, has a solution 
that this writer is in complete 
agreement with. H e  gives four 
steps, or rules, that must be fol­
lowed. They are:

“I- Prohibit a n y  m e m b e r  of the 
school, athletic department or 
alumni association from raising 
m o n e y  to get prospective athletes 
in school and p ay them while they 
are there.

“II. Definitely define a legiti-words . . . proselyting and subsi- .... .. . .

Taking a w a y  athletics doesn’t 
prevent alumni subsidization. A l ­
so, abolishing spring football prac­
tice doesn’t solve these evils, eith­
er. T h e  third proposal is to elimin­
ate post-season games. Here the 
plug in the bottom of the boat 
comes out. Post-season football 
games have been played since 
1902, nearly as long as football it­
self has been a national sport. 
They are a part of football rather 
than an element that has brought

from athletic activity.
“IV. Just as positively state 

that any school which is found to 
be offering mor e  than legitimate 
aid to any athlete will be black­
listed, fined, and denied an athletic 
schedule.

"Do that, and the sore spot will 
be given real medicine. Dropping 
bowl games, spring practice, 
scholarships, and the use of fresh­
m e n  is like treating a horse for 
fleas w h e n  it has a broken leg.”
