One of the most controversial 

plays of our time is announced by 
th- A l m a  College Highland M a s ­
quer:; as their next attraction to bo 
presented N o v e m b e r  17 and 18 in 
Tyler Auditorium. This is “T h e  
Crucible” by Arthur Miller, w h o  
w o n  the Pulitzer Prize and a repu­
tation of being one of the most 
important American playwrights 
of our time with its great tragedy, 
"Death of a Salesman.”

j "The Crucible” is a m el od ra ma ­
tic re-telling of the historic watch- 
craft trials in Salem, Mass., in 
1692. W h e n  it was first presented 
in N e w  York in 1953 it became one 

! of the most hotly discussed sub­
jects of the time, because it w a s  
not merely an historical play but 
clearly “a parable with a ' 20th 
century application”, in the phrase 
used by the reviewer of T i m e  
Magazine. Its tale of bigotry and 
self-righteousness on the part of 
those w h o  m an ag ed  to be the first 
to accuse others of witchcraft, 
was regarded as a parallel with 
the tracking d o w n  of other kinds 
of heresies in our o w n  time.
