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Horton to Be Religion
In Life Week Speaker

Dr. Walter M. Horton has
been announced as the re-
source person for the annual

Religion in Life Week at
Alma, February 13-18. Dr.
Horton is Fairchild Professor

of Theology at Oberlin Col-
lege Graduate School of The-
ology.

Ur. Horton"s educational back-
ground includes: an A.I3. degree
trom Harvard, a B.D. degree from
Union Theological Seminary, a
S. T. M. degree from Union Theo-
logical Seminary, an A.M. degree
from Columbia University and a
I’.D. in Philosophy from Colum-
bia University. In addition, he has
studied at the Universities «f
Strashourg and Marburg and at the
Sorbonne in Paris.

He has taught at Union Theolog-
ical Seminary, Columbia Universi-
ty and Barnard College, Hartford
Theological Seminary, Chicago
Divinity School. Chicago Theolog-
ical Seminary, Auburn Theological
Seminary and Garrett Biblical In-
stitute in addition to Oberlin.

Dr. Horton% publications are
wide and varied, including: To-
ward a Reborn Church, Our Chris-
tian Faith, Theology in Transition,
Our Eternal Contemporary. Can
Christianity Save Civilization? and
many others. Many of his books
have been first choice of the Re-
ligious Book-of-thc-Month Club.
In addition to these books, Dr.
Horton is also a contributor of ar-
ticles to: Religion and Life, The
Christian Century, Motive, Inter-
pretation, the Ecumenical Review
and others.

Dr. Horton has traveled exten-
sively in the Near East, India.
China. Japan, Polynesia, New Zea-
land, Australia, East Indies, Thai-
land, Peru, Chile. Argentina, Uru-
guay, Brazil, and Europe.

In 1952, Dr. Horton was elected
president of the American Theo-
logical Seminary and has served .&s
a member of several commissions
of the World Council of Churches
and the National Council of
Churches. He was also consultant
at the ecumenical conferences in
Oxford (1937) Madras (1938", and
Amsterdam (1948), and was at-
tached to the Study Department of
the World Council of Churches in
the summer of 1947.

Fourth in a series of ten articles.

The fourth window on the south
side of Van Dusen Commons is
dedicated to Switzerland, one of
the great centers of the Reforma-
tion. The large shield in the scar-
let field is that of the Reformed
Church of Geneva. Underneath
the shield is a large branched
circular tablet inscribed to CAL -
VIN, bearing his seal. The mot-
to. translated, means, "l offer my
heart to thee, 0, God," and
"Promptly and sincerely.”

In the next section 1is a tablet
to Zwingli, the great Reformer
of Zurich. Arranged on each side
of the shield are the names of
eminent Swiss Reformers. A
tablet below this bears the names
of a number of distinguished
Swiss Theologians, in the the cen-
ter of which is the name KNOX,
as John Knox was once a pastor
at Geneva.

Briefly, this is Switzerlands
contribution to the Reformation,
in pictures. In the next issue we
will learn about the last window
on this side of Van Dusen- Italy
