"A M O N U M E N T  M O R E  LASTING T H A N  BRONZE"

This Friday you are holding an Anniversary Ball. Only 
those of you w h o  are Seniors reme m b e r  that exciting occa­
sion, in February of when the Student Council presi­
dent, Bob Willits, cut the ribbon, and the Tyler Student C e n ­
ter officially became yours! It w a s  indeed a gala occasion. 
A  large crowd danced to the music of Buddy M o r r o w ’s or­
chestra. For the first time, the students and faculty saw 
the magnificent new building, with its diverse facilities and 
its beautifully furnished, home-like lounges. It w a s  with 
a feeling of overflowing, heart-felt gratitude that those 
students sent to the Tylers a telegram which attempted to 
express their thanks.

Because so m a n y  of you have come to the A l m a  campus 
since the joyous occasion of the opening of Tyler Center, it 
occurs to m e  that you might like to k n o w  something of its 
story. Dr. and Mrs. Leon Tyler, w h o  gave us the building, 
lived here for several years, while Dr. Tyler headed the E d u ­
cation Department of the college. Since his retirement in 
193(), their h o m e  has been in Niles, Michigan, where Dr. 
Tyler is an elder in the Presbyterian Church.

T h e  Tylers had two sons, Jerry, the founder of the 
Tyler Refrigeration C o m p a n y  and a trustee of A l m a  Col­
lege, and Robert. In 1916. Jerry Tyler, his wife M a r y  Witt, 
and their only child, Michael, were burned to death in the 
LaSalle Hotel fire in Chicago. Dr. Tyler was invited to as­
s u m e  Jerry’s place on A l m a ’s Board of Trustees. W h e n  Dr. 
Tyler asked, recently, to be permitted to retire from the 
board, he was m a d e  a trustee emeritus, and Robert Tyler. 
President of the Tyler Refrigeration Company, is serving 
his father’s unexpired term.

Jerry Tyler’s parents wanted some fitting and lasting 
memorial for their son. H e  w a s  an outstanding Christian 
gentleman, and the Tylers decided they wanted the memorial 
to he set up on the c a m p u s  of the Christian college they all 
loved. It is indeed a worthy memorial. Jerry’s Tyler’s influence 
lives on. at Alma, in the wholesome social life m a d e  possible 
by his student center. M a y  w e  prove deserving of the confi­
dence placed in us by Dr. and Mrs. Leon Tyler, whose gift 
made the building a reality. In its service to successive gen­
erations of students, the Jerry Tyler Student Center is in­
deed a L I V I N G  memorial; truly, in the words of the Latin 
poet, it is a " m o n u m e n t  more lasting than bronze.”

versity in Mitaka. Tokyo. Japan, 
has written a letter to the Alma 
College student body. Here are a 
few excerpts from that letter and 
the whole letter has been placed 
on the Tyler bulletin board for 
those who are interested.
Hi, Everyone!
1 suppose by now many of you 

have forgotten and some don't 
know me. but I'm supposed to be 
representing Alma here in Japan.
. . Life in Japan is so com 

pletely different for university 
students that I feel I shall now be 
able to appreciate the opportuni­
ties we have in the United State-v.
Young people in Japan do noth­

ing during their Inst two years in 
high school but study, for the uni­
versity entrance exams are so 
very rigid to pass and even if they 
pass, only one of twenty-five, thir­
ty and sometimes even fifty may­
be accepted. There is absolutely 
no social life for the students 
spend all their time studying.
Their system is good as far as! 

acquiring facts, but I don't feel 
they really learn how to apply 
their knowledge for they don't 
learn how to be sociable with 
other people. Students are not 
free to discuss and ask questions, 
in class. Amercian students 
sometimes ihock the Japanese) 
Undents, because they ask ques­
tions and occasionally disagree 
with the professors.
Most students must work—  

either as tutors to high school 
students or at the university. It 
i.s very difficult to get jobs. . . .By 
working at the school they make 
about 40 yen an hour ‘approxi­
mately 10c). During the summer 
they may make up to 1500 yen, 
which is about $4.50. Of couree, 
we can’t really compare prices- be­
cause things are so much cheaper 
here. For instance, it costs me 30,- 
000 yen or $8(5.00 for tuition for 
three terms, the ICU is quite a bit 
more expensive than othei uni- 
: versities in Tokyo.

Professors here must teach at 
four or live universities to earn 
even a meagre living. One elderly 
professor ride a bicycle about 20 
miles each day to different uni­
versities bccau e he can't afford 
to ride the bus or train.
. . .We have many interesting 

professor, at ICU. One of my 
professo: s is Dr. Jesse Steiner, a 
loading sociologist in the State. .
I was fortunate in meeting Taka 

Furusko downtown in Tokyo one 
i day. He graduated from Kazoo 
College last June and played 
catcher’s position on their base­
ball team. He very kindly showed 
us many interesting places in and 
around Tokyo.
Taka left for the U.S. the fust 

of the year and his family very 
graciously invited my roommate 
and I to move into his house. It - 
a very nice little live room Japa­
nese style house adjoining the 
family’.y main 16-room house. 
They had visited us at Mitaka 
and didn't feel that we should be 
living in uch conditions during 
cold weather. We had no heat at 
all. . . We also had no running 
wate . so we washed outside at 
the pump every morning. We 
really didn’t mind it so much ex­
cept that we couldn’t '■ludy at 
home at all because it was just 
too cold. My family was just 
wonderful to me. Oui mama-san 
insisted upon doing all of our 
washing because she felt we were 
spending too much by having it 
done. It cost only about 30c ev­
ery two weeks, but she didn’t feel 
it was right. It’s the first time 
I've ever felt rich, out I gues.'1 the 
neighbors all thought we were 
terribly rich.
Shay, a Japanese girl from 

Canada, and I have moved nearer 
downtown and Furushos will not 
let us pay any tent and we have 
a gasoline heater and hot water.
I only wish each of you could 

have the opportunity to travel to 
Japan, for I think it’s the most 
fascinating country in the world.
I wish I had more space to tell 

about some of the unusual things 
I’ve seen and observed. Maybe 
next time.
’Till then, God bless you all and 

don’t take too much advantage of 
college life, for you are about the 
most fortunate college young 
people in the world.

And now, to the last column of 
windows on the south side of Van 
Dusen Commons, which belongs to 
Italy. The large shield at the 
top bears the seal of the Welden- 
sian Church, or Vaudois. The 
motto on the scroll: •‘The Light 
shineth in the darkness,” accu­
rately represent- the historic char­
acter and position of this church, 
which existed from the earliest 
times in the mountains of the Got 
tian Alp?, particularly in Pied­
mont. In commemoration of this 
fact there is a white band across 
the lower part of the column 
bearing the names Vaudois, Wal- 
denses.
The inscriptions on the tablet 

below the shields at the top com­
memorate impoitant periods in 
the Waldeasian history. Roehe- 
menant was a point in the Alpine 
passes at which a handful of Vau­
dois achieved a notable victory, 
as is Saguet. Saguet de Blang- 
here was the commander of the 
enemies of the Vaudois, and the 
chasm in which he lost his life 
was called Saguet’s Hole.
Janavel was a noted Vaudois 

leader. Jahier was one of his 
associate captains. These two 
men with a mere handful of Vau- 
dolv held the upper mountains of 
the Alps against the combined 
armies of Savor and France, com­
manded by the MarquL? of Pianes- 
se. “Piedmontese Easter” com­
memorated the terrible massacre 
by the Roman soldiers and volun­
teers whose horrors excited the

sympathy and awakened the cx- 
erntions of universal Christen­
dom. After the Edict of Nantes 
and the French Dragonnades the 
Waldense,* were visited by an­
other persecution, which swept 
their valleys with lire and sword 
and scattered many thousands of 
them among Germany and Switz­
erland. -"Expulsion, Exile. The 
'Glorious Return" of the exiled 
Vaudois to their Alpine homes, 
led by a pastor, Arnaud, repated 
the exploits of war of the Outlaws 
untlei Javanel. The' Etoitille” 
was one of the Alpine passes at 
which a famous victory was gain­
ed. The Duke of Savoy ought 
peace and asked the military aid 
of his Vaudois mbjects. which 
they cheerfully gave.
Underneath this is a circular 

tablet, recognizing "Apostolic Her­
itors of the Apostolic Faith and 
Church.” The Vaudois'— Presby­
terians in Italy who have existed 
t om primitive times. Apostolic 
Christianity found its last ram­
parts in the Alpine valleys. Rome 
giadually separted from the Apos­
tle ; the Alpine Presbyters main- 
tained the primitive religion. Thus 
through all those datk ages their 
Church was true to their motto 
and symbol.
In the center of the above circle 

are the words "I truggle through,” 
a favorite motto of the Walden 
sian Chuich, as well as the Church 
of Holland. Beneath the tablet 
are the words “Colporteur Vau­
dois” marking the fact that after 
the birth of printing, in the Refor­
mation days, a favorite mode of 
evangelization with the Vaudois 
was by coporteuiv, or booksellers. 
Whittier, in his poem “The Wal- 
densian Teacher," ha celebrated 
this phase of Waldensian mis­
sionary life.
