T o  the possibility that such a situation could exist 
w h e r e b y  one could drop a hundred-dollar bill on the lloor and 
retrieve it 12 hours later, untouched, there are those w h o  sadly 
shake their heads and m u r m u r ,  " V a  off ya rocker,” then pro­
ceed to give the floor a quick once-over, just in case . . .

Of course, there is tin* “s p o r t s m a n ” philosophy which ex­
ists on our c a m p u s  in various degrees— a philosophy which is 
not intrigued vyith such talk of “ honor systems.” T o  the 
“S p o r t s m a n  it’s quite a game, cheating on exams, parasiti- 
cally perceiving his point standing. O f  course, the professor 
is a kill-joy, unwilling to observe the “rules” of the “g a m e ” 
w h m  he deposits the cribber’s paper in the round file. Doing 
Hi in a .■;.■> m.p.h. zone m a k e s  poor “sportsmen” of State pa­
trolmen. too. Analogous, eh w o t?

fortunately, for A l m a  College, there are s o m e  students 
w h o  consider it an "honor” to be here. There are s o m e  w h o  
consider it an “h o n o r ” to be accepted as m e n  and w o m e n ,  not 
boys a n d  girls. Others consider it an “honor” to K N O W  the 
subject ami a n s w e r  the test questions F I R S T  H A N D .  Still 
othors consider it an "honor” to recognize a nickel on the floor 
just as valuable as a hundred dollar bill . .

T h e  question still remains: Just what is an honor sys­
t e m ?  A n d  this arouses m o r e  questions: W h a t  can an honor 
system im an to A l m a ?  W h y  should (or shouldn’t) w e  have 
one.’ \\ hat s “ honorable” about “ ratting” on your r o o m m a t e ?  
W o u l d  this m e a n  m o r e  or less control on student freedom? 
W h a t  would an honor system m e a n  to M E ?

Perhaps w e  can answer these questions— in time. At last 
w e e k ’s A l m a n i a n  meeting, the staff voted to investigate the 
idea of an honor system on tin* A l m a  campus. It is already 
established that.the honor system can an d does “w o r k ” on 
other campuses, an d there is a g r o w i n g  b o dy of students and 
faculty w h o  believe that it can w o r k  here, also.

There are m a n y  prerequisites d e m a n d e d  by an honor 
system, not the least of which is a well-structured student 
government, with I F F T H  in it— not isolated experiments in 
group d y na mic s which by-pass the student council in their 
responsibility to the administration.

but. let us not be hasty! A l m a  IS suffering s o m e w h a t  
from "g rowing pains,” opinions to the contrary notwithstand­
ing. M a n y  id the prerequisites to an honor system are, in real­
ity. just beginning to s h o w  above the wall of tradition, and 
w h e n  one learns to walk, it is at first on wobbly legs.

Let’s kepe our eyes on this “honor s y s t e m ” concept! Rut, 
at the s a m e  time*, let’s keep p u m p i n g  vitality into the “w o b ­
bly legs” about us.

H o n o r  d e m a n d s  something solid to stand on.

Those D - - Independent!
\s a rule, w e  find fraternity a n d  sorority folks “a bit of 

all right.” 1 nfortunately there are one or t w o  «f the brothers 
or sisters w h o  prefer to A S S U M E  something which doesn’t exist here.

Not too long ag o s o m e o n e  posted a n e ws pap er picture on 
the board at Tyler, s h ow ing something of a scuffle on the 
steps a n d  in the d o o r w a y  of a house in the background. 
Across the top w a s  scribbled the caption: “Get those d - - - 
independents out of this house!” Frankly, w e  fail to see the 
humor.

Let it be pointed out to those f e w  w h o  would irresponsi­
bly sully the otherwise good n a m e s  of their Greek-letter so­
cieties. that the m i n i m u m  academic requirements for remain­
ing on the c a m p u s  as an “independent” is a one-point. 
Dray tell, what is the m i n i m u m  academic requirement for re­
maining active in a fraternity or sorority?

M a n y  fraternity m e n  an d w o m e n  on our c a m p u s  are 
concerned with the problem of raising standards, both aca­

demic and social in their o w n  chapters. Out of this concern 
will come positive and praiseworthy action. Until then it be­
hooves the majority of level-headed trats to explain to Mr. 
Tyler-cartoonist that broadcasting a lowered opinion of the 
"Independents” will not raise the prestige of the fraternity.

Freedom Vanquished
Herein is contained an enigma —  a defensive editorial. 

This is necessary because the integrity of one of our writers 
has been questioned by a m e m b e r  of the faculty of Alma Col- 
lege.

It m a y  be recalled in last week’s Almanian, mention was 
ma de  of the meeting of the political F o r u m  and the speakers 
present. The report stated that Michigan Secretary of State 
James Hare admitted that Socialism is present in our econ­
o m y  and the people want this. It is also reported that, in re­
ply to persistent questioning by our writer on any difference 
between labor and the Democratic Party, Mr. Hare retorted, 
“Ask Walter Reuther”. Let us disect these two points of con­
troversy and present them for what they are worth.

The first, regarding Socialism, was brought out in debate 
by a guest of the Forum. The questioning pursued the lines 
of “whether or not our governmental controls are Socialistic.” 
Mr. Hare said that they could be called that although he said 
that he preferred other descriptive wording. Russia is gov­
erned by a dictatorship of the proletariat— see “The N e w  
Class" by Milovan Djilas— but they call their s a m e  govern­
ment C o mmunism. W h y  not call a spade a spade and get it 
over with?

The second point of argument by the professor was in 
regard to the “ask Walter Reuther" statement. T h e  objection 
was whether we should “interrogate” a guest and ask him 
for specifics, if that nomenclature be proper for the question­
ing that ensued. W e  maintain that the truth should prevail re­
gardless of the consequences. Hare m a d e  the statement and 
(he public has as mu ch  right to k n o w  as a reporter has an 
ehlLation to present the news.

The time has come to stop “pussyfooting” with the poli­
ticians of both parties in the matter of issue evasion and re­
quire the absolute truth. Phillip Wylie has stated that “con­
troversy is the core of freedom, including the freedom to 
argue, heckle, criticize, and expose.” W e  cherish our freedom 
only second to our trust in God and defend it w e  will!

W h o  is responsible for the e n ­

forcement of the A l m a  College 
policy against the use of alcoholic 
beverages? The answer is simple: 
w e  are all responsible, as members 
of the college c om mu ni ty — stu­
dents, faculty, and administration. 
The policy is not so m u c h  a rule 
as it is a standard of conduct to 
which students signify their agree­
ment w h e n  they m a k e  application 
to A l m a  College and state their 
willingness to abide by its objec­
tives.

N o  doubt you see the evidence 
of students’ drinking. S o m e h o w  
A l m a ’s standard of conduct has not 
become a part of the lives of these 
students. H o w  do w e  develop a 
college community in which stu­
dents will accept such a standard?

There arc ways in which c o m ­
pliance could be achieved. Stu­
dents’ rooms and the local bars 
could be raided. Thus, a police

•‘date would be created and the 
responsibility of conduct would 
he shifted from the individual stu­
dent to the raiding officers. A  
"crackdown” of this kind is not 
die answer in an educational c o m ­
munity.

It taks patience to work with 
responsible individuals and stu­
dent leaders to bring about a recog­
nition of the college standard. 
Things m a y  get worse before they 
get better, but w h e n  the change 
comes it will be because students 
have taken the responsibility u p ­
on themselves and not because a 
police force of deans and chaper­
ones are chasing d o w n  offenders.

Disciplinary action is taken
whenever the facts of a drinking 
incident a e brought to our atten­
tion. W e  do not go out of our 
w a y  to hunt d o w n  offenders. W e  
try to take a positive approach to­
ward developing individual and 
group responsibility.

Your letter asking. - W h o  is re­
sponsible?" sharpens the issue.
W e  hope that students w h o  a e 
concerned about this matter will 
serve as the "leaven in the loaf” 
which eventually will convince 
the student commu ni ty  that drink­
ing is out of place at Alma Col­lege.
