Jean Molyneux, Hank
Bova Receive Honors
To Further Study

Two members of the 1958 class
of Alma College have entered
graduate schools as Woodrow Wil-
son Fellows.

They are Jean Marie Molyneux,
who has entered the University of
Wisconsin to study political sci-
ence, and A. Henry Bova, who has
entered the University of Mich-
igan to study modern languages.

The two Alma College alumni
arc among the thousand prospec-
tive college teachers in the United
States and Canada who arc enter-
ing graduate school this fall on
Woodrow Wilson National Fellow-
ships.

Recognizing the critical need for
college teachers, The Ford Foun-
dation recently gave the Woodrow
Wilson  Fellowship Foundation
$25,000,000 to aid outstanding
first-year graduate students. Each
fellowship carries a living allow-
ance of $1,400 for single students,
with increments for dependents,
and pays the full cost of tuition and
fees. In order to be considered for
a fellowship, a student must be
nominated by a faculty member.

Miss Molyneaux, daughter of the
late Professor Molyneux, who was
head of the English Department at
Alma, majored 1in history as an
undergraduate but has decided to
work in political science in gradu-
ate school. She plans to enter the
teaching profession herself upon
completion of her graduate work.

There were 215 student appli-
cations for employment on the
Alma College campus this fall and
187 were accepted and placed. This
is an increase of 57% over last
semesters employment. Students
who have not been employed on
campus before, but who would like
to be employed, can fill out a job
application in the Dean of Men%
office, according to Dean Hawley.
The criteria for acceptance is bas-
ed on need and skill. If two or
more students appear to be close
in these two standings, the student
with the highest honor point a.
erage is chosen.

The largest single employee
Van Dusen Commons with an av-
erage of 45 working at one time.

Mary Gelston Hall, and Reid
Knox Administration Building re-
quire 24 goerators. \ne library has
a student staff of 19, and the house-
keeping department employs 12
stuoets.

Dr. Kent Hawley has an-
nounced that as of spring, 1958,
and each spring term to follow, all
faculty and administration per-
sonnel are requested to fill out a
rating sheet for their particular
employees. If the rating is low, the
student, in most cases, is not re-
assigned to that position. The rat-
ing is primarily based on reliabil-
ity and skill.

Phillips Enlightens
Student Council

Meeting briefly with the Student

Council Tuesday evening, Alumni
Director Roy Phillips explained
the system of picking Homecom-
ing themes.

The Alumni Association, at a
meeting earlier in the year at Flint,
"war, given to understand” that
they were to pick the theme of this
years® homecoming. This was in
line, Mr. Phillips stated, with the
theme used last year. "Alumni in
General ."

The Alumni Association felt that
the theme this year, “Alumni in
the Ministry” would be particular-
ly appropriate, the Director said, in
view of the fact that this past year
has been one of historical impor-
tance to the college. In June of this
year the Presbyterian Church in
the United States of America and
the United Presbyterian Church
merged to form the United Pres-
byterian Church U.S.A. Alma Col-
lege isowned and operated by the
Presbyterian Church.

Mr. Phillips also noted that by
next year the new science building
will be in use and the aura of in-
terest over the campus will be
appropriately centered in that di-
rection. With this in mind, he
said, the Alumni Association will
turn its thoughts of homecoming
themes in the direction of men of
science with the view in mind of
honoring Alma®s alumni who have
gone into those fields.

“However,” stated the director,
“since 1t is the privilege of the
campus family here to entertain
the alumni, we should also share
the responsibility for choosing a
theme.” He strongly urged the
Council to keep inmind the matter
of a proper theme for next year’
homecoming and suggested that
he, as the representative on cam-
pus of the Alumni Association, and
the Student Council, get together
sometime in April to discuss next
year’s homecoming.

He spoke of the fact that in past
years the homecoming theme has
stressed, usually, some member of
the faculty or administration as
personal examples of lives of self-
less contribution to Alma College.
It is felt, however, he went on,
among alumni and many faculty
and administration personnel, that
since homecoming is essentially an
alumni event, perhaps the stress
in the theme should tend more to
honor outstanding groups of, or
individual, alumni.

Mr. Phillips expressed hope ihat
Ihe students of Alma would think

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Council Without A Cause...

There is no satisfactory substitute for student self-gov-
ernment.

Perhaps this sounds like a useless statement on the Alma
situation as we are all familiar with various forms of councils
and committees. Of late years, the student has even been ac-
cepted (at least partially) on committees heretofore entirelv
composed ol faculty and administration personnel.

1e - af el le"gthy consideration, the voice of the almanian
Ot s eihtorial columns) feels compelled to recognize and ad-
mit that, as highly organized as it is, our colleges system of
student government i., at best, merely a substitute.

Let us call the reader’ attention to the diagram accom-
Apanying this article. The “chain of command” illustrated, is
cne channel through which the individual student may ascend
should he have cause or desire to appeal some individual
grievance or situation “to the top.” The obvious question
then is, just where does the Student Council fit in? The an-
swer, equally obvious, is: 1t doesn’t

The almanian takes the position that the student council
should not only “fit-in” to this scheme of heirarchy, but should
occupy a substantial portion of it and command a substan-
tial contiol over the affairs of students now by-passing it
completely.

\Ve note with grave concern the fact that the student
council’s main item of business yearly is the “Big Name
Dance.” We note with increasing alarm that even the honorary
functions of government permitted the council can be quickly
and permanently over-ridden by re-presentation to various
administrative committees. Moreover, we find that it is not
even necessary to “go through” the student council in many
student processes except to allow them the prestige of “think-
ing they are doing something.”

So, the reader may ask, you advocate the elimination of
the student-council? We most emphatically DO NOT!

On the contrary, we advocate the ESTABLISHMENT of
the student council, council members of this year and previous
years, aware of the untenable position they occupy, have been
concerned with the problem. Unfortunately, concern is not
enough. The democratic processes of self government cannot
even be maintained, much less estallished, without a little
plain old fashioned CRUSADING.

Now, ttmay be that students of Alma College are more
content to be ruled in the present manner. At least 1t is a
benevolent system and as long as the student keeps his nose
clean he has nothing to worry about- -nor does he have the
“burden” of responsible concern resting upon him. If so, talk
of “honor systems” amounts to so much moisture in the wind.

It may be that council members are content to complain
idthei than act, thus alleviating themselves of the possibility
of suddenly appearing to stand alone in a cause of honor.

It may be that faculty and administration prefer to main-
tain the “status quo” rather than risk the intellectual upheaval
that could result in the student thinking for himself.

We do not state these “may be’s” as fact- only as possi-
bilities. \\e would like to believe otherwise but would it be an
assumption we could justify?

. _The question belongs to the newspaper- but the answer
IS yours.

Dear Friends:

A month has passed since writ-
ing my first letter and things have
changed quite a lot in that time.
Though I am still tired of being
stared at, every day we feel a
little more like regular students.
Dick and | arc the only American
students here; however there have
been JYAS here for many years
so we have somewhat of a tradi-
tion behind us.

I would like to tll you about
student life here.

One of the most outstanding
differences | find here is student-
faculty relations. Here the key-
note is formality. As a profess-
or enters the room, usually ten
minutes late, the students rise
and sit as he does. The* profess-
or sits on a raised platform furth-
er giving him this feeling of dig-
nity. | suppose an American pro-
fessor wouldnt know what to do
with all this respect. We arc get-
ting used to answering roll call,

here, Sir’. There is no discus-
sion in lecture classes, but occas-
sionally a brave student will rise
and ask a question. We saw a
good example of this formality
one morning when a student en-
tered class a few minutes late.
The student asked for permission
to enter, interrupting the lecture.
There followed one of the longest
discourses on manners | have
ever heard. They argued back and
forth for ten minutes. Neither one
would give in. According to the
professor the student had ruined
his lecture and broken all rules
of courtesy according to the stu-
dent it was a matter of groat hu-
miliation, causing him pain. I was
about to crawl under the table,
but finaly the student gave in
and left the class. A second great
difference, and one 1 find most
annoying, 1is boy-girl relations.
This is strictly nil! The girls use
a separate entrance and sit only
in the front of the class. Very
seldom do you ever see a girl and
boy talking in public. The girl
would really be considered scan-
dalous. Much has been done in
the last years to do away with this
feeling. Only at the Student
Christian Center has the purdah
been lifted, but even here girls are
always 1in the minority and tend
to be very shy. There is nothing
preventing women from taking a

more dominant position in soci-
ety, but their whole background
has created this feeling. This is
another example of excess bag-
gage which Mr. Nehru mentioned
when we visited him.

Early last month there was a
student strike. A group of stu-
dents at Lucknow University
were creating a public disturbance,
and as there is a law against such
demonstrations, the police fired
on the crowd, injuring some stu-
dents. In protest of this action
the students here and at several
other universities struck, taking a
day off from classes. There was
not much excitement but some
groups marched up and down the

streets shouting. I have heard
school has been closed in past
I think

years as long as a month.
this is only student politics as
they usually take place before an
election.

Other examples of student pol-
itics are hunger strikes. This is
just a hangover from the Ghandi
days when such was used for great
benefit to the country. The news-
papers are beginning to ridicule
students for doing this. So far I
have not seen very much influ-
ence of Ghandi. | am anxious to
find out more about this.

The student elections were held
last week. What an experience!
Every day for the last week stu-
dents have been campaigning.
They come around to the hostel,
one morning at 6:30, pass out lit-
tle slips of paper with totally un-
pronouncable names, shake hands,
say “we hope you will remember,”
and walk out. 1 have noticed how
strangely they shake hands, but
this is a foreign institution to
them. Two days before the elec-
tion things really got exciting. |
took a few pictures of students
dancing and shouting in the
streets. Every night there were
groups shouting chants in Hindi.
It was a frightening feeling. [t
is strange what people will do
when they are in a group. The
night of the election two boys
were seriously injured. The can-
didate from our hostel was elect-
ed president.

Two Days In Air Travel

She had flown for two days, was
whisked by car from Midland to
Alma and there was greeted by a
photographer and student govern-
ment officers.

As she stepped through the
door, she looked directly at the
camera and with a smile, spoke
her first on-campus words: “You
have a Japanese camera.” As in-
deed he had.

Shima 1is no stranger to Amer-
ica. The 17 year old girl last year

was chosen to attend the Rochester
eN. Y.i High school as an Ameri-
can Fieid Service student. She
Speaks English without accent,
having learned it in the seventh
grade.

Although Miss Murakami had
graduated from an American high
school, it was just a week or two
ago that she had started her last
year in a Japanese high school.
She had completed three days of
school when the Clack Scholar-
ship came through for her. In Ja-
pan an American high school di-
ploma is not acceptable, therefore
she was planning to take an addi-
tional year of schooling in Japan
in order to gain her diploma.

Here at Alma she hopes to enter
the field of science and her fresh-
man course of study includes
chemistry, religion, German, Eng-
lish and algebra.

According to the lovely and pe-
tit new student, her family in Ja-
pan is very westernized, although
some families still keep the old
customs of Japan. When Shima3l
mother was a young lady she re-
ceived a college degree and work-

ed as a newspaper woman. This
was a very unusual accomplish-
ment for a woman during that

time. Her father has also worked
as a journalist for the Tokyo news-
paper. Shima has an older sister
living in Japan now.

The scholarship which makes
it possible for Shimas Alma study
was initiated by the Midland chap-
ter of the Alma College Alumni
Association and was planned as a
memorial to Ann and Lee Clack
who, with their four children,
were killed in an airplane acci-
dent over the Pacific last Novem-
ber. Lee Clack was the Far East
area manager of Dow Chemical
International, Ltd., Tokyo. Both
Mr. and Mrs. Clack were alumni
ol Alma College.

Miss Murakami first impres-
sion of the people of this country
were “friendly, frank and easy go-
ing.” She has found that her stay
here has brought her a better un-
derstanding of her own country as
well as of the American way of
life. During the summer months
she would very much like to travel
in order to sec more of this coun-
try. After she is through with
four years of college and has her
degree in chemistry she will go
back to Japan to live and work.
