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January 10 Scheduled For
Graduate Record Tests

Dean Announces
Gereral Coverage

Dt. Bcyd, Dean of the Col-
lege, today announced that
Graduate Record Examinations
will be held on the Alma Col-
lege campus on Saturday, Jan-
uary 10. 19%0.

The tests, which will take
approximately 4% hours, are
required of all graduating sen-
ios. They involve three fields
°l "tudy; natural science, social
science, and the humanities,
and are designed to determine
the extent to which the broad
aims of a liberal aits curricul-
um have been achieved.

1 would like to emphasize
that there s no such thing a
passing or failing this lest/”
said Dean Boyd. "All seniors
will be required t take the
tests, but they will not be re-
quired to make any particular
mark." He also stated that the
examinations are being used
less o test the individual than
to test the college it=elf. The
results will permit us t com-
pare the educational attain-
ment of our students with the
senior classes of leading col-

leges and universities across the
nation.”

The area tests given at Alma
this year are only one of the
three parts of the Graduate
Record Examinations the stu-
dent will take. The other part-
are the advanced tests in the
specific areas in which one B
majoring and aptitude tests
which are frequently used by
the graduate schools to deter-
mine the student’ ability 1t do
more advanced work.

Seme of Almc. College™s de-
partments are planning to give
the advanced lests to lheir ma-
jors.

Students who Nan t m» om
to a graduate school which re-
quires the examinations for
entrance should apply t.; The
Graduate Record Examinations.
Educational Testing Service.
20 Nassau Street. Princeton.
New Jersey, for testing. Stu-
dents will need aM three of the
exams, whereas only one or
two will be given here at Alma.

Dean Boyd stressed the fact
lhat the tests given here arc
not the kind which can be spe-
cifically studied for. They are
the results of 3*2 years of col-
lege work, so last minute prep-
arations are futile.

Lfisl January it came to the attention of the college
that the national headquarters of the Delta Sigha Phi
fraternity interpreted a ritual clause in a discriminator*
manner. At that time the local chapter expressed con-
cern and said that they had queried the national officers
concern!ning the discriminatory policy hut had. as then
received no answer, and so released no further statement
to the almanian.

Since then representatives of the college and the
fraternity were visited by the president of the national
executive committee, Sam Smith. The whole matter was
discussed and it appeared the best action for the local
fraternity would to be to request “local option” It is un-
derwood. according to Dr. Harold VandenDosch, vice-
president of college, that this would permit the local
chapter to pledge students and accept them into full
greira?nership without concern for race, creed or national
