Dr. Howard Potter, head of the
chemistry department at Alma col-
lege. has been given the Gardner
Cottrell grant, in order to continue
on his project entitled, "Reaction
of Grignard Reagent with Alpha
Beta Sulfones and Sulfoxides.”

This grant was given to Dr. Pot-
ter from the Research Corporation
of New York. The grant was for
$1,250 and ismade for the nominal
period of one year. Renewal of this
grant can be considered if satisfac-
tory progress has been made.
These funds cannot be used for
tuition fees or laboratory charges.

The Research corporation will
expect periodic progress reports,
and the disposal of any invention
or patent rights that grow from
this grant will be the responsibility
of Alma college.

Cutlines Faults
of Teaching System

Chicago, 111. (I.P.) - American
school teachers haven’t fallen
down cn the job, but rather their
job. ridiculously expanded in re-
sponse to unrealistic theory and
to popular demands, has fallen
Revm Bernard Iddmgs Bell, Protest-
ant Episcopal. .church canon. and
religious adviser at the University
of Chicago. Dr. Bell outlines five

major faults our educational
system. o
First, proper drill in what he

calls "prerequisites to thinking" is
neglected. Included here are the
use of words in writing, speaking,
reading and listening, the use of
numbers in abstracting and gener-
alizing. and the use of the five
senses in perception of size, form
and texture.

Secondly, Dr. Bell believes that
people are growing up today with-
out tolerance, respect for age. or
physical consideration He says
manners must be taught; they are
not acquired naturally The third
thing Dr. Bell thinks needs chang-
ing is the process by which every-
one receives recognition for his
work when some deserve it more
than others Because of this, he ex-
plained, some students are passed
into the next class before they are
ready. They learn to expect "some-
thing for nothing” all through life

Fourth on Dr. Bell's outline is
religion. He feels this "fourth di-
mension™ of life should be includ-
ed in schools. His last point is that
the school of today treats all stu-
dents alike. For this reason super-
ior students are retarded and dull
students are led to believe they
arc "teachable ; i

According to Dr. Bell, within the
next five years 80.000 teachers will
be needed to fill the gap in our
rising school population, but that
at present only 32.000 persons
were in training to undertake the
job He further stated that of the
one million teachers now working.
300.000 had been inade uate?y
trained, and at least 100. never

even got through high school

Fatemity Teams
Conduct Civic\Work

Providence, R. L (. P.)- The
spirit of fraternity teamwork ina
common community project may
well tend to decrease any petty
factional differences or dissension
among the members, according to
Professor Moulton, associate dean
of students at Brown university.

Reporting on the Brown univer-
sity Plan for Community Service,
Professor Moulton stated, "the ac-
tual mechanics of the program
were purposely designed to be as
easy to carry out as possible. Two
centers of dissemination wore
established on the campus .. .as
clearing-houses of information and
guidance for the particular proj-
ects.

"Previously, the Chairman of the
Volunteer Bureau of the Rhode
Island Council of Community
Services had been contacted and a
list of projects compiled which in-
dicated the type of service desired
and the location of the agency. A
list of the proposed projects was
included in the letter to the fra-
ternities and copies were posted
on campus bulletin boards. It was
understood that it was the respon-
sibility of the agency to supply all
tools and materials required for
inch project. The leader in each
fraternity was instructed to choose
three or four projects from this
list in order of preference. He then
personally contacted the chairman
of the local community service bu-
reau to secure the choice of proj-
ect. Following this, the lender ob
tamed the details regarding the
project from the person in charge
of the particular agency concerned.
From the Brown Christian associ-
ation office or the office of the as-
sociate dean of students, the stu-
dent leader then obtained a copy
of the new Achievement Report
form.

"0n this form, he listed his own
name ns lender in addition to the
names of all his workers. This
sheet was taken to the head of the
agency when the students went to
perform the service, and upon
completion of the project the agen-
cy head wrote n detailed descrip-
tion of the work done totaling the
hours and man-hours contributed.

"A very important section on
this form was the personal com-
ment which indicated the extent
and caliber of the work performed.
The Achievement Report was
then mailed by the Head of the
Agency direct'y to the associate
dean of students When it was re-
vealed. each student was credited
on his activity card with the com-
munity services performed This
last section appealed to those
students who felt a need for rec-
ognition of their service. College
undergraduates realize that favor-
able comments on their activity
cards are important in future
personal University recommenda-
tions to graduate schools, business-

Study ldeas,
Don"t Merely
Collect Facts

Providence, r . L. (i. p-)- "'The,
Identification and Criticism of
Ideas™ is the keynote of a new
curriculum ofTered to freshmen
and sophomores at Brown uni-
versity and Pembroke college.
Emphasis in the new program will
lie on discussion, analyzing, and
the studying of ideas instead of
collecting information. President
Henry M. Wriston said it was an
effort to develop freer and more
mature expression from freshmen
and sophomores by applying teach-
ing methods reserved for the jun-
ior and senior years.

Significant books will replace
the text book. Each course will
be based on several classics which
will be rend intensively and annly-
.ticnlly to sec where the ideas came
from, where they went, and what
their meaning has been.

The curriculum committee plans
to accept ten or twelve expen-
mental courses Faculty members

have suggested almost twice this
number. All the courses are de-

signed to emphasize the difference
between the memorization re-
quired in school and the real
thought and reflection necessary
lin college.

Acceptance into the course is
based on college board exams
and rank in secondary schools.
The program lasts only during the
freshman and sophomore years
after which students revert to the
regular curriculum.

A quarter-miUion-dollar grant
from the Carnegie corporation is
making this experiment possible.
The money will be used over a
five year period to pay the salar-
ies of teachers replacing those
professors giving "idea" courses.
Although curriculums similar in
Jome features have been tried a
lother collcfies, the Brown plan is
essentially experimental. It will
be subject to constant observation,
and improvements will probably
be made

Presidcnt Wriston said the new
courses are designed to treat the
intellectual capacity of the young-
er Brown and Pembroke students
with utmost respect and thus cn-
courage their best efforts. Accord-
ing to Dr. Wriston. a major mis-
take in American education has
been underadimating the capacity
of the student

| Dr. Henry Klomp, head of the
English department, announces
that there will be a demonstra-
tion of the reading clinic- materials
Thursday, December 17, at 2:00
oclock in room 100 of the admin-
istration building.

The purpose of this preview of
the reading clinic is to acquaint
prospective students with proced-
ures and techniques which will be
used in the reading clinic next se-
mester. Professor Sam J. Under-
wood will be in charge of the dem-
onstration, and he will administer
a reading test designed to let each
student know his particular read-
ing .speed. Following this test,
he will shew several of the Har-
vard university films that will be
used in developing more skill in
reading phrases. In addition to the
speed of reading test.

NO Molecule Involved

Nathan L. Nichols” thesis on “The
Near Infra-red Spectrum of Nitric
Oxide" and the work leading up to
the writing ef it Dr. Nichols has
recently received his Ph. D. 1in
physics at Michigan State college

Dr. Nichols started his research
on the problem back in 1948 with
nitric oxide, using photographic-
plates and a different spectro-
graph. This gave no results as the

Dr. Nichols’thesis work concern- lintensity was too weak tomeasure

ed the nitric oxide «NO* molecule.
It is a colorless, poisonous gas, of
about the same density as air. The
molecule is composed of two
atoms that are arranged similar to
two doorknobs connected together.
The molecule is rotating end over
end, and the atoms are also vibrat-
ing in and out, so that their separa-
tion is constantly changing. At the
same time the molecule istraveling
through space.

Dr. Nichols determined that the
molecule rotates about one hun-
dred billion times per second and
that it vibrates in and out about
fifty trillion times per second. An-
rth* r calculation was the distance
between the two atoms. They area
“very short" .0000000047 inches
apart.

The molecule vibrates like a
string on a musical instrument in

| Then for a while he tried formaldc-
hyde gas but- tins gave inconclu-
sive results. During this period he
became, in his words, "an exper-
ienced but far from expert glass
blower while patching periodic-
glass breakages” for the entire sys-
tem had to be* kept at a tempera-
ture of about 300 F. 1his also
caused a few minor explosions that
gassed the entire building but did
not cause any injury.

When the new spectrograph was
built he switched back to the ni-
tric oxide and got the needed re-
sults. The problem was pure
tundamental research that has no
practical applications at present. It
