It recently has been shown 
that 70'-' of the so-called “forced” 
members became more valuable 
to the fraternity than the men 
who received initial bids.

This religious play was por­

trayed by means of unusual s*ag 
:ng and lighting effects which gave 
empasis to the stirring message. 
Dr. Neigh, the speaker for "Re- 
uepon in Life" week this year, des- 
cribed the ploy as being the most 
stirring college production of this 
type that he had ever seen.
The unusual lighting and staging 

effects were accomplished bv 
means of a skrim which was bor­
rowed from Flint Junior College. 
Tne misty three-dimensional ef­
fect in the final scene of the plav 
where Christ was seen on the cro, 
in the early morning light was tn. 
result of using this piece of stage 
equipment.
The backdrop which was paint­

ed by Dick Beardsley and Tom 
Dodd was shown in all its splen­
dor when the lights were brought 
up in the final scene with the 
skrim to give it emphasis.
The staging of the action of the 

play is termed impressionistic. A 
variety of levels was used to repre­
sent the hill. The over-all effect 
during the first part of the play 
was that no particular place was 
being emphasized. This fact served 
to give universality to the pro­
duction.
This play is an excellent exam­

ple of what we can have in "Re­
ligion in Life" week if we choose 
to work for it. I was very impress­
ed that someone at last discovered 
that variety is important.

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FACULTY STUDY G R O U P S  R E V A M P  TEACHING M E T H O D S

The Faculty Study Groups of 
Alrr-a College, under the chair­
manship of Mr McCall, are this 
year, doing research on counsel­
ing. general education and testing 
in co-operation with the North 
Central Association. The objects 
of these studies are to evaluate 
present methods and to recom­
mend improvements in the future 
execution of them.
Chairmen of the commit­

tees are: Mr. Mikle, counseling;
Mr. Ho-A'e. general education; ana 
mer. Ke will then take over the 
Mr. Sullivan, testing. Each group 
meets twice a month at supper 
meeting for two-hour sessions. 
Visit Various Workshops
Lâ t summer Mr. McCall went 

to the University of Chicago 
Workshop, sponsored by the 
North Central Association. In ad­
dition to the general sessions he 
attended meetings on testing and 
evaluation procedures.
Mr. Myhrum will visit a similar 

workshop for a months this sum- 
chairmanship of the Faculty Study 
Groups next year.
Compile Handbook
The Counseling Committee, 

headed by Mr. Mikle. is compiling 
a handbook to give specific assist­
ance to present and future faculty 
members in the guidance of stu­
dents to whom they are advisors. 
This entails personal, vocational, 
religious, and scholastic counsel­
ing to students. Records will be 
kept of students’ progress to aid 
their better adjustment to college 
life.

porate it in our course of study? 
Answers to this final question are 
•wofold; adopting so-called general 
education courses, or. modifying 
present teaching methods in or­
der to cover a broader area.

Favor General Education
Tne group is favorable toward 

objective of general educa­
tion. Ultimately, the students will 
be reaching this objective in a 
well-rounded curricula.
The Testing Committee, under 

Mr Sullivan, is endeavoring to 
evaluate the testing program at Al­
ma College After determining the 
extent to which the results of the 
standardized tests are used by fac­
ulty and students, and having con­
sidered the value of each of the 
tests available at Alma, the com­
mittee plans to provide information 
to the faculty under the follow­
ing headings: Why a testing pro­
gram at Alma? What tests do we 
give? What is the purpose of each 
test and what do the scores mean?
It is hoped that, as a result of 

this study, students and faculty 
! will have better understanding of 
the test scores so that counseling 
may be more effective, and stu­
dents will he helped in ascertain­
ing their strengths and weakness­
es.
Mr. Louis B. Mayhew. director 

'of Liberal Arts Study of the N.- 
C.A. and district co-ordinator for 
Michigan, visited the Alma Cam­
pus on Oct. 21, 1954. He suggested

that we engage in a co-operative 
research study of higher education 
Wednesday, he again visited the 
campus to discuss this prajec: 
Present also were the deans of four 
of the state colleges and Paul L 
Dressel, with whom Mr Mayhew 
wrote a 000k. General Education, 
reporting on the N.C.A. s evalua­
tion of this subject.

College Offers Tests
It may be of interest to the stu­
