Two hundred and eighteen stu-
dents considered true-false tests
were not adequate type tests to
measure the knowledge of a sub-
ject, yet 69 students thought they
were quite adequate. One hundred
and ninety-one students felt that
tests frequently given had been
written for past classes rather than
for the current semester, while
one hundred and thirty-six stu-
dents stated that all tests appeared
to be current.

Some of the suggestions offered
by students were that all true-false
questions be eliminated because
they were sometimes presented in
a tricky manner; study sheets
should be given stating the mater-
ial a test will cover; tests should
be given frequently so the stu-
the type of bt%gtomt%e EagdgﬁgF é’ll{/‘ég
iandwiU have a better understand.
