F r o m  a study of the position of 
the nail imprint on the cloth and 
Horn an anatomic study of the 
bones and structures of the hand 
it is apparent that the nails were 
placed through the wrists rather 
than through the palms of the 
hands as is traditionally thought. 
B y  determining the direction of 
blood flow in the wrists it is possi­
ble to determine that the body 
was susoended at an angle of 
about 65 degrees from the hori­
zontal.

It is likely that the feet were 
crossed as the victim w a s  nailed 
to the cross, with the right foot 
placed directly on the wooden 
cross, the left foot crossed over the 
right and a single nail placed 
through both feet.
