later, in Columbus, Ohio. H e  
graduated from Doane Academy, 
Granville, Ohio, and from Ohio 
State University, in the class of 
1924. In 1928. he received his 
law degree from the Columbus 
College of Law, and was admitted 
to the Ohio Bar. H e  did addition­
al graduate study in Political Sci­
ence and History at Ohio State. 
In 1928, he married Miss Ardis 
North. They have four children: 
Mrs. Bernard Huss, Ensign Rich­
ard North Hamilton, and two 
daughters in Ohio State, Batbara 
and Betty.

Mr. Hamilton served Ohio State 
for twenty-four years, first in the 
Business Man ag er ’s office, and for 
twenty-one years as Secretary of 
the College of Arts and Science. 
At one time he w a s  acting Junior 
Dea n  of the college. H e  taught 
in the Department of Political 
Science.

Shortly after Pearl Harbor, Mr.

Wanzer Hull Brunelle, native of 
Chicago, received his Ph. B. de­
gree from the University of Chi­
cago in 1940. did giaduate work 
in the University of Chicago Di­
vinity school, and received his 
B.D. from McCor mi ck  Theolog­
ical Seminary in Chicago, in 1932. 
H e  married M a r y  Elizabeth Yeo­
m a n  in 1932; they have three chil­
dren: Gaylord Hull, n o w  a fresh­
m a n  in Alm a  College: Karen, and 
G e n  it Knox.

Mr. Brunelle served, from 1932-

In 1947, Mr. Brunelle accepted 
the call of the Allen Park Pres­
byterian Church.
