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STUDENTS SHORT CHANGED ON ASSEMBLIES

Many students have complained about the quality of
the assemblies which have (mostly have not) been presented
here at Alma College. It seems that they are not of the
quality which 1lend themselves to general interest of the
student body nor of the nature which would adapt them to
any educational purposes. Some have been pointed only to-

wards the entertainment angle and not even that has been
achieved.

It seems that the price of these assemblies does not in-
dicate their true worth. In looking back we can recall a cer-
tain assembly which dealt with sports. After five or ten min-
utes the audience became extremely uneasy and unattentive.
The author does not believe it was the fault of the student
body but that the fault was with t“ie program presented.
Such has been the case inmany instances. Now it isonly fair
to say that some assemblies have been worth the money
spent by the college and the time of the “captive audience”
but we are of the general opinion that this is not true in
enough cases.

Now one asks, since you complain suggest a solution.
For once we will. Instead of having quantity instead of
quality let us benefit by having quality alone. The author
would rather attend just two assemblies a year that are of
interest and value than to see half a dozen that are dull. It
is enough to be a captive audience but let us not add insult
to injury.

It would be more of a thrill to meet some of the people
who are actually making the headlines than some Indian
who didn’t add any appreciable amount to any ones knowl-
edge. Many colleges are getting famous lecturers, foreign
government leaders, diplomats, great poets, historians, sci-
entists. and so forth while we see none of these things. How
interesting itwould be to have a man such as Anthony Eden
discuss world affairs of today, or Carl Sandburg read some
of his works. These are the unforgettable experiences of
meeting men who shaped the future of our very lives and
destinies. Let us wake up and see how far we are missing
the boat on these assemblies. They should be sources of in-
formation, great experiences, the meeting of great people
and many other things. We have witnessed none of this at
the assemblies we have attended in our four years at Alma
College.

We certainly hope that for the further intellectual
broadening of present and future students this tragic blun-
dering is corrected. It is too late for us but give the future
captive audiences something worth their time.
