T h e  Student Council w a s  u n ­
able to take any action on the 
proposed constitution at Tues­
d a y ’s meeting, because there 
w a s  not the necessary three- 
fourths ol the m e m b e r s  pres­
ent. Financial problems of the 
Scotsman, voting procedure for 
the constitution, Almanian re­
porting, and the right to record 
votes of individuals rounded 
out the evening’s discussions.
Members of the Council will 

discuss the proposed constitu­
tion next Wednesday, April 22, 
at the open forum in Tyler Au­
ditorium at 10 A.M.

Council accepted the resign­
ation of George Cobb, because 
of a conflict with his work.

T h e  council discussed several 
w ay s  of presenting the consti­
tution before the student body 
for their acceptance or rejec­
tion. T h e  majority felt that the 
constitution should be pre­
sented so that one might vote 
for the whole constitution or 
vote separately on the different 
sections.

According to an article in the Sagin tin Sent, 
M a n h  II. Senator Haskel L. Nichols has asked 
•or . state-wide referendum on death in the clec- 
ric chair for those found guilty of selling nar­
cotics to minors.

"These people." said Nichols, "should be

'hat-we should dispose of t h e m  permanently."

In viewing the effectiveness of such a p u n ­
ishment it would appear that three questions 
ihould he asked:

1. Does it help the criminal’s victim. Ids 
Mindy or friends?

2. D o e s  it m a k e  the criminal a better per­
ron?

5. D o e s  ir prevent others from committing 
die -ame offense?

Regarding the answers to these questions, 
they seem to be entirely negative.

1. N o ,  because the victim still must be 
treated and the elimination’ of the criminal will 
iint m a k e  that treatment any easier.

2. No. He's dead.
3. No. T h e  criminal never plans to be

caught. If he did. he would not choose a crime 
entailing the death penalty.

Another point: W h y  is ir mo r e  right for a 
society to rake a h u m a n  life than for an individual 
to d o  so?

It is said by some that execution is cheaper 
than the cost of keeping a m a n  in prison. In terms 
of dollars and cents, this m a y  well be true. H o w ­
ever, since w h e n  has our society begun to meas­
ure the worth of h u m a n  life in terms of dollars?

W h e n  a m a n  turns to crime as a way of life, 
the society of which he is a m e m b e r  cannot escape 
part of the responsibility. T h e  fact that, by law, 
such an individual m a y  be put to death, seems to 
be an admission of the desire ro shirk that re­
sponsibility. In effect such action says: "Kill him, 
so w e  can forget him.”

This attitude is further borne out by the fact 
that details of executions arc nor released to the 
public. If the citizenry are fully in favor of capi­
tal punishment, then w h y  not s h o w  pictures 
m a d e  at the death scene?

T h e  ambiguities in thinking which surround 
the so-called logic supporting capital punishment 
m a k e  it obvious that such a penalty is of no value 
whatsoever in our society.

It would seem then, that Senator Nichols is 
advocating in the wrong direction.

Each particular hair of m y  
head stirs and lifts w h e n  1 con­
template your “right of revo­
lution.” 1 could quibble that 
the Declaration of Indepen­
dence nowhere advocates vio­
lent overthrow of the govern­
ment. 'Alter or abolish.” “throw 
off”, should, I believe, he taken 
to indicate legal and constitu­
tional means. But this is beside 
the point.

Merely because our founding 
fathers in the 18th century 
claimed that the tree of liberty 
should be watered by the blood 
of tyrants every twenty years 
or so is no basis for revolution 
in the 20th century. Y o u  should 
realize that these m e n  lived, 
worked, wrote in a time of di­
vine right tyranny, w h e n  George 
III attempted to re-establish 
autocratic control over his d o ­
minions. I question the blind 
acceptance of the dicta of any 
individual or group just b e ­
cause they were patriots. R e ­
m e m b e r  that Jefferson, W a s h ­
ington, M o n r o e  et al maintained 
slaves at Monticello, M ou nt  
Vernon, and O a k  Hill. W h a t  
would be their reaction to the 
“right of revolution” of their 
slaves? T he y  accepted slavery 
while deploring it. Does it fol­
low that w e  should do likewise?

As  for guarantees that violent 
overthrow will never be. neces­
sary— I believe devoutly that 
such a guarantee exists in the 
Constitution of the United 
States. So long as this magnif­
icent document is operative no 
violent overthrow shall ever 
be necessary. It shall cease to 
be operative only through vio­
lent overthrow. I reject c o m ­
pletely your advocacy of the 
right of revolution for any 
group, especially those w h o  
would shelter behind the C o n ­
stitution while attempting to 
subvert it.

Your point concerning aid to 
Spain, Yugoslavia, the Middle 
East is a little more difficult to 
answer. However: In this case 
it is a matter of which set of 
jaws has most teeth with which 
to bite the feeding hand, and 
which jaws might be persuaded 
to do their biting elsewhere. 
Too, is it really right to put a 
price-tag on charity?

1 can not pass up an observa­
tion on the flag with the South­
ern Cross which you so proud­
ly wave. T h e  fate of that flag 
was to be trampled in the blood 
and dust of fratricidal combat—  
a just reward for all those w h o  
rebel against justice and right­
eousness while claiming the 
right of revolution.

Dr. Robert D. Swanson, Pres­
ident of A l m a  College, an­
nounced by w a y  of letter to 
students and their parents on 
Mar ch  24 “a modest increase in 
fees which will bec om e  effec­
tive September, 1959.” The 
n e w  schedule is being institut­
ed to help meet the cost of n e w  
academic and building pro­
grams which will be beneficial 
to both the faculty a n d  stu­
dents.

Dr. Swanson also announced 
the establishment of a n e w  sch­
olarship and loan program to 
help worthy students meet these 
increased costs . . .

T h e  increases were listed as 
follows: tuition, $37.50; activ­
ity fee, $5.00; board, 6.25; room, 
$10.25: and a n e w  fee. Sick­
ness and Accident Insurance, 
$8.50. The health fee did not 
increase in cost.

“T h e  stature and caliber of 
the reaching staff have improv­
ed measurably,” the letter said. 
According to the President 
there will an increase in the 
faculty’s salaries and an addi­
tion of five n e w  m e m b e r s  to 
the staff for further academic 
improvement.

N e w  student services will in­
clude: a n e w  testing program; 
more adequate health services 
and the institution of hospital­
ization insurance. This is not 
an all-inclusive list, however, 
as “these are merely s om e  of 
the m o r e  tangible evidences of 
the kind of progress which will 
m a k e  A l m a  a m or e  effective 
and attractive college.” Also 
mentioned was the n e w  $1,500.- 
000 Science Building, “the fin­
est of its kind in the nation,” 
and the planned construction of 
the n e w  185 bed men's dorm.
