ments and gestures with speech,
verging on the dance at many
points. No other single piece ot
acting loomed large, with the
exception of Margaret Wood’s
portrayal of the nurse, where
an excellent grasp of the con-
cepts ol age and of slavery was
counter-balanced by a weak-
ness in voice projection. The
centrality of this drama does
lie in the character of Medea
herself, and there is little room
for another star. The other
actors were competent and sup-
porting.

The production itself was in
fine taste and balance. In a
drama of seriousness, such as
Medea, all is well if nothing
stands out as being anachron-
istic or too detracting from the
speech then in progress. Neither
is realism in setting required
or even desired. The off-center
placing of Medea's home and
the simplicity of the staging
was genuinely effective. Medea
is obviously a play that could
make use of melodramatic ef-
fects, including thunder and
lightning. That the director
let Medea herself invoke the
elements proved more worthy.

Many provoking questions
arise: Is Medea a victim of Des-
tiny tin this case, of the gods)?
Is she a product of her barbar-
ian and yet queenly up-bring-
ing? Or is she possessed ot
free will, and in some sense re-
sponsible for her deeds? Inter-
esting in the light ot our own
trends: would a modern-day
court pronounce her guilty of
legally insane? If moral there
be—or insight— the play per-
haps provides it in "The images
that the mind makes find a wa>

out. they work into life.”
The presuppositions upon
which Medoa operates — that

the weak forgive, the strong
take revenge—are a direct anti-
thesis of Christianity. It would
be interesting to contrast Me-
dea with a hero who purports
to operate upon Christian prin-
ciples, such as the bishop in T.
S. Eliot's Murder in the Cathe-
dral. It is hoped that the High-
land Player* will be encouraged
to undertake mere such serious
material.

Curve Grading Unclear
Even To Proponents

From a statistical standpoint, one feels justified at
times to call the field of tests and measurements, “the
science of probability."* With advances made in this
area in our present century has come the rise of the “nor-
mal curve’*as a near-god of the guild.

A former professor at Alma some years back made
the statement: “The normal curve does not apply to any
number less than 40,000!” To his students who under-
stood curve-grading no better than he, this was inter-
preted as the profs assurance of fair grading.

On the other hand, it is also clear from time to time
that some of the proponents of “normal distribution”
test scores hold a mistaken concept of that little graphic
parabola themselves and so apply the curve to their stu-
dents in a way, that, be it ever so sincere, is nevertheless
unfair.

There DOES exist such a thing as a normal curve.
The fallacy in its understanding is shown when the user
attempts to make each set of statistics bend to make, in
themselves, that “normal” curve. This results in the ef-
fect of having someone fail and someone pass in ever)'
test, TOferffcriless of the student’s grasp of the subject or
his positiofi in the academic standards of the group.

When there is no prior record of similar tests given
in similar circumstances to students of similar capabili-
ties and knowledge, the tester has no right to assume
more than that the test distribution represents merely' a
SEGMENT, or arc, of an unknown #hormar curve!

This means then*that it is not only, possible, but fre-
guently -happens that the- entire- class falls into thi- A-B,

or the B-C, or the C-D categories! Indeed, they, may ALL
deserve the same grade!

This is not a mathematical perversion, although
some profs seem to think so. Larger numbers are often
necessary to obtain a closer approximation of the curve.

When a class ranges from 7 to 12 students and their
test scores cover a range of 10 standard score points,
there is little upon which to determine a reliable standard
deviation.
