A W S  Takes Action; 
Dorms Three Women
"Shake hands, don't kiss!" 

and "Is three the magic num­
ber?" warned and questioned 
two lixlle signs on the bulletin 
board of Mary C. Gelslon Hall 
Monday morning. April 27. 
These signs wem the reaction 
of an element of women stud­
ents who had heard of the de­
cision the Associated Women 
Students Judicial Council had 
reached) at its meeting held 
Sunday night The special 
meeting lasted until about 1 
*«m. Monday morning. The is­
sue at stake was "the improper 
conduct" (excessive display of 
affection in Gelston lounge or 
lobby) of three Gelston wom­en.

According lo a spokesman 
present at the meeting the three 
w o m e n  were “dormed” from 
7 p.m. Friday to 7 p.m. Satur­
day. A s  far as it is k n o w n  this 
is the first time that the A.W.S. 
has taken action and dormed 
w o m e n  for this reason in the 
school’s history.

This action is in keeping with 
the crusade the A W S  is waging 
against the ‘‘improper conduct” 
of its co-eds. According to a 
spokesman the action was not 
a sudden thing. ‘‘All w o m e n  
have been warned, and they 
have also been told that their 
names can be turned in by A W S  
Board members or the house 
mother, if these people deem il 
necessary.

Present at the late Sunday 
night-early Monday morning 
meeting were the three “accus­
ed” women. The spokesman 
stated that, the Judicial Board 
discussed the matter with the 
girls before reaching its final 
decision.

Also present was a delegation 
of girls protesting the action 
of the A W S  and asking the ques­
tion: “Just what exactly is ex­
cessive display of affection in 
the lounge?” Information as to 
h o w  the Judicial Board answer­
ed this question was not avail­
able at this time.

The notice posted on the bul­
letin boards for the attention of 
w o m e n  students reads as fol-

Violation Of College Rules 
O n  Alcohol Leads To Latest 
Action Of Judicial Committee

Hcpresenlatitves of the T a u  K a p p a  Epsilon and Delta 
G a m m a  Tau fraternities met with the Judicial C o m m i t ­
tee Friday evening, April24, at 4 p.m. in the Heid-Knox 
r oo m  to answer charges alleging fraternity violation of 
the college rules concerning alcoholic beverages.

The charges in evidence before the committee s t e m m e d  
from alleged drinking behavior on the night of April 
10, iii connection with the termination of “hazing” activ- 
ites tor Delt pledges. O n  the s a m e  evening, according to 
very reliable sources, drinking of alcoholic beverages 
also took place at the Teke house.

A  ccording to the information given the almanian, it 
was during the time that alcohol was being consumed 
at the Teke house that a n u m b e r  of Delt m e m b e r s  joined 
the Tekes for the events of the evening.

Investigation Held
T h e  Judicial Committee met Friday evening to con­

sider the evidence in the alleged violations. M e m b e r s  of 
the offending fraternities were asked to give informa­
tion in regards to the charge, and committee acton w a s  
withheld until a full account w as volunteered by the fra­
ternity men.

S w a n s o n  read a statement requested by Vice President 
VandenBosch, chairman of the judicial committee, in re­
gards to the committee’s action. T h e  president’s state­
m e n t  is reprinted below:

E D I T O R I A L

Almanian Repudiates Policy 
Of "Suppression of News 
For Good of The Community"

Actually, the almanian has not “suppressed” such 
news as has been occasioned from time to time in connec­
tion with judicial action against students charged with 
violating college rules. T h e  paper has, however, “ laid 
low” on matters of discipline arising out of drinking-rule 
violations, etc. T h e  editors have decided, however, that to 
categorically “lay low” is tantamount to suppression of 
the news, even tho the decision has rested entirely with 
the almanian.

W e  do not hold with deterministic theories of psy­
choanalysis implying that an individual cannot be held 
responsible for his conduct; that he must be “treated” or 
“cured” without undue aversive influence from unfavor­
able publicity.

A l m a  College is not a juvenile detention home. Col­
lege m e n  and w o m e n ,  however disoriented they m a y  be, 
are capable of choosing the direction of their behavior 
in regards to the rules of the College which thev “chose” to enter.”

T h e  almanian realizes that this decision to seriously 
consider any and all such news as fair g a m e  for publi­
cation, will not set easily with m a n y  m e m b e r s  of our 
community— students, faculty and administration. Let 
it be understood, however, that the almanian reserves its 
editorial right to decide for itself whether a given news 
item shall be published or not, considering the effects of 
publication with respect to all parties involved. A s  for 
“laying low” entirely, that policy ceases as of now.

Perhaps the cautioning thot of inevitable publication 
will serve as a deterrent to those w h o  contemplate con­
duct in blatant violation of college rules.

B e  that as it may. T h e  almanian. in its n e w s  columns, 
does not sit in moral judgment. T h e  N E W S  shall he printed.

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Rumor Mill Is Lovely 
Indication of Maturity

T h e  g n w d  melee t)f judicial action on our fair 
c a m p u s  this past weekend has given rise to one 
of the most many-headed rumor monsters ever to 
show.its slimy hide in collegiate conversation.

'Hie rumor-mill is particularly indicative of the 
appalling lack of maturity a m o n g  A l m a  students. 
First, let s enumerate the basic facts from whence 
these foul odors arise:

1— T a n  Kappa Epsilon and Delta G a m m a  T a u  
fraternities arc currently on social probation for 
violations of college drinking rules.
Z— Three w o m e n  students have been " d o n n e d ' 

g$ result of action taken by their governing body's 
judicial group, on charges of excessive affection.

R U M O K  N O .  1: "The action of the judicial 
committee (in regards to the fraternity drinking 
issue) constitutes trial without jury or counsel."

T H E  F A C T S :  T h e  action of the judicial c o m ­
mittee has been as an investigative body, resen.- 
ing judgment until all versions of the story' arc 
heard. N o  recommendation was made by the 
committee until the fraternity m e n  themselves 
came forth iritb the whole story. A n d  then, the 
judicial committee’s action was in the form of a 
recommendation to the President.

Altho there is no excuse for the violation of 
established and well k n o w n  rules of the college, 
students'do have a legitimate complaint in two 
areas: ( 1) Offenders were not confronted by their 
accusers, and (2) no reporter was present at the 
hearings.

R U M O R  N O .  2: "The administration is looking 
for an excuse to get rid of fraternities at Alma.”

T h e  F A C T S :  T h e  absurdity of this one should 
be apparent. Alma's fraternities have been guilty 
of one or more similar offenses each year for the 
past three years. If the administration truly want­
ed to "get rid of fraternities, the frats are making 
it awfully easy. Besides, the college can cut ties 
with fraternities at any time if they so desire. 
N o  "excuse” is needed.

R U M O R  N O .  3: "The administration wants to 
close out the fraternity houses in order to have 
enough lesidents for the n e w  m e n ’s dorm.”

T H E  F A C T S :  T h e  judicial committee’s rec­
ommendation was to suspend all activities of the 
two fraternities (as fraternities) except those 
activities necessary to the maintenance and oper­
ation of the frat houses. Further, the judicial c o m ­
mittee is presently engaged in formulating an ac­
ceptable plan whereby the fraternities m a y  be 
reinstated as responsible m e m b e r s  of the campus 
family. This doesn't sound like closing the houses, 
does it?

R U M O R  N O .  4: "The fraternities are being put 
on 5-year social probation.”

F H h  F A C T S :  This is strictly a rumor. Present 
sixial probation is indefinite it is true, but this is 
just umil the judicial committee can work out 
the plan of reinstatement— which will be fairly 
soon. After all, committee m e m b e r s  have a lot of 
things to do before June, too. A s  for probationary 
terms after that— the fact is simply that no de­
cision has yet been made.

In regard to the dorming of three w o m e n  by 
the A W S ,  there seem to be fewer rumors reaching 
our ears, but this one, at least, did arrive:

R U M O R  N O .  1: " D ean Vreeland and Mother 
Hill ran the whole show'.'

T H E  F A C T S :  D e a n  Vreeland was h o m e  with 
guests. Mother Hall was of course asked to meet 
with the A W S  judicial council, but took no part 
in the final decision and was not present for all 
of the deliberations. T h e  decision was ma d e  en­
tirely by the members of the A W S  council.

In this lespect it might be well to note that the 
three w o m e n  admitted their "guilt” but contention 
arose over the meaning of "excessive affection."

It is an obvious lack of maturity which prompts 
such a definitive argument. O n e  can, with little 
trouble, n a m e  couple after couple w h o  arc well- 
known, in love, o h e n  seen with one another, etc., 
and wh o  are not guilty of excessive affection. If 
the college w o m a n  must have *he term defined, one 
can only conclude she is incapable of controlling 
her o w n  behavior ana must have stated limits 
with which to be guided.'This is maturity?

T h e  three donned w o m e n  do have the same 
legitimate criticisms that apply to the two frater­
nities. (1) They were not confronted by their 
accusers, and (2) no reporter was present at the 
judicial meeting.

It is regrettable that the dorming action aroused 
such furor against the elected representatives of 
the very w o m e n  w h o  insist on fussing. While 
maturity expects elected officials to "do something" 
immaturity stu; idly asks them "by what right do 
you do this?" If the petition-passers in G elsmn 
justify their action on the basis of "friend-hip' for 
the three convicted w o m e n ,  they succeed in nulli­
fying any attempt by the condemned to execute 
their sentences gracefully— which would seem to 
be the mature tiling to do.

* # # s
T h e  fact that no reporters were present at any 

of these judicial meetings is important. Truth is 
the only recourse to rumor. Almanian news is not 
"slanted." If the facts can be speedily brought to 
press, m u c h  misunderstanding can be avoided. 
There is also the fact that the campus newspaper 
finds itself hamstrung w h e n  it comes to taking an 
editorial stand for w e  have no way of determining 
the truth or falsity of m a n y  charges which have
serious implications in the life of our community.

Finally, the reluctance of accusing witnesses to 
confront those they accuse also demonstrates a 
fundamental lack of maturity.

Maturity not only demands that one control his 
o w n  behaviour, it also demands that the agent 
shall interject so m e  control over the behavior of 
those about him, w h e n  it becomes apparent that 
the conduct of the group will appear to make him 
a pc rty to its wrong actions.

Maturity also implies that those w h o  break the 
rules recognize that they haven't a leg to stand 
on— regardless of whether or not their accusser 
faces them.

In the h g h  of A l m a ’s recent events, w e  have 
but one question to ask: Where, just W H E R E  is 
the so-called maturity” of the A l m a  College 
student?

afternoon because of allega­
tions regarding certain viola­
tions of the standard regarding 
the m e  of alcohol on this c a m ­
pus. M e m b e r s  of two fraterni­
ties were involved in the allega­
tion. Furthermore, one of the 
violations was alleged to have 
ternity houses.
"Dr. . Vandan Bunch winhe* me to 

mab* that at tht outsrt the
cuinmiT'.ce did nut mak«> any aptcific 
charirc*. fUttllar, the individual* wha 
hiMi br«n asked to appear before th* 
committee were informed of the alio 
•radon* and told that they would be 
viven the opportunity to «ay whatever 
they cho*e to *ay about them. At the 
j«eme time the committee indicated that 
•t wished to aak certain question* whkh 
it believed were pertinent to the caae.
"This procedure waa followed in a 

meetinx which latted from four o'cl*>ok 
in the nftemoon until nearly ten o'clock 
in the evening. Before the meeting: 
adjourned the committee had readied 
two conclusion*:
"First: there waa sufficient evidence 

to conclude that at least two individual* 
had violated the drinking standard, and 
that tho-e individual*, as a result of 
tbeir own testimony, were subject to 
discipline. The discipline waa recom- 
n ended and i* heiny carried out.
"Secondly: the committee concluded 

that this violation involved the two 
paternities a.s fraternities. To say this 
»- not to indict the entire membership 
*>• having paNieioated in the violation. 
It doet* reeuirnite. however, that the 
ludernul system, like that of any other

formal oreanization in our society ha* 
certain obligation* for maintaining 
responsible citizenship of the irroup. 
In the opinion of the committee, the 
evidence which it examined *uit-’**ted 
that these two fraternities had not 
satisfactorily curried out this responsi­
bility. It waa the conclusion of the 
committee that the Krnvity of this 
situation, not simply a* an incident by 
itself, but tecu i*e of its implications 
to the total life of our esmpus commun­
ity. culled for some disciplinary action.
'The committee, therefore, recom­

mended the Immediate suspension of all 
fraternal activities by the two. frater­
nities in oumtion: peadhif same taal 
disposition ef tbs case. This latter 
phrase should be underlined and - ex­
plained. What it manna is that the 
committee was not-prepared last Friday 
■wht to impose any specific disciplin­
ary action. This was true, 1 suspect. 
Ilrst because the members of the com­
mittee were weary. They had been at 
their work for nearly ive hours. Quite 
properly they realised tjat their judg­
ments mixht not bt aa sob- r and a* 
judicious aa they should Ik Decisions 
that are made in exaspeiatum are sel­
dom fair. More important, however, 
was their reelisation that thb situation 
is complicated by a number of consid­
erations. not the least of which ia the 
intanxible (location of where xtuup 
respoiMibiiity heyi>:* and end*.
"In effect the committee was sayimr. 

W e  want to l»e fair, but to do so will 
rwptire more deliberation. In the mean­
time. the evidence pointed to a situa­
tion of sufficient gravity to warrant the 
action that was taken.
"This is where the .Tirtter sta'id*. 

The committee is meeting now to u.'- 
cxlo what the next step* should lie. It 
will meet with representative* of the 
two fraternities at four o’clock this 
utternoon. What will follow ia romo- 
thitut which only the committee can 
decide. One thinjr is certain: the
committee doe* not expect to prulomr

it* deliberations because the member* 
realize that we have a «r*-ut many 
other important thinx* to concern us 
between now and June 6th.
"Personally. I would like to remind 

our campus community of two thinirs. 
First, it ill4>ehoove« any one of us to 
pre-judjre this case. I suspect none of 
us has the same information, however 
complete or Incomplete, that the com­
mittee ha*. Undoubtedly, we are tempt­
ed to all sorts of speculation. This is 
one of those occasions when the "rumor 
mills" will wurk overtime. W e  need 
to see that this will serve no good pur­
pose. and in the end could conceivably 
do irreparable harm. Secondly, I think 
w- need to remember that eleven people 
are trriiif to arrive at a decision which 
will be both fair and just. In the end. 
all of us may not necessarily attrea 
with the committee'e decision. W e  sel­
dom do in this kind of a procedure. 
At the same time, however, we need to 
remember that we have delegated tha 
judicial process on this campus to our 
will be both fair and juet. In the end. 
duly elected representatives, including 
student*, faculty, and representatives 
from the administration. Perhaps the 
real decision we have to make a* Indi­
vidual* is whether or not we believe in 
the constitutional form of governing ourselves.■'

I am not postulating any of the 

above because for one thing I am not 
on the student council and secondly I 
feel sure that some of them can be 
ruled out. however, they can serve a* 
"examining pointa.”
The reasons which prompted me to 

write this interrogation are a* fol­
lows: I casually asked one of the 
brighter student* on the campus if he 
wn* on the Student Council. I got a 
very sarcastic answer, which surprised 
me. but which provoked considerable 
thought also . . .  he said “Are you 
kididing?" This experience together 
with recent articles in this paper and 
finally Mr. Hogberg's address in Chapel 
the other morning all combined to 
inspire me to this effort.
This article will be forgotten and a* 

Mr. Hogbergs' straightforward and di­
rect presentation in chapel will also

go the way of all good works . . . for it 
seems that many of u* repress any­
thing which disturbs the status quo.
And *ince we have already "stopped" 
we also have the law of inertia to con­
tend with before we can get started.
This makes o«r problem enormous for 
we have these two strong natural forces 
working against an alive aud active 
student Council as well as a vital liv­
ing campus community.
Many of us may strike at the faculty 

and administration as the cause of 
this problem. However, in light of the 
following this simply can not be true.
W e  have had tremendous Improvement 
in fuciliUes and curriculum (true, not 
all here yet . . . but part of It i* 
and more I* coming oil of the timet.
Our lecture eeries provides us with 
good program*. The last one "Danilova" 
one time prima ballerina of the Ballet 
of Monte Carlo wa* so poorly attend­
ed that I figure it cost $10.00 per per­
son for the 60 or so people who ram*
. . . and s*dly enough most of them 
were townspeople and faculty. The 
two forums about college affair* are 
another thing which the president and 
faculty have taken '.ime out to present 
to and for the student*. Again, how 
many of us attended?
W e  may be presuming that everyone 

realizes how Inert we are. W e  may 
actually have a campus full of people 
satisfied \ri_h the mediocrity of the un- » 
disturbed status quo of the statu* quo 
on our campu*. I hope this is just * 
cynical observation.
Before closing 1 should like to return 

to my original question regarding the 
Student Council and to suggest some * 
specific remedies for the problem which 
has been so ably aired before. First.
1 suggest we have election of repre­
sentatives to the S.C. T W ICE per 
year. This would give a chance for 
new blood to enter . . . dead wood to 
drop out yet the experienced leader­
ship could be retained. I also propose 
that this be accomplished by having 
re-election of any members who prove 
adequate.

Thi* 
could be done in conjunction with the 
Chapel service either before or after 
during an "information period” which 
we need anyway for other communi- 
cations. Thirdly, 1 think the faculty 
should give more acknowledgement to 
the council by providing a shifting hour 
of meeting DURING T H E  DAY. This 
will make it possible for the student 
member to avoid missing too many of 
the same classes ... yet make it possi­
ble for him to attend and providing him 
with no excuse for missing the meet­
ing. I do not know how to inxtrument 
this point but I believe recognition 
should be made of OUTSTANDING 
S T U D E N T  COUNCIL MEMBERS.
Perhaps all of these suggestions can 

not be enacted, perhaps there are 
ang'es whieh I have overlooked. If so 
1 would be happy to hear about it for 
in "objecting" the objector would help 
to overcome the inertia by getting the 
problem off the ground to a disagree­
able start, and that in my opinion is a 
whole lot better than no start at all. 
Intelligent people cun reconcile differ­
ence* of opinion but it takes sheer 
genius to provoke progresa when there 
is no opinion.
Finally 1 have the conviction that 

Alma College could become the most 
outstanding college of ita sine, in the 
whole United States. W e  have a vital a 
growing faculty and administration. We 
have the potential money and facilitiei.
W e  have the groundwork laid for a 
powerful and effective Christian com­
munity and finally we have the power 
to attract the finest students in the 
country. W e  can do it but it is up to ui 
os individuals to recognize the rotten 
apple "apathy" and to get rid of it 
before the other problems get so great 
that they "spoil the whole barrel".

Monday night's symposium 
posed and answered many ques­
tions that may have been in 
the minds of Alma College stu­
dents, faculty and townspeople. 
Dr. D. Ivan Dykstra, Professor 
of Humanities, Hope College; 
Dr. J. Bernard Knittel, Profes­
sor of Speech, Michigan State 
University; and Mr. Robert 
Frantz, Architect, Frantz and 
Spence, Saginaw were the 
speakers or witnesses.

Should or do the Fine Arts 
in any wa y  affect morality? 
was the question which they 
tried to answer. It was impossi­
ble at times to give a definite 
yes or no answer; however, 
these 3 m e n  presented ideas and 
therefore stimulated minds.

Dr. Dykstra took the side of 
the argument that says, “The 
Fine Arts do not and should not 
effect morality in any way.” He 
stated that morals were irrele­
vant to the art, and that to have 
a true combination of art and 
morality w e  would have to go 
back in time to tl. ‘ Greek M o r ­
ality plays. H e  also said ’That 
type of play would be a sure­
fire formula for a Broidway 
failure.”

“America is not aesthetic 
amusement, foreign influence, 
and snob appeal loom around 
us,” according to Dr. Dykstra. 
Also, “Everything is subjected 
to morality in our culture, and 
the American doesn’t see true 
art as art.”

Literature and its effects on

American morals was discussed 
by Dr. Knittel, w h o  took the 
stand that Art does effect mo r ­
ality. “All standards of decen­
cy, and disgrace are brushed 
aside when an author’s motive 
is chiefly profit.” commented 
Dr. Knittel. “Literature doesn’t 
influence our morals, it reflects 
them.”

According to Mr. Robert 
Franz, “The only wa y  to evalu­
ate the present is in compari­
son with the past.”

The symposium was under the 
sponsorship of Mr. H a m i d  Mi- 
kle of the Speech Department.
