Suspension Of
TKE"s Lifted

The suspension of the Tau
Kappa Bpsilon Fratemity, im-
posed lest April by the Judicial
Comittee, Was lifted by the
same committee lest week.

The Fratemity will however
remain on probation uttil naxt
semester.

Through the lifting of the
suspension, the Judicial Com-
mittee was taking action on last
April% decision. Last spring’s
decision stated that the Frater-
nity would be suspended until
the end of semester 147 and that
their suspension would be re-
viewed the following semester
and lifted if certain conditions
were met. Also, included in the
decision of last spring was a
period of probation which was
to run for one year beyond the
suspension.

Since suspension has been
lifted, the Fratemity may now
engage in the normal ztetivities
of a social fratemity. Whille on
probation, the TKE"s will have
o live up o the conditions
which they have already been
met in order t have to have
theilr suspension lifted.

kids who work and play so re-
markably well together, and
who never tire of mountain-
climbing and snowball lights.
Being an American, | was
tieated as a roval guest for each
of these children has an Amer -
ican family who write thenm
and send them gifts. The or-
phanage, which is a huge old
mansion located about an
hours drive from this moun-
tain home, is"supported by the
Mennonite Church of America
and much of their food is sent
from America. We spent 3 days
at thisorphanage “"before taking
off for their mountain home)
enjoying the childrens Christ-
mas programs, learning French
hymns, and getting to know
these orphans who so much ap-
preciate American aid.

Christmas in Europe is cele-
brated much as in the states,
except perhaps for less empha-
sison gift-giving. By the middle
of November the streets of Ge-
neva were decorated and for a
whole month stores were unbe-
lievably packed with hazzled

shoppers. December 6th we
celebrated St. Nicholas Day
since our Madame is from Hol-

land where it is especially ob-
served. December 12th was a
huge fete for Geneva- “L-Esca-
lade” commemorating the vic-
tory of Geneva not being con-
quered by the Savoys. Children
decked out in what weld call
“halloween costumes” paraded
the streets. At the John Knox
Foyer we celebrated this holi-
day disguised in costumes at our
monthly open house party.
Halfway through the evening
we crushed the centerpiece, a
huge marmite fa pot with little
legs) and being made of famous
Swiss chocolate, we immediate-
ly consumed it This action
symbolizes the crushing of
Switzerlands enemies. These
marmites were featured in all
the stores for there is a legend
that a Genevoise lady leaned
out her window and overturned
a huge pot of hot soup on some
Savoyan Soldiers in the streets
who were invading Geneva,

The purpose of a liberal education must yet com
pete with evidences contrary to the lip-service paid that
noble concept. After almost four years of residency one
expects understanding to be a fairly important part of
the learning process.

It is
fair, then, to believe that the “upness” of “up” is “up”
there because of the idealism of “up” in the concept of
“upness.”

It becomes apparent now that “up” says something
to us about the author. He is motivated by the “uppiest”
ideals. He is one who is “up” and about his business of
perpetuating “upness”. By now, however, the emphasis
on “upness” is too great for us to disregard the author’
subtle denial of “downness.” Obviously he 1is an over-
driven striver, motivated by the horrible fear of falling
“down.” This observation is indeed heart-rending and our

sympathy flows “up” to him, and, EUREKA!
