Former Alma Grad Presents 
Fund For Lecture Series

his wife, Ellen Baker Lindley.

Mr. Lindley’s generosity 
makes it possible to bring to 
the campus each year, lectures 
of national and international 
reputation.

Dr. James H. Robinson was the 
first speaker.

Below is the address oi Mr. 
Lindley as he opened the lec­
ture series:

“W e  are about to hear the 
inaugural address of the 1960 
Ellen Baker Lindley M e m o r ­
ial Lectures. A  bit of biogra­
phy m a y  therefore be appro­
priate.

Ellen Baker Lindloy's mater­
nal grandfather was Mathew

Carr, w h o  established the fa m ­
ed Carr’s Inn on London’s 
Strand. Thereat Charles Dick­
ens and a coterie of his literary 
friends dined regularly. Her 
paternal grandfather, Henry 
Baker, Gentleman, son of the 
President of England’s Royal 
Agricultural Society was, when 
25 years of age, killed while 
riding after his hounds. Her 
father, Alfred Baker, a scion 
of gentry, despite the English 
concept that it v/as beneath his 
station in life, was married in 
St. Clements Danes, (a historic 
London Church, which during 
World W a r  II was totally de­
stroyed by bombs) to Catherine 
Carr her mother, a lady whose 
dowry came from trade.

Ellen Baker, the fifth of their 
six daughters, was born in 
Brooklyn, N e w  York. She was 
educated there, taught school 
there. She, as seems to be the 
custom of 'teachers, travelled, 
in her case ever Westward, un-

This m a n  
became m y  law classmate. H e  
in 1911 introduced m e  to Ellen 
Baker and, in 1914— then m y  
roommate— created an occasion 
whereat w e  again met. A  ro­
mance ensued. Ellen Baker 
became Eller. Baker Lindley 
on September 30, 1916.

Like Ruth of Holy Writ wh o  
told Naomi, “T h y  people shall 
be m y  people, Th y  God, m y  
G o d ”, Ellen by word, by syrn- 
athy, by action told her hus­
band, “Thy peoople shall be m y  
people, thy alma mater, m y  al­
m a  mater.”

She was truly interested in 
people. She was always the 
sincere friend of those w h o  liv­
ed on the fringe of the crowd,

$7,000 Is H o w  Far A w a y ?
Or. fames Robinson, whose genuineness, 

outspoken conviction, and honesty captured this 
campus as have few other speakers in our history, 
related his experiences informally to m a n y  groups 
and individuals outside the chapel hour.

It was at one of these informal group discus­
sions that he ma d e  a very interesting and thought- 
provoking observation.

Meeting with a group of African w o m e n  during 
his travels abroad, he appraised some of the con­
sequences of exchanges of African and American 
college students.

It seems that some (certainly not all) of the 
African male students brought to the United 
States tor undergraduate and graduate study return 
to their native countries to take positions of lead­
ership and prestige, with corresponding financial 
reward— far above their pre-college hopes. It then 
is financially possible for a m a n  to support more 
than one wife, and, the w o m e n  pointed out to Dr. 
Robinson, the newly-returned, educated male, 
turns his new-found talents to polygamy.

A  solution to the problem is needed, for it is 
accepted that polygamy does little, if anything, to 
raise the status of w o m e n  in a civilized country. 
A n d  the solution, its seems, is important to Ameri­
cans, if for no other reason than that our resourc­
es have already added to the ability of an educated 
African to support more than one wife.

The solution suggested by the African w o m e n  is 
so obvious and simple as to have been almost 
overlooked. W e  spend thousands to educate the 
met; of Africa, but there are at present about 70

w o m e n  students from Africa in American colleges. 
W h y  not provide study-abroad and cultural ex­
change for women as well as m e n ?

Dr. Robinson informed the A l m a  group that 
it would cost about S .000 to provide four years 
of college education for an African w o m a n ,  and 
although there is at least one group on our campus 
interested in a project of this sort, the a m o u n t  to 
be raised for one student seems astronomical m  
terms of the fund-raising abilities of students w h o  
themselves will be gone (and forgotten?) in four 
years.

Still, if there is a real will for this sort of thing 
(and the almanian certainly supports the idea) 
there must be a way. first of all one does not have 
ro look at the whole S7.000 as a l u m p  necessary to 
begin the project. Undoubtedly a smaller starting 
a m o u n t  would bring the student to America, and 
the fund-raising program would have as its task, 
keeping pace with the student.

Secondly, if our campus could really get be­
hind such a project, there is the possibility that 
others outside our academic cloister m a y  b e come 
interested and contribute also. O n e  student has 
already proposed the title: "Robinson Undergrad­
uate Fellowship for African W o m e n  Students.”

Africa is fast becoming the "enlightened” c o n ­
tinent. T h e  importance of its nations in world 
tiffairs of the future is inevitable. T h e  question for 
us is this: Are w e  thrilled enough by our " o wn" 
enlightenment to share it with others, or shall w e  
leave the job to someone else?

back with him from the B a ­
hamas.

W h e n  the snake arrived at 
Alma, Jack, the originator of 
the idea, was logically selected 
as the one to take care of it. 
He is quite accustomed to 
handling snakes, as he has 
worked with m a n y  different 
kinds for about five years, some 
of them poisonous ones.
The snake on Alma’s campus 

is nut poisonous, but is a Baha­
m a  Boa, which is one among 
m a n y  types of boas. It is not 
a true Boa Constrictor, as 
thought by m a n y  students.
As far as feeding is concern­

ed, the snake requires only one 
rat per week. O n  one occasion, 
when the rate was placed in the 
case, the rat bit the snake in­
stead of the snake biting the 
rat. This didn't have m u c h  ef­
fect on the snake; as Jack said, 
"I guess he wasn't loo hungry 
that day."

The Bahama Boa, which is in 
the Science Building, is not 
large enough to squeeze a per­
son to death, according to Jack. 
H e  went on to say that, al­
though most people frequently 
connect this characteristic 
with boas, it is really a very 
u n c o m m o n  occurrance.

‘Jt is believed that any boa 
over 14 feet long could conceiv­
ably kill a man, but there have 
been k n o w n  only two or three 
cases where this has happen­
ed,” Jack stated.
