Eyer Discusses Selection For Reading Prog.
John H. Stnrer’s “The W e b  

of Life,” the reading program 
selection to be read along with 
“Animal Farm” as announced 
in last week's Almanian, is a 
book on ecology.
Dr. Lester E. Eycr, head of 

the Biology department, has of­
fered some explanatory re­
marks about this book. “The 
W e b ” of interrelationships of 
plants and animals in their en­
vironment is clearly set forth,” 
he says. Dr. Eyer adds that the 
book stresses “m a n ’s role as a 
disturbing element in the bal­
ance obtained in natural c o m ­
munities.”

Staff members contacted in­
terested persons and began to 
expand their idea. Michigan 
supporters in Detroit, Wayne. 
Benton Harbor, and Ann Arbor 
donated funds while out-of- 
state patrons in Chicago, N ew  
York and Baltimore made con­
tributions.

“Most of those who donated 
were willing because they were 
interested,” says poetry editor 
Durward Collins of Houston, 
Tex.

Hoping it 
would, they contributed.”
Manuscripts were first receiv­

ed through U - M  English pro­
fessors who gave the names of 
students thought to be among 
the better campus writers.
• “Once it got' lotting.' people ' 

began hearing about Arbor 
and started to contribute,” Col­
lins explains.

Davis estimates that 200 
items were submitted for the 
first issue and already 50 more 
for the second issue, deadline 
M a y  1.

Though student devised, D a ­
vis says, the magazine is not 
truly a student publication. Of 
13 authors in the first issue 
only four are students. Ar­
bor's scope is national, and it 
aims for contributions from 
people throughout the coun­
try.Defining Arbor's objectives, 
Davis says: “W e  are not point­
ing toward any one Ameiican 
sensibility, political view, 
school, attitude, or form.

“There are many ways of 
writing— many kinds of sensi­
bilities and the magazine is not 
trying to establish one of these 
as valid, but rather to reflect 
areas in which American auth­
ors are working.

“W e  evaluate a play, an es­
say, or a short story fiction on 
this criterion: is its function 
fulfilled?”

Collins, a June 1959 U - M  
graduate, says Arbor's verse 
will have “calibre and fresh­
ness, but will show no single 
national character, and will be 
verse which fulfills itself 
through language and imag­
ery.”Mainly a subscription type 
magazine, Arbor's first issue is 
a pocket-sized edition and con­
tains twenty-three entries.

A  nationwide student protest 
called by the United States N a ­
tional Student Association a- 
gainst the recent arrest of 100 
Nashville, Tennessee students 
engaged in non-violent sit-ins 
against unfair discrimination 
has resulted in a deluge of oyer 
50 telegrams sent to Nashville 
students and city officials, and 
several standing strikes by stu­
dents across the nation.

The Association’s call for stu­
dents across the nation to ex­
press their support for the entire 
sit-in movement and their con­
demnation of the recent Nash­
ville incident has set off a chain 
of non-violent actions through­
out the country. Protest action 
began Monday.

The nationwide student pro­
test was called in direct protest 
of the Nashville arrest and 
treatment of students by city 
officials.

Telegrams deploring the ar­
rests and expressing sympathy 
with the sit-in movement pour­
ed in to Nashville students and 
Mayor Ben West and City Police 
Commissioner Hosey.
United States National Stu­

dent Association USNSA is a 
non-partisan confederation of 
student governments at almost 
400 American colleges and uni­
versities with an enrollment ex­
ceeding 1,200,000 students. 
Founded in 1947, it is the largest 
national union of students in 
the world.
The USNSA has sent tele­

grams to six southern Governors 
expressing sympathy for the 
sit-in movement in the South 
and demanding action on the 
part of government officials to­
ward equal opportunity for all 
in the South.The telegrams were sent to 
Governors of Georgia, Tennes­
see, North Carolina, Virginia, 
Florida, and Alabama.
The telegrams read:
O U R  WHOLEHEARTED 

SYMPATHY IS. EXTENDED 
TO THE COURAGEOUS STU­
DENTS STAGING SIT-INS IN 
THE SOUTH. WE VIEW THIS 
AS ONE OF THE MOST POSI­
TIVE STEPS TOWARD DE­
SEGREGATION SINCE 1954. 
W E  ARE SHOCKED AND DIS­
MAYED BY THE ARREST OF 
THESE STUDENTS FOR NO 
JUSTIFIABLE REASON. YOU,
