Freshman Scores 
Similar To 
Last Year

Hit All Time High;
761 Enroll For Sem. 149

Enrollment for semester 149 
has jumped to an estimated 761 
students as w e  go to press. This 
is an all time high, according to 
Miss Molly Parrish, registrar.

T h e  freshman class of 395 has 
greatly boosted the enrollment. 
T h e  class is 4 8 %  larger than 
last year’s freshman class, ac­
cording to John Kimball, Direc­
tor of Admissions.

T h e  class, of which there are 
130 w o m e n  and 165 men, is said 
to compare favorably with last 
year’s class concerning a c a d e m ­
ic ability.

Approximately one third of 
the class hold scholarships, 
with four times as m a n y  m e n  
on scholarship, said Kimball.

5 Day Week 
Shelved
Plans for a five day class 

week have been relucianlly 
set aside.

U p o n  reviewing pre-regis­
tration forms, Miss Molly Par­
rish, registrar; and Dr. William 
Boyd, Dea n  of the college; 
found that m a n y  students had 
class conflicts or unrealistically 
crowded schedules.
The return to a five and a 

half day week is a disappoint­
ment for many students, and 
according to Dean Boyd, "A 
far greater disappointment to 
the faculty."

The policy of a five day 
w e e k  will be tried again in a 
few years, B oy d  said.

Results of the freshmen tests 
given M o n d a y  and Tuesday in­
dicated an almost identical lev­
el of achievement to that of last 
year’s freshman class, according 
to Dr. H enry Klugh, director 
of the testing.

The distribution of scores was 
very similar to that of last 
year’s freshmen and the median 
score w a s  almost identical. The 
increase in size of the class, 
however, affected the propor­
tionate n u m b e r  of scores at each 
level in the scale, said Klugh.
The level of academic ability 

seems lo correlate with that 
which was indicated by the high 
school averages of the class, 
added Klugh.

The testing program includ­
ed a College Ability Test and 
Writing Test for all n e w  stu­
dents. But those freshmen with 
a high school average above 
2.05 were excused from the 
Mathematics test and Reading 
Test.

Individual test results were 
m a d e  available to the students 
through their faculty advisers.

Shouts and Whispers
Seated in the rnited Nations Assembly 

along with Soviet Premier Nikita K h rush­
chev are (astro of Cuba, Kadar of H u n ­
gary. and G o m u l k a  of Poland, to n a m e  a 
J e w  of the faithful followers of the K r e m ­
lin brand of communism.

In this cold w a r  fought only with words 
of “peace,” and “propaganda,” Khrush­
chev has shown that his purpose is to win 
all of the Afro-Asian countries over to the 
communist cause.

Arriving on United States soil on M o n ­
day, Khrushchev w a s  greeted by a crowd 
as friendly as hurricane Donna, which pre­
ceded Nikita. His reception was bv far 
m a n y  degrees cooler than the chilly re­
ception of little* m o r e  than one year ago.

Khrushchev’s self proclaimed “propa­
ganda mission for the good of peace” has 
all of America on edge.

However, in this time of “propaganda,” 
“peace,” and “proposals” it might be wise 
to take another look at the U.N. assembly 
room.— S o m e  of the seats are empty.—  
Others which previously were filled with 
the once-free people of communist domi­
nated countries are n o w  tilled with imper­
sonators bearing the n a m e s  of these peo­
ple.

T h e  living m a y  “shout,” “propose,” 
“propagandize,” and “speak of peace.” But 
these once-filled assembly seats whisper 
softly to mank i n d ’s conscience.

Begin N e w  Program 
In Teacher Education

A l m a  College and the Public 
Schools of A l m a  are inaugurat- 
n g a program of cooperation in 
teacher education this Septem­
ber, as well as an exploratory 
study leading to an arrange­
ment that would permit select­
ed high school seniors to take 
Jreshman college courses.

In announcing this n e w  joint 
venture, Mr. H o m e r  Hendricks,

Superintendent of Schools, and 
Dr. William Boyd, D e a n  of the 
College, report that Mr. W a r d  
Shulls of the local high school 
has been appointed as an Asso­
ciate Professor in the Depart­
ment of Education.

Shults will direct the student 
teaching program at the secon­
dary school level for the college 
and teach one course each se­

mester in the Education D e ­
partment. H e  will continue to 
w o r k  in the Guidance Depart­
m en t  at the high school.

T h e  details of the n e w  pro­
g r a m  which would permit out­
standing high school seniors to 
enroll for freshman courses at 
the college, will be w or ke d  out 
by a joint committee composed 
of personnel from both the high 
school and the college faculty.

This kind of cooperative ef­
fort between the public schools 
and the college represents a n e w  
arrangement which promises to 
serve the best interests of both 
institutions.

After 
all. these m e n  are experienced instructors, they can predict with 
accuracy a certain amount of similarity a m o n g  all students, year 
alter year. But there still remains that initial uncertainty ex­
pressed in the classroom tableau of new, unfamiliar faces.*

This will change rapidly. Most professors will have an accur- 
ale hole for Ihe peg in a shorl while, for one notices Ihe almosl des- 
perale struggle for the security of s ome sort of recognition a m o n g  
the n e w  students. The transition from cream of the crop to small 
pea is not an easy one to make. The effort, of course, reveals 
m u c h  to the professor and fellow students w h o  are astute enough 
to notice, understand, and sympathize.

In one way, this is indeed unfortunate, for soon small, tight- 
k m  cliques form in which the individual m a y  regain a measure 
of Unit ost security of recognition, but only at the price of his in­
dividuality. Fellowship with other individuals is thus forfeited and 
the influence of another individual upon the clique is avoided and 
rebuffed at every instance. Remem be r:  This is an institution dedi­
cated to the training of ministers of Jesus Christ w h o  is the very 
personified repudiation of the identity-submerging group. O n e  
quickly learns that even in seminary there is a want for a higher 
level ol maturity than sometimes comes to them.

N o w h e r e  has this last thought been more forcibly expressed 
than in the orientation lecture on the library. T h e  seminary has 
the smallest (in size) library of any United Presbyterian seminary 
hut its quality is second only to that of Princeton’s library. (Prince­
ton. being older, of course includes in its collection volumes which 
arc no longer available to other libraries.!
