Twain Leclure, 
Vance Packard Here In Nov.

T w o  Lecture-Concert Series 
events will take place during 
the m o n t h  of November.

‘•An Evening With M a r k  
Twain,” by George William 
Smith, will be Friday evening, 
N o v e m b e r  4.

Vance Packard will lecture 
on “O u r  Morality and the Hid­
den Persuaders” the following 
Friday evening, N o v e m b e r  11.

Smith is a professor of 
speech, radio, and television at 
M cC or mi ck  Theological S e m ­
inary in Chicago. In the cos­
tume of M a r k  Twain, he will 
give a lecture like those given 
by the great humorist himself 
around the year 1905.

T h e  professor, w h o  takes an 
hour a n d  a half to dress and 
m ak e- up  for the part, has been 
called "a remarkable likeness" 
to Samuel Clemens. H e  speaks 
from various selections written 
by Clemens.

Packard, w h o  will appear 
the following week, is the well- 
k n o w n  author of Hidden Per­
suaders, Status Seekers, and 
his latest. T h e  Waste Makers.

A. social critic, this writer 
pioneered in alerting the 
American public to techniques 
of persuasion in “depth adver­
tising.”

H e  began research on the 
subject in the early 1950’s. 
Hidden Persuaders, on this top­
ic, w a s  published in 1957 and 
was soon a best-seller. It was 
translated into nine languages, 
and nearly a million copies 
are n o w  in print.

A  native of Pennsylvania, 
Packard has been an author, 
writer, and teacher since re­
ceiving his M.A. in Journalism 
from Columbia University over 
twenty years ago.

U. S. Foreign Policy 
Biggest Election Issue 
Says LaPalombara

Thursday, October 20, in . 
D un ni ng  Chapel at 10 a.m., Mr. 
Joseph LaPalombara spoke to 
the assembled student b od y  on 
the topic “Foreign Policy and 
the National Election of 1960.” 
This program was the third 
convocation program of semes­
ter 149.

Foreign policy, LaPalombara 
stressed, is the most important 
issue in this election. For today 
is a day of insecurity in inter­
national affairs. In fact, he said, 
the United States has been in 
continual crisis since 1939.

T h u s  our position of leader­
ship in the world will entail the 
taking of certain very definite 
steps in our foreign policy if w e  
w a n t  to survive, said L a P a l o m ­
bara.

O n e  such step, he said, will 
be a development of arms 
strong enough to maintain the 
balance of p o w e r  in the world. 
However, even in this frame­
work, he stressed, w e  must 
v/ork for disarmament.

Also, if w e  are to survive, 
said LaPalombara, w e  must 
w o r k  for the establishment and 
maintenance of a stable world 
system.

Mr. LaPalombara finished his 
talk by listing several very i m ­
portant illusions under which 
American foreign policy has 
been conducted in the past and 
whi ch  must be removed if fu­
ture foreign policy is to be ef­
fective.

Alma College, if by chance you hadn’t 
been informed, has abolished athletic 
scholarships and grants, which previously 
h ave amounted to as m u c h  as $300 plus

The pay 
rate increase was to ma ke  up for these 
former grants; therefore, athletes had to be given jobs.

1° add to the confusion, somehow, two 
lists for job placement were started in 
the chaos of s u m m e r  vacation and confer­
ences— one by the Dean of Men, and one

Since athletic grants had been abolished, 
job preference had to be given athletes 
w h e n  the final list w a s  compiled. The re­
sult w a s  that some m e n  were bumped 
trom their jobs, although most have by 
this time been assigned new jobs.

Signs of Great Potential
T w o  major (and somewhat mysterious) 

changes have occurred on this campus 
during the past two weeks. T h e  first was 
the unannounced (and somewhat m y s ­
terious) appearance, one by one, of certain 
large, pennant-shaped, maroon and beige, 
name-bearing, scottish-bagpiper-adorned 
signs on each campus building. T h e  sec­
ond was the disappearance (also rather 
mysterious) of most of these signs during 
the night before Homecoming.
