The Status 
Seekers, and The Waste Mak­
ers, will speak tonight at 8 in 
Dunning Chapel on "Our Mor­
ality and the Hidden Persuad­
ers." This is the third event in 
the current Lecture-Concert 
series, and tickets will be avail­
able through 5 p.m. today at the 
desk in Reid-Knox.

Vs. Big Business

Patridge Dominates 
Four Crafty Men 
In Novel Way

“The Solid Gold CadiUae^' 
concerns the adventures of 
little old lady in Big Business 
A  retired actress, Mrs. Laura 
Patridge, goes to a stockholders’ 
meeting for the very first time 
and asks som e  embarrassing 
questions.

In order to shut her up the 
four crafty executives of G e n ­
eral Products, the corporation 
in question, m a k e  her Director 
of Stockholders’ Relations. Mrs. 
Patridge’s sole duty is to ans­
w e r  letters from the stockhold­
ers. W h e n  she doesn’t receive 
any letters, she begins writing 
some. T h e  result is that she 
gains control of the corpora­
tion through stockholders’ prox­
ies. She then fires the four 
crooks and lives happily ever 
after.

Admission to the play is free. 
But tickets must be obtained 
for all seats and can be picked 
u p  at Tyler box office begin­
ning Monday, N o v e m b e r  14.

W h a t  are the reactions of 
local representatives of the field 
of sociology end psychology 
toward Vance Packard’s Hidden 
Persuader's, subject of this eve­
nings lecture?

Dr. Irene Linder, of Ihe So­
ciology Deparimeni, feels "a lit­
tle uneasy" about Packard's re­
ferral to social scientists in­
volved in motivational research 
(MR), feeling that this might 
create a false impression of the 
role of social scientists.

“Social scientists generally 
don’t use their knowledge to 
manipulate people,” she says, 
“and this is neither their high­
est purpose nor their greatest 
contribution to society.”

Dr. Linder also points out 
that “all social scientists d o n ’t 
agree with the over-emphasis in 
the book on psycho-analysis." 
In t h i s  psychoanalytically- 
oriented book, unconscious fac­
tors play a large part, but Dr. 
Linder questions the testability 
of m u c h  of the theory.

“Advertising definitely af­
fects us, but not so unconscious­
ly as the book might indicate,” 
says Dr. Linder. “O u r  culture 
does stress bigness, status sig­
nificance, and sex appeal ( e m ­
phasis on the desire of approval 
by the opposite sex, making sex 
articles of m a n y  products,” she 
adds, “but these things affect 
behavior more consciously than 
unconsciously.”
Dr. Henry Klugh, of the Psy­

chology Department, has pre­
viously expressed his views on 
Hidden Persuaders in an Octo­
ber 15 almanian article.

In the article, Klugh points 
out that Packard’s book violates 
two scientific principles rather 
frequently.

Estimate Damage At $100,000; 
Cause Yet Remains Unknown

Last Monday evening about six o’clock while walking 

east on Superior Street toward the remains ol the Strand 
Iheatre, I saw in the dim light a sizeable crowd that had 
gathered, perhaps to pay last respects to a dying build­
ing. But, as I drew closer, I saw that the center of at­
traction was a huge crane and wrecking hall which were 
carrying out the death sentence.

Making m y  w a y  through the crowd, I noticed the 
expressions on the faces of the crowd of nearly one-hun­
dred. Each expression was different, ranging from mild 
curiosity to almost downright sadism and pleasure at 
seeing the hall demolish the structure.

The building could hardly be classified as human, 
hut these avid onlookers almost reminded m e  of a fight 
between two small hoys in which one was being beaten 
while the crowd cheered the victor with “hit h i m  again, harder!”

The crane and hall were slowly hut surely knocking 
a w a y  chunks ot brick, and with each succeeding blow

m e m b e r s  of the c r o w d  shouted 
approval to the crane operator, 
saying in effect. “Well, you’re 
finally getting the h a n g  of it.” 

Making m y  w a y  to the City 
Drug, I s a w  Frank Warden, the 
manager of the Strand Theatre.
I told h i m  that I w a s  a reporter 
for the A L M A N I A N  and s a w  
his expression say, “Oh, no, not 
another one!" H e  resigned 
himself to his fate a n d  mutter­
ed with a slight smile. “Well, 
that’s seven down, and one 
more to go." I imagine I w a s  
the eighth and probably least 
welcome reporter to see him 
that day. W e  went inside where 
I found out what the story was.

At 4:28 that m or ni ng  a pa­
perboy had looked u p  to see 
flames shooting from the the­
atre. H e  turned in the alarm 
and the police in turn called 
W a r d e n  w h o  arrived in time to 
open the doors for the fire­
men. T h e  fire originated in the 
rear of the building in the vi­
cinity of a newly-installed gas 
furnace, but the cause of the 
fire is still unknown.
The Alma and St. Louis fire 

departments fought the blaze, 
with the Ithaca fire depart­
ment standing by in case it 
was needed. One fireman was 
sent to the hospital when he 
fell from a ladder and was over­
come by smoke. Two otherfl 
were hit by falling bricks, but 
were unhurt.

T he  fifty-foot high flames 
were subdued to clouds of 
s moke by mid morning, but 
the theatre was a total loss. 
Lighting equipment, curtains, 
screen, lenses and projectors 
were ruined. Although all four 
walls remained little could ba 
said for the interior. It was a 
shambles of fallen brick, beams, 
and debris. The roof hart col-

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Irony In The Fire
Congrats to all tho.^e w h o  pooled their 

ideas and efforts to promote the new regu­
lations Dr. w o m e n ’s hours. W e  feel that 
this indicates move m e n t  a w a y  from the 
narrov regulations often associated with 
a college of religious affiliation, and more 
toward the truly “liberal” college A l m a  
seeks to be.

Yet we can’t help but muse over Ihe 
absurdly ironical thought that perhaps 
fate, moved to action by the turning over 
in their graves of our Puritanistic pred­
ecessors, caused the fire in the only local 
theater just before these liberal hours 
were to go into effect.

Let's Not Kid Ourselves
The following is the opinion held by one 

m e m b e r  of the Editorial Board of the 
almanian. Since the rest of the Board 
believe in freedom of the press, we are 
running the editorial.

There are some people on this campus 
w h o  think that an “honor system” would 
work at Alma. Sometimes w e  question 
this belief. There are too m a n y  people 
on this campus w h o  cannot be reached 
concerning the idea of morals. They 
could be called “ ihe Untouchables”.

The I ntouchables think they are above 
the rule.- that govern the rest of us. They 
are special. C o m m o n  courtesies don’t ap­
ply to them. Rules against cheating are 
not obeyed by these people.

Rules are set up for the good of the 
people; the good people are satisfied and 
abide by them. Rut, the Untouchables 
don’t even acknowledge these rules.

Current magazines in the library cannot 
be checked out during the day. They

only can be taken out after nine and by 
signing, in advance, the reserve list. W h y  
is it then on m a n y  afternoons one can 
walk up to the cases containing these m a g ­
azines and find half of them missing? 
They are not in the building being read 
either. W h e r e  are they?

Th ey  are in some Untouchable’s room 
being used illegally. After all, weren’t 
laws ma de  to be broken? These guys 
think the rest of the school revolves 
around their whims.

Can blame be placed on the library? 
Can librarians “shake d o w n ” every per­
son w h o  leaves the building? Perhaps 
the library should instigate a procedure 
like so me  reference libraries have. If a 
student is caught taking a book out of the 
building which is not supposed to Vie taken 
out, he is E X P E L L E D .

Educotors, W e  Salute You
W e  would like to be a m o n g  the f>st to 

welcome the delegates to the Ninth A n ­
nual Education D a y  Conference which will 
be held on this campus tomorrow.

This conference, held at the end of N a ­
tional Education Week", will be composed 
of former A l m a  students w h o  are now in 
their first and second years of teaching.

This is National Education Week, and 
w e  will try to illustrate what has happened 
to education in the past 10 years to uplift 
the system and provide happier days for 
education.

About 10 years ago a tremendous cry 
rose about the “school problem”— short­
age of classrooms, low teacher pay and 
too few teachers, especially in science and 
mathematics. With typical urgency, com­
munities went to work, producing amaz­
ing results.

Ten years ago hardly one-fifth of the 
students entering college would consider 
teaching. Today, nearly one-third of all 
college graduates are choosing teaching 
careers.

F r o m  1949 to 1959, school instructional 
staffs increased 51 per cent, compared 
with an increase in the entire civilian la­
bor force of 12 per cent. The number of 
graduates qualified to teach m a t h e m a ­
tics and science doubled in the short span 
of five years from 1954 to 1959.

In constant dollars, the pay of public 
school teachers increased 45 per cent in 
the 10 years, while that of all employed 
persons went up only 29 per cent. Teacher 
salaries have more than doubled since 
1946, averaging around $5,000 last year.

During the decade, 567,000 classrooms 
were completed— 200,006 replacements and 
‘167,000 additional ones. T h e  U. S. Office 
of Education estimates 610,000 classrooms 
will be needed by 1969. In the last five 
years, an average of 67,360 classrooms 
per year have been built.

Over all, it’s a sizeable record of accom­
plishment. The school situation seems to 
be changing from a “problem” to a point- 
with-pride proposition.

Thousands of gal­
lons of water were poured into 
the Strand all day to stop flash 
fires, and much water was used 
to water down the * walls of 
nearby structures. Damages 
were estimated by some indiv­
iduals at $100,000, but this fig­
ure is not official.
Upon an Inquiry of rebuild­

ing, Wordens' comment was, 
"no .comment.” Mrs. Cossody 
of Mid load, the iheetre's own­
er, wet unavailable for com- 
mint.
1 left the City Drug to watch 

a little more demolishing, and 
then turned toward home. I 
took one last look at the razed 
building, yhe piles of brick, the 
broken windows, fallen mar­
quee, and.smashed walls think­
ing how only 24 hours earlier no 
one was even vaguely aware 
of what was to happen. The 
evening before, "Midnight 
Lace” was shown and it proved 
to be the final motion picture 
shown in Alma’s Strand The­
atre.
And so the last motion pic­

ture theatre in Alma is history.

And he says that although . . 
“there can be no legitimate 
quarrel with Packard’s central 
thesis ... it is unfortunate that 
these two chapters ‘the last 
two, used to question the valid­
ity and morality of MR) do not 
constitute a large part of the 
book.”

Persuaders," seemingly would 
meet with this desire, as point- 
ad out by Dr. Lindar's state­
ment ihat she expects the lec­
ture will "question M R  ethical­
ly and also the rightness of ma­
nipulating people."

The United States National 
Student Association <USNSA>, 
which rnet at Kalamazoo Col­
lege N o v e m b e r  4-6. will hold 
its Spring Regional conference 
March 24-26 here at A l m a  
College.

The second measure was a 
vote to encourage m e m b e r  
schools to send delegates to the 
Michigan Area Foreign Stu­
dent’s Conference. It will be 
held N o v e m b e r  23-27 at W a y n e  
State University.

A  resolution urging all m e m ­
bers to set up a World Universe 
Service W e e k  M arch 13-17 w a s  
the third item passed.

The organization then voted 
to c o m m e n d  W a y n e  State U n i ­
versity for rescinding its ban on 
outside speakers, which had 
been in effect since 1950.

The final order of business, 
passed unanimously, w a s  a 
declaration of concern urging 
an improvement in the 1961- 
1962 budget appropriation to 
maintain higher education.

Dr. L y n n  Bartlett, superin­
tendent of public instruction in 
Michigan, was the featured 
speaker. H e  spoke on the chal­
lenge ahead in higher educa­
tion.

Election of the Michigan R e ­
gion Vice-Chairman was held. 
Sue Little. A l m a  College, and 
N a o m i  Pullman. W a y n e  State
