Class Explores Lake Basin 
Formed By Last Glacier
v 11̂ ’ 1wh,ch t()ok p,ace on Wednesday and Thursday .November 9 and 10, was to examine the geology of an an­cient lake basin believed to have been formed by a block of ice left buried after the last glacier

One of the main jobs of the study was to determine
the contour of the original lake
basin, which has since been fill­
ed with peat and peat moss. 
This contour w as discovered by 
depth soundings done by one 
group of the geology students.

B y  examining the geological 
features of the original lake 
basin, the class and its leader, 
Dr. Eyer. have discovered some 
things which lead them to be­
lieve they can even k n o w  ap­
proximately the shape and size 
of the block of ice which form­
ed the original lake basin.

hollow in a field.
The second trip was an all­

day trip to Silver Lake, where 
the effects of wind were noted 
on a big lake (Lake Michigan), 
a small lake (Silver Lake), and 
on the dunes which stretch be­
tween the two lakes.

A  trip to a floodplain on the 
Pine River (at T w i n  Bridges) 
w a s  the third study. At  this 
time deposits on the natural 
levees of the river and on the 
flood plain proper were e x a m ­
ined. F r o m  information obtain­
ed by  this examination conclus­
ions were m a d e  concerning the 
various climate changes which 
have occurred in the area of 
the Pine River. Also, shifts in 
the river channel which have 
occurred in the past were noted.

Geology students, w h o  must 
write report papers on these 
field trips, have spent a total of 
about 20 hours on *he actual 
trips.

Biology Profession Panel 
Speaks For Tri-Beta Meet

Five Biology Fields Told Of,
Members Receive Advice For Careers
Five m e n  from five professional fields in the biol­

ogical sciences answered questions on their various pro­
fessions at a Tri Beta-sponsored panel discussion Thurs­
day evening, November 10. The m e n  were: Dr. Jack 
H u m m ,  from Ithaca, representing the field of dentistry; 
Dr. Clarence Hoogerland, Alma, representing the field 
of medicine; Dr. Richard Remsberg, representing the os­
teopathic field; Dr. Lester Eyer, representing college pro­
fessors; and Dr. Richard Allen, representing the field of veterinary medicine.

T h e  questions directed to the 
panel concerned the factors to 
consider in deciding upon a 
profession in the biological 
sciences. Thus the exact nature 
of the work of each profession 
represented w a s  discussed. Al­
so asked of the panel were the 
personal requirements for a 
successful practice in each pro­
fession, suggestions for pre- 
Prof ssional course election, 
type and duration of graduate 
study required, and financial 
aid available for such study.

In answering the various 
questions the panel agreed that 
it was first of all, of prime i m ­
portance that a person enter­
ing any one of their fields be 
willing to spend time and 
m o n e y  on further education, 
and that that person enjoy 
working with people and have 
a desire to serve them.

M o r e  specifically it was stat­
ed that in the various areas 
from two to eight years is re­
quired to complete graduate 
studies. Almost without ex ­
ception. they felt that scholar­
ships, assistant-ships, and loans 
were readily available to stu­
dents desiring to do graduate 
study.
AUo stressed by the panel 

was the suggestion that even 
if a student does plan to enter 
a specialized area of study, he 
should still get a liberal educa- 
iion in undergraduate school.
For. as they said, it is only in 
undergraduate school that one 
has the chance to take courses 
outside of one's field of major 
interest.

However, they said, this does 
not m e a n  that one should 
necessarily only take the mini­
m u m  hours required by his 
major, for the one w h o  takes 
mor e  is usually at a slight ad­
vantage in the first year or 
two of graduate school.

After the panel told of some 
personal experiences which 
had been rewarding and satisfy­
ing to t he m  in their profession, 
the meeting adjourned to re­
freshments and informal con­
versation.

Albion Abolishes 
A,B,C,D,E Scale

Albion College announced 
last wee k  in the Albion Pleiad 
that it will no longer use the 
A, B, C, D, E, scale for mid-se­
mester grades. A  progress re­
port will be substituted consist­
ing of H, M, L, and N  designa­
tions.

H  signifies that continuation 
at this level will probably re­
sult in a final grade of A  or B.
M  signifies that continuation 

at this level of quality will 
probably result in a C.
L signifies that continuation 

at this level will probably re­
sult in a D or E.

N  signifies that no progress 
reoort grade is required at mid- 
semester. This designation is 
reserved for honors courses 
seminars, or ether similar inde­
pendent study courses.

This change in the grading 
procedure was the result of a 
study of the system m a d e  by a 
faculty committee. The action 
reflects the faculty’s feeling 
that mid-semester grades have 
taken the significance of final 
grades, rather than progress 
grades.

A l m a  College is offering between semesters 150 and 151, 
its first organized tour. The tour will be a ti;ip to N e w  York 
City and will emphasize, says Miss Nola Hatten, director of stu­
dent activities, “the theatre, art, general sightseeing, and fun.”

Points of interest to be visited will include the United N a ­
tions, the American Stock Exchange. Radio City Music Hall, 
G ug g e n h e i m  M u s e u m ,  Metropolitan M u s e u m  of Art, Greenwich 
Village, Chinatown, the Empire State Building, and Saint Pat­
rick’s Cathedral. There will also be two evenings at the theatre.

The tour will start on January 30, and end on February 4. 
Transportation will be by American Airlines jot, leaving from 
Metropolitan Airport in Detroit, and arriving at Idlewild Inter­
national Airport in N e w  York.

T h e  d a y ’s program, although 
not formally scheduled, will be­
gin with an opening session at 
10 a.m. in the D o w  Science 
building.

The professors, 32 in all if 
there is 100 %  attendance, plan 
to get acquainted and discuss 
c o m m o n  problems, tour the 
D o w  Science building, and hold 
a luncheon meeting in V a n  Dus- 
en Lounge at noon.

ments. The three student m e m ­
bers are Dave Ebert, Robert 
Sawyer, and Charles Chrki- 
ian. .The committee promotes 
''a distinotive Christiaa com­
munity of learning in which 
God will be known and glori­
fied.”

It fosters an understanding 
of the relation of all learning 
to the Christian faith, and it 
leads in promoting the enrich­
ment of the spiritual, intel­
lectual, and cultural life of the 
college. It assists the college 
pastor in planning for and con­
ducting chapel services. It is 
an advisory council to all re­
ligious organizations on c a m ­
pus.

T h e  Concert and Special L e c ­
tures Committee consists of a 
chairman and t w o - additional 
faculty members. These are 
appointed. There are two fac­
ulty m e m b e r s  elected for two- 
year staggered terms. T h e  
three student m e m b e r s  are R o ­
bert Tarte, Janice Redmond, 
and Judy Gay. T h e  committee 
develops and implements a 
program of co-curricular e d u ­
cation through special lectures 
and concerts.

This committee engages 
speakers and artists and pro­
vides for their payment. It 
m a k e s  all the various arrange­
ments for the series such as 
the advertising.

T h e  Judicial Committee con­
sists of an appointed chair­
m a n  (the Vice-President), the 
D e a n  of M e n  and the Dean of 
W o m e n  (ex officio members'), 
and three faculty m e m b e r s  and 
three students appointed by the 
Student Council.

Only M I A A  School 
At Ohio Meet

Four students and one staff 
m em be r,  drove on Saturday, 
N o v e m b e r  12. to Ohio State U n ­
iversity for the Region V Asso­
ciation of College Unions C o n ­
ference. A l m a  College is the 
only M.I.A.A. school which is 
a m e m b e r  of this organization.

Discussions were held on 
profit-making programs, pro­
graming aspects of college 
unions, the training of m e m b e r s  
in union work, finances, and 
projected planning in college 
unions.

Aid Program For 
Prospective Profs.
A l m a  College this year con­

tinues a program of scholarship 
aid to those interested in college 
teaching.

Kurt Frevel, English; Harold 
Kirkpatrick, Biology; M a r k  R y ­
an, Chemistry; and James 
White, Economics; are seniors 
participating in the program.

Margaret Emmert, English; 
Michael Pritchard, Philosophy; 
D o n n  Neal, History; and Rich­
ard Daugherty, History; are 
juniors receiving scholarships.
Frevel, Pritchard, Miss Em- 

merl, and Neal hold these schol­
arships for the second year.
This is the fourth year of a 

scholarship program of this 
type, according to Doan Wil­
liam Boyd, and this year the 
name "Reims Scholar” has 
been dropped, although the 
Relm Foundation has assisted 
in the program.

important military object to the 
U. S.. an important political 
symbol o! the inter-American 
group and m a k e  the O A S  
genuinely multi-lateral by 
strengthening the role of our 
Latin American partners in the 
organization, Blanksten said.

A n  O A S  - controlled canal 
would also allow the United 
States to "stay one jump ahead” 
of trouble in Panama, where a 
revolution has been predicted 
in the near future, ht- said.

Asked about .the possibility 
of such a revolution as predict­
ed by Dr. Joseph LaPalombnra, 
a ret ent convocation speaker 
from M S U ,  Dr. Blanksten 
stated that “all indications 
point to this.”

"I don't k n o w  h o w  the S e n ­
ate will react to this sugges­
tion of giving u p  the control of 
the canal fo the OAS," Blank- 
teen aded, "and if will be a 
difficult challenge to fhe United 
States.”

T h e  group will also suggest 
that the headquarters of the 
O A S ,  n o w  in Washington D. C., 
be m o v e d  to a Latin American 
location. This m o v e  would also 
prevent Latin American feelings 
that the O A S  is a United States 
tool. |

Blanksten r ade other c o m ­
ments on the United States for­
eign policy toward Latin A m e r ­
ica. H e  stated that the U.S has 
“a certain justice in ‘turning 
our back’ ” on the Caribbean, 
as w e  can no longer afford to 
treat them as favored nations 
due lo our international re­
sponsibilities since World W a r  
II and due to the danger of a 
satellite relationship if the U.S. 
gave m o r e  aid to Latin America 
than to other underdeveloped 
areas. W e  have not decreased 
our aid to Latin America, he 
pointed out, but increased it in 
other directions.

Asked to c o m m e n t  on the 
G o o d  Neighbor policy, Blank­
sten said that “a whole set of 
problems m a k e  the luxury of 
the G o o d  Neighbor policy hard 
to afford.” H e  cited the e x a m ­
ple of Canadian resentment of 
association with Latin America.

Books For Africa Reached Nairobi; 
Library There Not Yet Open

Last year A l m a  College was the center of a Synod project 
Of the United Presbyterian Church in the U.S.A. Books were 
collected from all over the state and wer e  left at our c a m p u s  to 
be sorted and packed for shipping to Nairobi, Kenya, East Africa, 
where they were to be used in forming a library there. F r o m  
about 100,000 books which w er e  left at the college, student w o r k ­
ers selected about 60,000 to be sent.

A  dedication ceremony w a s  held for the packed books on 
the afternoon of Sunday, M a y  15, 1960. T h e  main speaker was 
Dr. James Robinson, whose visit to A l m a  during Religion and 
Life W e e k  in February, i960, started A l m a ’s interest in the mat­
ter. The 75,000 pounds of books were laid on the lawn in the 
form of a m a p  of Africa during the ceremonies, and were then 
packed in semi-trucks which took them to N e w  York City.

Last w e e k  D o u g  Wilson, retired chairman of the project, 
received information on w ha t  has become of the books. After be­
ing delayed a short time in N e w  York City, they were shipped 
to Nairobi.

However, due to lack of funds, the library has not yet opened. 
Mrs, Ruth Njiiri, w h o  will be in charge of the n e w  library, is

As  you m a y  well remember, 

last year, our campus w a s  the 
cente^r of a Synod project of 
the United Presbyterian Church 
in the U.S.A. W e  were the 
dum pi ng  ground for s om e  100,-
000 books to be sorted and 
packed for shipping to Nairo­
bi. Kenya, East Africa, to be 
used m  forming a library there. 
After the sorting was done, we 
finally readied about 60.000 
books and on the afternoon of 
M a y  15, 1960, they were laid 
out on the chapel lawn in the 
form of a large m a p  of Africa. 
W e  were visited by m a n y  digni­
taries of Michigan, the United 
States and som e  of world 
stature. The books— all 75,000 
pounds of them— left here on 
M o n d a y  morning, M a y  16 in 
three semi-truck loads which 
arrived in N e w  York City a few 
days later. That was the last we 
heard about our project.

This last week, I received the 
latest word as to the position of 
over 5,000 hours of hard labor. 
Our books were delayed in N e w  
^ork due to s o m e  technicalities, 
but finally were put on the boat. 
They have arrived in Nairobi. 
Only one thing remains to be 
noted. T h e  library is not yet 
open, due to a lack of sufficient 
funds, but Mrs. Ruth Njiiri, 
w h o  is to be in charge of the 
n e w  building, is in this country 
n o w  seeking funds. It is hoped 
that our project will be in use 
in the near future and w e  will 
be sent s om e  pictures from 
Nairobi of the finished product.

H e  c o m m e n t ­
ed on this by  saying, " W h a t  has 
been said about Spanish Senor- 
itas is definitely true. T h e  girls 
in San Jose are s o m e  of the 
most beautiful I have ever seen, 
and the most charming. They 
are an interesting mixture of 
grace, poise, beauty, and femin­
inity, characteristics I feel som e  
American w o m e n  have forgot­
ten, especially that of feminin­
ity.”

“I was accompanied on all 
dates by the girl’s older sister. 
These dates were to the movies 
and directly back home. At first 
having a third party with w h o m  
to share our fun seemed a w k ­
w a r d  to me, but I soon adjusted 
to the situation and it no longer 
bothered me.

The enthusiasm elicited from 
Pahl w h e n  questioned about his 
trip was convincing of the en ­
joyable and educational time 
he had. H e  said, “I really want 
to go back! I plan to drive with 
Hernon and a third party by 
w a y  of the P a n  American high- 
w a v  to Costa Rica this coming 
June.”

A  dream for m a n y  people be­
came a reality for A l m a ’s Bill 
Pahl. i ? said this about his 
trip. "A  trip like this is s o m e ­
thing I think worthwhile for ev­
eryone regardless of the coun­
try visited, because it m akes 
you cognizant of the fact that 
other people do live in this 
world and it teaches you to re­
spect them as they respect you 
and your ways.”

* * *Dear Almanian Editor,
A  note to the unhappy R e ­

publicans and discerning D e m ­
ocrats: M a n y  of us are not what 
you would say overjoyed with 
the results of the national elec­
tion. however in m a n y  ways w e  
(Republicans) did win..One, w e  
n o w  have a real Republican 
Republican Party with a strong 
party leader. Mr. Lindemcr, 
the Republican State Chairman, 
commented that contrary to 
what is expected Republicans 
around the state have not 
“died on their feet,” but have 
been “pepped up ” by  this de­
feat. Two, w e  gained twenty- 
one seats in the U. S. House and 
two in the U. S. Senate. Three, 
w e  re-established our control 
in the Michigan legislature with 
a 56-54 majority and w e  still 
control the Michigan Senate. 
Four, the people w h o  voted on 
the issues voted in two basic 
points of the Republican State 
Platform. Five, w e  Republicans 
scored a nearly 3 to 1 victory 
here in Gratiot county, putting 
in an entirely Republican slate. 
Six, w e  elected a Republican 
State Senator for this district, 
Mr. Stahlin. Finally, w e  elect­
ed a fine Republican candidate, 
Mr. Jam es  Harvey, to serve the 
eighth congressional district as 
its U. S. congressman. But to 
even top all these things off, 
our m a n  N I X O N  has the major­
ity support of more states than 
Mr. K e n n e d y  and N I X O N ’S 
popular vote is only two tenths 
of one per cent behind Mr. 
K e n n e d y ’s and this figure is 
getting smaller all the time.

So w h e n  you look at the 
whole picture w e  Republicans 
by no m eans suffered a lethal 
blow, but instead a somewhat 
painful reminder to G E T  O U T  
A N D  W O R K  F O R  ’62 and ’64,

M y ,  
what a rotten team A lm a  must 
have.” (Alma lost to Albion 
21 to 0.)

T h e  Almanian’s reply was: 
"If w e  had been unsportsman­
like last year w e  would have 
said, M.A.C. (Michigan Agri­
cultural College) beat us 57-0. 
and Notre D a m e  beat us 62-0. 
(Alma beat Albion 33-0.) M y ,  
my, wha t  a r-o-t-t-e-n team 
Albion must have. Still, on  
looking back a f e w  years w e  
don’t blame Albion for rejoic­
ing: their victories over A l m a  
come about as often as H a l ­
ley’s comet.”

All in all, 1914 was a bad 
football year for Alma. T h e  
team w o n  two, lost five, and 
tied one.

The 1914 basketball .picture 
looked brighter.

“Captain Cook and his m e n  
had little difficulty in winning 
a rather one-sided g am e  from 
the University of Detroit aggre­
gation Thursday evening by the 
score of 29-17. T h e  first four 
minutes ol the g a m e  were hard 
fought and the visitors put up  
a good brand of basketball, but 
after the Maroon and C r e a m  
machine got started there w a s  
nothing to it.”

In 1914, the Scots finished 
the season second in the 
M.I.A.A. with a record of five 
wins and one loss.

Jumping ahead 21 years in 
lime, w e  find the undefeated 
football ieam of 1935. The 
Scots were M.I.A.A. c h a m p ­
ions. piling up 163 points to 
their opponents 13.

"The lowly Albion College 

Britons pulled a surprise by 
scoring in the final minutes of 
play last Saturday, as the Scots 
pulled through with their final 
M.I.A.A. victory, 12-7 before 
the largest H o m e c o m i n g  crowd
since the depression.”
