Dean Announces 
Language Test 
For 61-62 Frosh
The language requirements 

for the class coming in in the 
fall of 19G1 have been slightly 
changed, according to the Dean 
of the College.
Students up to now entering 

their freshman year with two 
years of language in high 
school have been required to 
either start in the second col­
lege year of that language, 
start a new language, or, if 
they wanted, to start in the first 
year of than language. How­
ever, in this latter case, no 
credit was given for the first 
/ear (two semesters) of that 
language.
Starting next fall, all stu­

dents having had a high school 
language will be required to 
take a proficiency exam in that 
language. If they score above a 
certain cutting score, they will 
be required to start in the sec­
ond year of that language or 
start a new language. If their 
score is below, they will be al­
lowed to start the language 
over again in college, and they 
will be allowed credit for one 
of ihe first two semesters.
