The 3-3 plan will be inaugurated in September,

1965

ing to the vote of the faculty at its monthly meeting last Monday.
Another -resolution passed at that time provides that no stu-
dent’ graduation would be delayed as a result of the shift to the

new academic calendar.

It is to be emphasized, says
Dean William Boyd, that
changes will not be retroactive
and students presently in resi-
dence need have no anxieties
about being adversely affected
by the change.

As the present sophomore
class will spend its senior year
under the new plan, all mem-
bers who are proceeding regu-
larly toward graduation will
not have to take more than the
standard nine courses during
his senior year.

Both recommendations were
brought to the faculty by the
Ad Hoc Committee which now
will address other problems,
says Boyd. One is the possible
change 1in teaching technique.

Working out the details is
now the task of eanh depart-
ment and the Curriculum
Committee. Between now and
January, 1965, each department
will re-examine its own offer-
ings to see 1if any changes
should be made.

At the same time, the Cur-
riculum Committee, headed by
Boyd, is responsible for exam-
ining graduation requirements
for possible changes.

Criticisms and/or suggestions
are welcomed from individuals
or responsible student groups,
Boyd says.

A series of class meetings is
being planned for discussion of
the new plan. Members of the
Ad Hoc committee will conduct
these voluntary evaluation ses-
sions in the near future.

Almanitan Receirves Informafion
About College Honor Systems;
Two Outlined n Some Detall

Some sizeable number of col-
leges and universities in this
country are run under some
kind of arrangement called an
“honor system.” The almanian
has recently received informa-
tion in regard to honor systems
in effect at Wooster and at An-
tioch. These proved to be in-
teresting both from the point of
view of their similarities and
their differences.

At Wooster the system is
limited to academic matters
and was adopted by the stud-
ents and faculty in the spring
of 1962. To date it has proven
to be a practical and worth-
while system there. It is based
on the premise that the student
has a responsibility to himself
and to the rest of his communi -
ty to uphold the ethical stand-
ards of the community.

It is a very formalized sys-
tem; the student is required to
sign a pledge to abide by the
honor code when he enters the
college and to write a state-
ment that he did not receive or
give help on every exam that he
takes.

The honor code at Wooster
also spells out in some detail
what acts are considered to be
a violation of the code and

specified one procedure to be
used in dealing with infractions
of this code. The student who
cheats is obliged to turn him-
self in within 48 hours for dis-
ciplinary action. Any students
who observe him cheating arc
honor bound to inform the
cheater that he was observed
and to turn him in.

The argument in favor of this
system is that there are certain
people who will cheat, and that
other students will allow this
to go on unless they are honor
bound to report an offender.

Discipline in the case of vio-
lation of the code 1is in the
hands of an academic board
who will meet in consultation
with the deans of the college.

“The Burmese Harp"
ENext Fim Offering

The eoFreRt International
Film Series presents The Bur-
mese Harp this Sunday evening
in Dow Auditorium at 8 This
1956 Japanese work isa power-
ful, haunting film about war
guilt. The story line follows a
Japanese private soldier whose
conscience drives him to re-
main in Burma to bury the
dead, in expiation for all the
sins of war.

In July, 1945, the war was
coming to an end for Japanese
units in Burma. Private Mi-
zushimas unit was crossing the
mountains to escape into Thai-
land. Mizushima, dressed as a
Burmese native, warned his
unit of ambush by walking
ahead and playing his harp as
a signal. The others are taken
prisoner and sent «j Mudan for
repatriation; Mizushima volun-
teers to convince a group of
last-ditch fighters of Japan’
official surrender. On his re-
turn, he is gripped by an obses-
sion to bury his slain country-
men. As prisoners depart for
home, they are confronted by a
mysterious wandering priest,
who plays a familiar Japanese
song of farewell, then disap-
pears into Burma.

In the year of its release, this
film won the San Giorgio prize
in competition at Venice, where
it was cited as the film which
best shows “men* capacity to
live with one another.” It be-
longs to a group of works by
director Kon Ichikawa which
display a gift for dramatizing
the conflict within people under
peculiar stress.

Critics have commented on
the authentic intensity of the
film and on the gentle pacifist
plea it presents. Reaction
among members of the Toron-
to Film Society speaks of it as
“one of the most humble and

yet forceful movies that | have
ever seen.”

The remaining numbers in
this International Film Series
are Citizen Kane (February 23),
I"m All Right, Jack (March 8),
and Eve Wants to Sleep (March
22).

To date, 115 series tickets
have been sold, says Mr. Wes-
ley C. Dykstra. For the series
to break even, there should be
160 to 170 holders of season
tickets.

Series tickets are still avail-
able for just $2.00 (or $3.50 a
pair for a married couple). They
may be obtained at Hood 203 or
at the Dow Lobby before the
showing Sunday evening. In-
dividual film admissions are
available at 75c each.

It was four otlock last Sat-
urday morning when the bus
rattled into Shagamu and
dumped out Phyllis and me.

This
rather surprised me, for I never
dreamed, when 1 firstsaw Sha-
gamu, that 1d ever call it
home, and 1in fact we had to
wait another hour for a ride to
Mayflower. The last part of
the trip was quite tiring so IVve
made use of Mayflower’ pres-
ent stillness with some good
long naps and reading.

System™ points out that a com-
munity operaies on the besis
of certain agreements among its
members; effective operation
Tests on the premise that mem-
bers can be relied upon to act
in accordance with these agree-
ments, without police or proct-
oring sysiems."

Provisions of Antioch’ hon-
or system include the absence
of head residents in the dorms,
no guard at the library door,
and a provision allowing stu-
dents to take exams out of the
classroom to any place that is
convenient to them.

Enforcement of the system is
on an informal basis. The em-
phasis is on helping the student
to take a responsible position in
tne community; ifpossible, vio-
lations are handled on an indi-
vidual basis. If one student is
aware of the violation of the
honor code by another he 1is
first supposed to discuss the
matter with the violator. If this

does not result in any
correction of the problenm
he may report the viola-

tion to officials of the com-
munity government.

A capacity crowd, including more than
300 Calvin followers, saw the Scots remain in
contention in the MIAA title race by belting
the Knights with their first league loss of the
season. Calvin isnow 7-1 and Alma 6-2 in
league play.

Bud Acton gave forth another tremen-
dous effort for Alma, scoring 36 points and keep-
ing his league leading average at 30.6.

The Scots had several other standouts in
this victory over the rugged Knights. Ray
Moore continued his torrid scoring pace of late
in adding 27 points and boosting his season
average to better than 19 points a game.

Their poise
and tight defense kept them in
the game all the way against
the touted Bulldogs.

Bud Acton was by far the
most outstanding player of the
game. His 15-point first half
sped the Scots to a 36-33 half-
time lead. The big junior for-
ward took game scoring honors
with 29 points, hitting half of
his 26 floor shots and three of
four free-throws. Acton was al-
so a bear on the boards, grab-
bing 21 rebounds.

It was John LaRue’ task to
hold down Ferris scoring ace
Bernie Kilpatrick. The Bull-
dog’s lightening-fast center had
trouble all night in getting past
LaRue* harassing defense. Kil-
patrick had 26 points for the
game, while against Calvin he
had scored 22 by halftime.

Little (in height but not abi-
lity) Jim Floras floor game
was also one of the key factors
in keeping the Scots* in the
game. His ball handling and de-
fensive moves kept Ferris on
its toes every minute that he
played.

Ferris’ ability to hit key bas-
kets and charity tosses late in
the game determined the final
outcome of the contest. Alma
led 66-63 when Ferris rallied
on baskets by Kilpatrick and
Ed Scott. Four free-throws in
the closing moments gave the
Bulldogs their margin of vic-
tory.

The 3,600 fans on hand in the
new $1v4 million fieldhouse
saw Ferris boost its season re-
cord to 13-3.
