A fourth period break and
four pass interceptions spurred
Olivets Comets to a come from
behind 14-13 win over the Alma

Scots last Saturday at Bahlke
Field.

The break, a third down
roughing penalty that gave the
Comets an automatic first down
deep in Scot territory, enabled
the visitors to continue their
drive and score with just 6:30
remaining in the game. A two-
point conversion play gave the
Comets their needed margin
of victory.

The Scots had been in com-
plete command of the game be-
fore the hectic fourth quarter
began. Coach Bill Carr™s eleven
scored early in the game when
freshman fullback John Milks
of East Lansing barreled over
the goal lire on a fourteen yard
play. Larry Kelly"s conversion
was good and the Scots led 7-0.

Alma’ second touchdown
came in the third quarter on a
dazzling 54 yard run by fresh-
man halfback Bruce Haines of
Roscommon. This time Kelleys
conversion was wide, but the
Scots led 13-6.

Early in the fourth quarter
the Scots again threatened to
score. However, the Comets
snared their first of four last
period pass interceptions as
they halted further Scot of-
fensive threats.

Despite the loss, the second
in three contests this season,
Alma®s offensive attack made
its best showing of the vyear.
