Alma Co'lege has always 
sought to answer the questions 
of her children through a lib­
eral arts educational program. 
Her courses of instruction are 
models of perceptible edifica­
tion. However, there are cer­
tain realms of knowledge not 
readily made available to the 
students, namely the facts of 
drinking.

Whether this void was cre­
ated by a lack of student inter­
est or because of already suf­
ficient knowledge is indiscern­
ible. Whatever the case, it has 
made students vulnerable to 
unreliable sources of informa­
tion (R.A.s, deans, parents, 
dates, etc.). To help remedy 
this situation, this column has 
provided the following factual 
and descriptive information to 
fill in the gap. Naturally, 
those under 2! have no interest 
in the following.
First, alcohol is a volatile, 

colorless liquid with an ether­

eal odor, obtained by fermen­
tation of a sugar-containing 
liquid It contains carbon, hy­
drogen, and oxygen.

“Ambassador of Good Will” 
award from Louisville, K e n ­
tucky, and because of his in­
terest and activity in the field 
of labor relations, was invited 
to be the Labor Da y  speaker 
in Toledo, Ohio.

According to Dr. Ernest Sul­
livan, “Here is a dynamic per­
sonality w h o  in the context of 
a vital Christian faith is grap­
pling with today’s social prob­
lems.

Have you ever wondered 
what it would be like to be in 
t h e movies? Did you ever 
dream of being “discovered”? 
Mr. Davidson Hepburn, ne w  
addition to A l m a ’s Department 
of English, Speech and T he­
ater didn’t have to dream, it 
just happened. In 1963 H e p ­
burn was in Spain working on 
his doctoral thesis at the Uni­
versity of Madrid, when one 
day, an agent approached him 
and asked if he would like to 
be in the movies.

Meanwhile Hepburn was kept 
busy, besides studying, working 
in Spanish and French movies.

Television entered his life 
also.

Sombreros de Copa” by Miguel 
Mihura, a contemporary Span­
ish playwright. “ It was quite 
an experience for me,” says 
Hepburn. “I enjoyed it.”

“Working did take a w a y  from 
effective study I could have 
done” but “I needed money to 
continue m y  studies while there 
and for coming back.”

All this wa s  before the big 
production he was supposed 
to be in. H e  continued to ask 
the agent w h a t  movie she 
meant. H e  was beginning to 
wonder about the whole idea. 
“I like the theatre, but movies, 
I didn’t care for that much.”
One day he learned that it
