A l m a  S y m p h o n y  Orchestra 
will present its first concert of 
the season this Sunday, N o ­
vember 8, at 4 p.m. in D o w  A u ­
ditorium.

Soloists and various sections 
of the orchestra will be featur­
ed during the program. The 
orchestra will cover the m u s ­
ical spectrum with pieces of 
Romantic, Classical and con­
temporary moods.

First on the program will be 
Humperdinck’s beautiful, shim­
mering image from Hansel and 
Gretel called “Evening Prayer 
and D r e a m  Pantomime."

Then Marion Mansfield will 
step into the spotlight to play 
a piano concerto with the or­
chestra. Miss Mansfield will 
perform Mozart’s “Concerto for 
Piano and Orchestra in A  M a ­
jor,” a piece from the Classical 
Age in music.

After intermission the con­
cert will be given over to four 
soloists; Elmer Coon, violinist; 
Stacie Lang, violinist from the 
Juilliard School of Music; 
Bonnie Wessendorf, cellist; and 
Jeanne Salathiel, harpsichord­
ist. These four will combine 
their talents on Handel’s “C o n ­
certo Grosso, O p u s  6, No. 11.” 

Finally to top the program 
off the orchestra will present 
Aaron Copeland’s “Appalachian 
Spring.” T  h i o contemporary 
work will be good experience 
for the orchestra and should 
round out the program feels

H e  also w a s  awarded degrees 
from the University of Texas, 
Austin College, University of 
Geneva, K n o x  College, Tor­
onto, Maryville College, David­
son College, Princeton Univers­
ity, Lafayette College, Ursinus 
College, Victoria University, 
and T us cu lu m  College.

Besides his present position, 
Dr. M c C o r d  has been Dean and 
Professor of Systematic T h e ­
ology in the Austin Presbyterian 
Theological Seminary, pastor­
ate of the University Presby­

terian Church in Austin, Texas, 
and Professor of Bible in the 
University of Texas.
Dr. McCord is past Chairman 

of the North American Area 
Council of the World Alliance

Cross-Country Season Will 
Close With 7-School Meet

A l m a  College’s appearance on 

the nationally televised General 
Electric College Bowl has pro­
duced results which can be 
pointed to with pride. Despite 
t h e disappointment of t h e  
seemingly one-sided loss to 
Loyola University, several pos­
itive factors remain.

First, very few of the toss- 
ups which largely determined 
the outcome of the meet went 
uncounted. This was not always 
visible to the audience, as the 
buttons were hidden behind 
the tops of the panels.

Easier to see were the efforts 
of Ed Garrison, w h o  tended to 
put more body English into his 
button-bashing. O n  at least two 
occasions Garrison heard the 
buzzer go off just as he hit the 
button and was “mildly sur­
prised” to hear the announcer 
call on a Loyola team member.

“There were six tossups that 
I missed by perhaps a second 
altogether,” adds Lloyd Mac- 
Askill. “It really bugs you w h e n  
you realize that it m a d e  the 
difference.” O n e  q uestion—  
on Northern Rhodesia —  was 
thrown out w h e n  MacAskill 
and Fitzmorris of Loyola hit 
the button within 1/250 second 
of each other.

Another feather in A l m a ’s

petitor. Loyola jumped to a 
135-35 lead in the first half, but 
A l m a  rallied to win the second 
100-95.

The College has g a m e d  $500 
for the scholarship fund and 
has received nationwide p u b ­
licity which has already re­
sulted in a n u m b e r  of inquiries 
and requests for information. 
Finally, A l m a  has distinguished 
itself by outscoring all Michi­
gan colleges which had pre­
viously appeared on the pro­
gram, including Michigan State, 
W a y n e  State, Michigan Tech, 
Kalamazoo, and Hope.

T h e  19G4 cross-country season 
comes to a close next Tuesday 
w h e n  the seven M I A A  schools 
assemble at A l m a  for the a n ­
nual M I A A  chamionship meet.
