Nathaniel Branden will lecture 

on “Objectivism: The Philoso­
phy of A y n  R a n d ” at 7 p.m.,

The pow er  of 
brute force provided the key to 
the growth of the R o m a n  R e ­
public. It w a s  this sam e  c o m ­
pulsive obedience to authority 
that bred boredom in R o m a n  
society.

Although tiie R o m a n  Empire 
wa* a rich nation at that time, 
the wealthy society w a s  created 
for the benefit of the rich, Barr 
pointed out. T h e  R o m a n  Empire 
extended law and order for the 
benefit of the rich, and crucified 
the poor w h e n  they revolted. 
'1 he land hungry R o m a n s  ex­
ploited their land resources and 
money, thus ruining themselves 
and destroying t h e i r  empire. 
’1 ho excesses in the rich R o m a n

Evidently the answer lies in ins 
revision of the college curriculum 
at St. J o h n ’s University in A n n ­
apolis. Maryland. H o  abolished 
tt"_ elective system. inPt-colleg­
iate athletics and fraternities and 
e- tni. lished an all-required four- 
yoar course of studies with a 
h» a w  emphasis on science and 
mathematics.

Barr s u g g e s t e d  that the 
whole picture c>f the R o m a n s  had 
boon grossly distorted by the or­
dinary school history books, and 
for one to get a m o r e  realistic 
picture one should read some 
Greek history or works by sonic 
satirical writers.

The topics for the debates are 
not yet determined, and Smith 
commented, "two or four per­
sons w h o  a r e  articulate and 
knowledgeable c a n  debate cn 
any pertinent topic." A s  e x a m p ­
les he suggested debates on Viet­
nam. women's per and Alma's 
grading system.

In his descriptions of the R o ­
m a n  culture, Barr demonstrated 
several parallels between that 
and the present U.S. culture, al­
though most of these parallels 
were lett for the audience to 
d r a w .

Other topics proposed were 
“Resolved, that the education of 
w o m e n  is fruitless pursuit.” or 
"Should the Presbyterian S ynod 
of Michigan diminish its in­
volvement in higher education.”
