their fight for equal rights. At present 
s o m e  of their legal rights are the right to 
vote, to hold property am i to attain a 
higher education. W h e n  w e  consider this 
question socially, however, w e  can see 
h o w  societal attitudes inlluence the rights 
that a n  individual m a y  have. W e  live in 
a society of the double-standard— w h a t  
i* perfectly permissible for one sex is 
d a m n a b l e  for the other.

A l m a  perpetuates this double-standard 
t h r o u g h  it w o m e n ' s  rules. T h e  most 
p r om ine nt indicators of this are the sign 
out rules, per and r o o m  check. Violations 
of these rules are punishable by late m i n ­
utes w hich in turn m a y  lead to campusing.

T h e  stated reason for signing in 
a n d  out is illogical. According to the 
h a n d b o o k  of the W o m e n ' s  Residence 
Halls, w o m e n  sign out an d in “so that 
you m a y  be readily located in case of an 
e m e r g e n c y  . . .” Is it true that only 
w o m e n  have emergencies after dark? Is 
it also true that m e n  never have e m e r ­
gencies a n d  therefore d o  not have to be 
located?

Swinging into operation with 

the first days of March is the 
newly-organized Student Tutor­
ial Education program.

It is hoped that the tutor will

Tutoring sessions this term are 

being held at Pine Ave., Wright 
Ave., Hillcrest and Luce Road 
schools. Twice a week tutors and 
tutees meet to study for a period 
of approximately half an hour.
Reactions of tutors upon first 

meeting their tutees has been en­
thusiastic as interviews with 
several volunteers shows. Cass 
City senior Dave Hostetler ob­
served that the youngsters were 
eager to meet their tutors and 
that it was not at all difficult to 
break the ice. The first meeting 
was mainly a geting-acquainted 
time, a process which is of major 
importance in STEP.
Judy Scripier, Warren junior, 

has met wiih her futee three 
times and has found the exper­
ience a good opportunity to put 
into practice some of ihe methods 
learned in her education courses.
On her first meeting, ..Barb 

Bartlett, Okemos sophomore, was 
given a tour of the school by her 
tutee. Although no actual tutor­
ing has yet begun, Barb is pleas­
ed with the ease with which she 
has been accepted by her tutee.
The STEP committee sees this 

program as a continuing part of 
Alma College. Possibilities for 
expansion of the program in­
clude the establishment of a tu­
torial program at the junior high 
and high school levels, working 
with handicapped children, and 
adult education classes.
With favorable first encoun­

ters and hopes for real success, 
STEP has begun.

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Asian C o e d  Tells
To Receive Ph. D. O f  Malay Education

Three relatively new memb­
ers of th»- faculty have received 
or will receive in the near fu­
ture their Ph D’s: Mr. John A k ­
i m , associate professor of polit­
ic <1 science, Mr. Phillip Grif­
fiths, associate professor of dra­
ma, and Mr. Charles Gray, of 
the physi al education depart­
ment.
Griffiths, to receive his de­

cree from New York University, 
completed a lather imaginative 
doctoral dissertation entitled the; 
< h k tcri/ation of the Male 
Protagonist in American Drama, 
1940-MHiO. In the course of his 
research Griffiths studied the 
protagonist, or main character, 
of r.bout seventy five plays in 
an attempt to see how this hero 
type varied with the varying 
trend'; of American thought.
During the war. the protagon­

ist v. as whai wo 'Ordinarily think 
of a? a 'hero*, courageous, noble, 
v/ho always ro*:e to the occa­
sion.” commented Griffiths. Ho

remarked that the most interest­
ing discovery he made was how 
during the 1950s', a time of gen­
eral frustration as we fought the 
inconclusive Korean War, the 
dramatic prclagonisl became rad­
ically different.
“All of a sudden he was an 

insecure, vulnerable type, with 
hardly anything heroic about 
him,’’ continued Grunins. "For 
ex; mple, Willie Lohman in 
Death of a Salesman is the kind 
of person occupied with mater­
ialism and feeling himself a vic­
tim of the state.”
Mr. Agria’s dissertation was 

concerned with the American 
Library Association, and the his­
tory of its battle to get certain 
vital legislation through Cong­
ress. Agria maintains that this 
legislation was finally passed 
mainly through the method of 
lobbying. “Lobbying is often ig­
nored as being instrumental to 
the passage of legislation, but 
this is a definitely important 
aspect,” stated Agria. He will 
receive his degree March 19

from the University of Chicago 
Gray, in the course of his re­
search lor his dissertation, ad­
ministered a cable - tension 
strength test to high school and 
junior high boys in 2100 Mich­
igan schools.
"This coble test was used to 

gauge the strength of various 
body muscles. What we were 
looking for was a general 
strength factor applicable to a 
certain age group. Instead, we 
only discovered different 
strength factors for different 
muscles of the body," said Gray. 
Gray received his degree Decem­
ber 17, 1905, from the University 
of Oregon.

The 
dynamic levels were very ap­
parent throughout, and in spots 
the allegro approached a big 
symphony sound.
Concluding the program were 

Five Conlradances by Beetho­
ven. The quaint country flavor 
of these dances was greatly en­
hanced bv a solid bass line and 
well articulated wind parts, as 
well as good balance among 
the sections.
The overail impression given 

by the concert was one of a 
sincere group which is only be­
ginning to realize its full po­
tential. Marked improvement 
has been made over the past 
year, and. it appears, will con­
tinue to be made.
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
